“He was an old-fashioned cop
who loved to go out and knock
on doors and shake hands and
talk to people,” Corsi said. “You
don't see that too much any-
more.”

High School who designed posters
and bookmarks to help their
friends learn the first signs of
depression.

“When you see the posters,
they are powerful,” said Rita Levay,
director of pupil personnel for the
district.

The posters and bookmarks
explain what to do when a friend
is depressed, what depression is,
and why people need to get help
“Students are helping other
students, and friends are sharing
with friends,” said Levay. “Getting
help means thmgs will be better for
their friends.” The message and
artwork is so powerful that RPI
wants to use the bookmarks and
posters campus-wide.

“The posters are eye catching
and creative,” said Dr. Joseph
Albert, director of the RPI

. Counseling Center. “They are

wonderful bookmarks, and we
are going to use them with our
own efforts here at RPL.”

- Rensselaer is one of 22
colleges and universities across
the land awarded a federal grant
to reduce suicide risk on campus.
“Part of our grant money will be
used to reproduce the book-
marks for our staff and student
population,” said Albert.

. Suicide risk is actually greater
at the middle and high school
level than at the college level,
said Albert.

“Kids react dlfferently to
depression than adults do,” Levay
said. “The depressed student has
adifferent body chemistry and can
often look angry,” she said.

Many depressed students
compound the problem by self
medicating or using ‘drugs and

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And isn’t there a difference
between old, worn socks that
have been laundered and dirty
socks newly removed from
sweaty feet? Is there no middle
ground?

Actually, she was right. Years
have passed and the bag of old
socks is still in residence.

On May 6, I put two new tires
and a water bottle on the Trek Jazz
Latitude mountain bike that a
college friend gave me in '95, and
was off to New York City. There is
only one rule for the Five Boro
Bike Tour: riders must wear
helmets. I made sure [ had mine.

Sunday morning, ride day, the
Newark hotel alarm went off at 5:30
a.m. Decked out in a sporty cycling
outfit, padded shorts and a tight
bright yellow shirt, [ felt a little
awkward. I said to my aunt,
“Wearing this cycling outfit makes
me think of Halloween. It feels
weird until you get to the party and
then you fit right in.”

The ride, America’s largest
recreational cycling event, takes
cyclists through Manhattan, the
Bronx, Queens, Brooklyn and
Staten Island. The tour starts
downtown in Battery Park and
ends on the Staten Island ferry
back to Manhattan. Sponsored by
Bike New York, New York City
Department of Transportation and
Con Edison, the event runs from 8
am. to 5 p.m. There are six rest

We tock the Staten Island ferry
first to avoid waiting in line after
the long trek. It was. great to see
the Statue of Liberty up close; add
her to the list for the next trip.

. In Manhattan, the massive
amount of cyclists lined up to start
on Church Street, in the shadow
of Trinity Church.

There was a chill in the air as
temperatures were stiil in the 50s.
As cyclists waited, thunderous
cheers of anticipation waved
through the 30,000 riders like a
fast-moving summer storm on a
humid day.

As we started to pedal, bursts
of sunlight popped out between the
tall buildings and warmed us.
From Church Street, we turned
onto the Avenue of the Americas
toward Central Park. We passed
Ground Zero, Radio City Music
Hall and my Bank of New York
building. I couldn'’t believe I was
riding my bike through the streets
of New York City. Picturesque
Central Park bustled with runners
and walkers as the trees swayed in
the wind.

After Central Park, we headed
to the Bronx via the Madison
Avenue Bridge at 138th Street. The
1-mile stretch in the Bronx is the
shortest portion of the tour.

Then, back to Manhattan via
the Third Avenue Bridge. We rode
another six miles via the FDR
Drive and came to The Queens-
boro Bridge.

This was particularly signif-
icant for me because I have a fear
of heights. To beat fears you have
to face them head on is what I told
myself when I signed up for the
event.

The bridge was around mﬂe 18.
I'suggested we make a quick stop

Ascending the ramp of the
bridge, [ was relieved to see it was
under construction with long lines
of tubing just above the sidewalk,
blocking the line of sight over the
edge of the bridge. That was just
the comfort I needed to make it
over .the East River and into
Queens.

As we came upon mile 21 —
halfway to the finish line — we hit
the first rest stop, the Con Edison
Learning Center in Queens. We
refueled with free bananas,
oranges, and water. It was surreal
to wait to use the port-a-potty, and
see the Empire State and Chrysler
buildings as the backdrop to 150
portable johns,

After 45 minutes, we Cycled to
Brooklyn via the Pulaski Bridge. At
this point we all felt good. My
cramping had disappeared, and I
was ready for the most difficult part
of the tour, according to my
brother, the Brooklyn-Queens
Expressway and the Verazanno-
Narrows Bridge, a gradual incline
over about 10 miles, and then a
steep hill to get onto the 6,690-foot
bridge.

My sister-inlaw led the group
— too fast for me. My brother was
kind enough to stay with me at my
own speed.

Still, my legs were burnmg and
my arms and shoulders were
getting tired. This stretch was ex-
hausting. Just before the bridge,
about mile 37, my legs were
cramping up to a point were I
wanted to collapse. |

Astop, abanana, aSnickers bar
and some vitamin flavored water
diminished the cramping a bit and
my uncle advised not to hang out
too long or the cramping would get
worse. Get back on that bike? I
wanted to vomit.

‘To case my pain, they told me
once [ was at the crest of the
bridge, aboutancther mile, Iwould
be home free — it was all downhill
from there.

Afew very short minutes later,
I reluctantly climbed back on my

bike and at a very slow pace

(remember it's not a race), and
made it over the bridge.

On the other side of the bridge
was the ‘unofficial’ finish line and
festival at Fort Wadsworth in
Staten Island, We pulled in at 2:30
p.m. Here you can meet up with
friends and family, enjoy live mu-
sic, grab a bite to eat, get a
massage, sign-up for other bike e
vents or just relax. [ chose the
latter and picked up a T-shirt. We
still had four miles to pedal to the
finish line.

The final portion seemed like a
Sunday ride in the park after the
challenging Brooklyn portion of
the tour. As we pulled up to our cars
Ijoked and said, ‘T've got to win this
thing.” My uncle and I sprinted to
the cars — he got there first. Oh
well. Coming in second is not that
bad after cycling 42 miles and
seeing one of the greatest cities in

the weorld.

Colonial Acres Golf Course in

the town of Bethlehem is on the
maket. We hope this important
green resource and leader in

environmental stewardship can-

be preserved in this cormmunity,
rather than developed into
additional housing.

Last year, a local paper
profiled Colonial Acres as an
environmental gem in the golf
industry - right in our own
backyard.

suburban areas like the town of

Bethlehem, where population
expansion and development
continue to diminish wildlife
“habitat and other open space.

Colonial Acres provides an
oasis of just over 33 acres, with
half forested. Under Pat Blum’s
leadership, it has improved
wildlife habitat by converting six
acres from managed turf to
naturalized “no mow” areas,
added berry-producing shrubs
and bluebird nest boxes to
increase food and cover sources
for birds, built a half-acre
naturalized area with fill from an
irrigation pond project, and
planted 50 native trees.

Colonial  Acres also
demonstrates that a golf course
can be a good neighber
environmentally, by carefully
protecting and using natural
resources, Among other things,
it has expanded its irrigation
pond, fed entirely by rain and

How important is focus fo
achieving goals?

You have to focus
on creating the most
of your opportuni-
ties.

keep going?

But
these obstacles I faced are also
the reason for my success. They
made me stronger and more
skilled. And while there were
definitely times when I felt like I
couldn’t keep going, 1 finally got
to the point where I could say: “I
can do this and I am fortunate
that [ can.” Still, everyday had

_its challenges.

Does everyday still have its
challenges?

You always encounter ob-
stacles, and I don’t think you
can ever fully feel comfortable.
But knowing that you are going
to encounter obstacles makes
them easier to deal with.

Early in your book you write:
“It’s these random events that
change our lives—we go a dif-
ferent route, we bump into
somebody, we read something
and this small, unlikely event
propels us into a whole new uni-

verse.” What is your advice to
women for identifying and tak-
ing advantage of such random
events or opportunities?

You really need a positive ont-
look to take hold of opportuni-
ties. It's too easy to say I can't
do that or it’s too hard. And
that’s too bad.
Many people don’t
ever give them-
selves the opportu-
nity to succeed be-
‘cause they are too
afraid to fail.

Another theme in
“your book is self-im-
provement. How im-
portant is this to be-
ing unstoppable?

I think it is very
important to make a
commitment to liv-
ing a life of learn-
ing. We should always be frying
to learn something. In many
ways, I feel disadvantaged be-
cause of my background. I am a

junior high school dropout and
have worked in construction. -
But learning makes me feel vi-
brant and young. This was really
true when starting my story. I
had started from nothing, and
there [ was, writing a book. Not
that I thought anyone would

read it.

Not only have people read your
book, you have earned the Ben
Franklin Award for best autobi-
ography for your efforts. But the
Ben Franklin Award is just one
of many accomplishments for you.
What is the one accomplishment
you are most proud of?

Winning the apprentice con-
test. I felt like I had done so
many things so poorly for so
long that holding that trophy
was like the
culmination of
along
struggle.

now?

T'm back in
school. I just
earned my
bachelor's de-
gree in man-
agement from
Leslie Univer-
sity in Cam-
bridge and I'm now working on
my master’s in women’s studies.
1 enjoy teaching, and not having
my master’s has limited my op-
portunities. With my master’s 1
can be an adjunct professor. I'm
also president of the Brick by
Brick Foundation. And I still
Jove building. So I devote the
rest of my time to masonry con-
sulting and my two children.

You seem to juggle a lot. Do
you have any advice fo women
about finding balance in their
lives?

Keep moving, pursue what
you love and learn some relax-
ation techniques. I like to try get
out for a run first thing in the
morning. .

Staff shortage in Police Department

By JIM CUQZZO

Bethlehem Police Det. Bruce
Oliver, in a strong but emotional
statement to the Bethlehem town
board, asked for more police
officers in the department.’

“I dor’t complain a lot, but we
have a major crisis in staffing,” said
Oliver.

The force is currently down
eight officers for a variety of
reasons. “I apologize if I am gruff,
but guys are working their butts
off,” Oliver said. “We need less talk
and more action.”

Qliver’s remarks to the board
came just days after Police
Detective Anthony Arduini died as
a result of an aneurysm. The
Bethlehem Police detective div-
ision is down three employees due
to the retirement of one detective
in April and the death in March of

John Cox, another longtime’

member of the detective division
and police department.

“Bruce was expressing emotion
because of the circumstances,”
sald Supervisor Theresa Egan.
“This is the third vacancy in the
detectives bureau in the past 60
days.” Egan said a request for two
full-tirhe officers was included in
the proposed 2006 department
budget, and since that request was
made, hoth positions have now
been filled.

“Pm worse off now that I was a
year ago,” said Bethliehem Police
Chief Lou Corsi, who will present

The department’s request
comes on the heels of a $34,000
contract awarded by the town to
the Center for Technology in
Government, whichwill work with
Corsi and the police department
to assist in developing a set of
recommendations that wili help
maximize management ef-
ficiencies. Fulltime officérs are
currently working several
overtime hours because of the
staffing shortage. “You don't
manage a police department on an
overtime budget,” sald Corsi.

Egan said it became very clear
in the 2005 budget process that the
town needs to review department
by department the different
efficiencies. “I think we have a
very well trained police force,”
Egan said, “but it is difficult to
measure safety.”

Teresa Prado, deputy director
for the CTG at the University of
Albany, gave a presentation of the
information sharing that wilf take
place with the police department
in several workshop sessions to be
held ever a four-to-six month
period.

“There is an increasing emph-

asis on performance measure-
ment in government,” Prado said.
“Our information will show how
information can be used dif-
ferently in the department and
town so it can be used in a more
proactive way,” said Prado.

The vote to approve the study
was not unanimous, with board
member Daniel Plummer voting
no,

“I am uncomfortable voting for
this now,” Plummer said. “My
concern is our comptroller has
outlined a very serious budget
problem for this year and for the
future.” Plummer was com-
menting on Comptroller Judy
Kehoe’s 2005 completed audit
reportwarning future town deficits
are looming.

“Iintend to support this study,”
said board member Sam Messina. -
“It is worthwhile and should b
implemented.” :

Egan said the CTG will provide
the board with a formal present-
ation of its information gather-ing
after several meetings and
workshops over the spring and
summer,

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Forever wild, or foxes on the run?

By JIM CUOZZO

Delmar wildlife is beginning to
encroach on homeowners land, or
is it the other way around? Rick
Rudolfsky of Brookside Avenue
walked outside his door last week
to find two small animals sleeping
in the sun next to the front wheel
of his car.

I tried to move them away
because I thought they were
someone’s pets,” said Rudoifsky.
“Then 1 thought they were baby
foxes.” After a visit by Bethlehem
animal control officers, the little
red animals were identified as
foxes, i :

“Red foxes have a tendency to
be right around houses,” said
‘Ward Stone, state Department of
Environmental Conservation
wildlife pathologist, whose offices
are at Five Rivers Conservation
Center. .

“Red foxes hang around the
library because of the wooded
area behind the building and
along Kenwood Avenue,” Stone
said. “You'll find deer, coyotes,

‘red foxes, raccoons, possums,

wood-chucks —— the wildlife
population is peaking in spring”.

" Stone said most likely the foxes

were babies looking for food and
they tend to find an abundance of
it in people’s-yards. Rudolfsky

said the foxes he saw were in poor
condition and since then one of
them has died. :

“My neighbor found a hole dug

under his shed where they most -

likely were staying,” Rudolfsky
said. “They don’t appear to have a
mother.”

Stone said we are seeing more
and more encounters of wildlife
and people coming together
because of the many new homes
now being built on what was once
all agricultural land in the town,

“The world is changing
rapidly,” said Stone. “There are
large homes in rural settings
where wildlife once was, and now
we want to remove them.”

That was the message to
county legislators in Comptroller
Michael F. Conners’ “State of the
Fisc” address last week.

What raised eyebrows was
Conners’ portrayal of the coun-
ty's current nursing facilities as a
burden to taxpayers. According
to Conners, the county’s 2005
fiscal year was the tip of a $57
million iceberg of general fund
transfers to cover increasing
debtsincurred by the two county-
run nursing homes, the Albany
County Nursing Home and the
Ann Lee Infirmary.

“It is a tremendous ex-

penditure. It is almost the entire
amount of the last property tax

rate increase,” said Conners,

Since 2003, county property
tax has increased 83 percent, he
said. In 2005 that levy increased
by 24 percent. According to
Conners, the largest single
source of revenue in 2005 was
taxes. It amounted to nearly $18
million. The same year, the
county’'s greatest expenditure,
$17.2 million, was for county
nursing homes.

For years, legislators have
been eyeing parcels, such as
Heritage Park, as potential sites
for anew 450-room nursing home

to meet demand.

Taking into consideration the
financial performances of
nursing homes — coupled with
national studies showing a
decrease in the need for such
facilities — it doesn't make sense
right now for the Legislature to
continue subsidizing the failing
facilities.

However, legislators contend
that despite their recent ill per-
formance, nursing homes aren’t
about keeping the beds full, but
rather, maintaining an nnportant

" service.

“It's kind of saying a county
road is a burden on taxpayers.
Well, we need a county road,”
said. County Legislator Timothy
Nichols, D-Latham. “We need to

“have a safety net, that's the role

of a county-run nursing facility.”

Nichols is well aware of the
facility’s ongoing revenue prob-
lems. But, until the county can
work out the bugs in funding the
operation of its nursing facilities,
legislators can't afford to put their
replacement on hold as the
bureaucracy works itself out.

That shouldn’t be the case,
said Conners.

“What I have been talking

Currently, both facilities are
experiencing declining occu-
pancy rates, are outsourcing jobs
to temp agencies and are losing
tenants to more people remaining
in their homes or selectmg other
privately run nursing homes said
Conners.

The county has based its need
of a new facility on a 100 percent
occupancy rate, he added. The
mentality seems to be “if you
build, they will come,” he warned
legislators. '

In both facilities, 88 percent of
occupants are covered under
Medicaid, which means on
average the homes receive less
reimbursement per room then
they would with Medicare, other-
insurance providers or private
pay tenants.

In other nursing homes
throughout the state, on average
75 percent of their tenants are
covered under Medicaid, he said.
Even with the higher paying

_private tenants — 15 percent in

other Albany County homes, or
tenants through other insurance
carriers — new facilities in
Saratoga and Rensselaer counties
are experiencing deficits in the $4
to $6 million range, he said.

The goal of the Ann Lee and
ACNH replacement facility is not
to generate revenue, said
Nichols. It is to provide services
for those Medicaid recipients or
other seniors that can't, or choose
not to, live at home,

The county has already
received a certificate of need
from the state Department of
Health for a new facility, said
Nichols.

Harvey restarts
foothall career while

AR R

RJ Harveyisn'ta secret agent,
but he leads a double life.

By day, Harvey works at Sand
Creek Middle School and
coaches the sprinters on the
Colonie boys track and field team.

At night, -Harvey trades in his
coach’s whistle for a football hel-
met and pads as the newest wide
receiver on the Albany Conquest.

For Harvey — a former
standout running - back for
Colonieand the University at New
Hampshire — the chance to play
for Albany’s Arena Football 2 fran-
chise is one he couldn't pass up,
even if he had to learn a new po-
sition te do so.

“You have to take things as
they come, and I'm just glad to
take this opportunity,” he said.

Harvey signed with the Con-

" quest a month into the season and

has been trying to catch up with
his teammates since then. He’s
caught four passes for 112 yards
and three touchdowns in his first
two games, but he’s still learning
his routes.

“I'm not where I need to be,
and you can only get to where you
need to be with experience,”
Harvey said.

Saturday’s home game against-

Manchester is a prime example of
Harvey’s progress. After catching
a seven-yard pass in the first quar-
ter, Harvey couldn’t catch up to
several passes from quarterback
Ryan Vena in the second and third
quarters.

Harvey had a breakthrough in
the fourth quarter, though.

Consumers weigh
cost of flights versus
cost of driving

With gas prices hovering
around $3 for a gallon of regular, it
is often cheaper, and certainly
quicker, to take a plane than a car,

“In my mind, air fare has always
competed with car travel,” said
Hugo Burge, vice chairman of
cheapflights.com, a Web site based
in England and designed to find
deals on plane tickets in the States
and Europe, “Do the math and
figure it out. Flying can be much
cheaper than the automobile,
especially if you are driving one of
those big SUVs.”

For example if gas were $3 per

- gallon it would cost about §371 to

drive a vehicle that gets 20 miles
per gallon 2,478 miles round trip
from Albany to Orlando, and take
about 20 hours one way. A flight
can cost between $108 and $325,
depending on day and time. A
direct flight can take a person from
Albany to the Florida sun in about
three hours.

Driving that same veh1c1e to
Washington would take about six
hours, and if gas were $3 per
gallon, it would cost about $115. A
flight takes just over an hourand a
round-trip ticket can go for as Ilttle
as $107.

On some flights, said Albany
International Airport Director of
Public Affairs Doug Myers, a
person can travel for as little as 11

cents a mile.

One drawback to flying,
however, is that once you get to
your destination; you do not have
an automobile. On the flip side,
Myers said you do not put your
automobile through the wear and
tear.

“There is a certain amount of
flexibility to having an automobile
with you,” Mycrs said. “We still
want our automobile, That is why
you see so many vehicles with one
person in them. Gas prices have
not caused us to make a real effort
to car pool.”

The family truckster is still a
better bargain for a family of four,
but when a person opts to fly, the
cost of fuel is split among everyone
on the plane, Burge said. Also, to
keep costs down, many airlines are

taking planes off line to increase
the number of people on each
flight, A plane with only 30 percent
of its seats empty is more
economical than one with 40
percent, Myers said.

Airlines are struggling with high
fuel costs as well, but Southwest
Airlines, said spokeswoman
Whitney Eichinger, there’s a fuel-
hedging program that allows them
to buy fuel at much lower costs. She
said the airline is trying to increase
company revenues other than
increase fares like offering flights
in different cities, implementing
different marketing strategies and
cutting costs.

“For 35 years we have been able
to make a profit by offering low
fares,” she said. “It has heen our
business’ model since the

beginning, and we have been in
that niche forever.”

Despite continued financial

"problems with the airline industry

across the board, there was a
record 11.5 million departures in
2005, with carriers transporting
738.6 million passengers,
according to the federal Bureau of

Transportation Statistics. '

Emplanements in Albany,
however, decreased by 5 percent
from this time last year. Over the
last five years, the number
increased by 30 percent, and
Myers contributes the recent
decline to the high cost of driving
a car and heating a home leaving *
little money for people to take trips.

“America’s love affair with the
automnobile is starting to hit them
where it hurts,” Burge said.

been an all-out blitz to drive the
country’s air traffic into the digital
information age and bring with itan
efficiency that cuts down on travel
time, resources and fuel costs.

“We have been running dem-
onstrations in Alaska. It is the last
great aviation frontier,” said FAA
spokesman James Peters. Today’s
system began as the Free Flight
program some years ago, and has
since boiled down to a series of
operation acronyms and new digital
systems. “Essentially (the pro-
grams) allow planes to fiy pointto-
point without ground-based points.”

Planes fly on what are called “jet
ways,” said Peters. )

Ground based navigational aids
— aka radar — dot the U.S.
landscape throughout a flight, From
one check point to the next, around
other airborne craft and weather
cells, jets hit coordinates like a
slalom skier making the 2,700
nautical mile trip to L.A. The car
below, assuming it beelines for the
city of angels, would have traveled
2,800 ground miles.

In its trip to L.A., the plane has
flown over 400 miles, or 353 nautical
miles, out of its way. According to
plane manufacturer Boeing’s, Web
site — the makers of the 747 jumbo
jet — their craft burns 5 gallons of
fuel per mile. In this hypothetical
and roundabout path to Los
Angeles, it has burned off an
additional 2,035 gallons, not to
mention additional carbon emis-
sions and noise pollution,

Atarecent Albany International
Airport Authority meeting, Chief
Executive Officer John O’Donnell
reiterated a report from FAA
Administrator Marion Blakely to
board members and airportstaff. In
the report, the FAA estimated that
when these new systems are fully
integrated, carriers could save as
much as 500 million gallons of fuel
annually.

At 870 per barrel, rising oil prices
are a great concern to air carriers,
according to the report.

In January, low-fare airliner
Independence Air shut down its
operation, citing rising fuel prices,
amongst others. It had been in
- business for less than two years as
one of Albany’s low-fare carriers.

The new systems won't drag
airlines out of bankruptcy, but they
are certain to cut costs.

. The FAA has been working
diligently over the last five years to
bring new systems into ground-
based operations and to pilots in the
air. New Ground Positioning Sys-
tems are now aboard aireraft; And

high-speed computers are at the
hands of ground controllers across
the country. Though they operate
independently of each other, these
systems when combined are
reducing flight times and risk.
Saving on-fuel — even 500 million
gallons annually — is only a fraction
of the benefits.

The User Request Evaluation
Tool (URET) is a recently un-
earthed relic of the original Free
Flight program that will be
completed in the coming months.
It had taken nearly 30 years for the
system to take hold, In 2003 it began
showing up in air traffic control
centers nationwide when Lockheed
Martin improved upon the FAA
prototype and implementation into
ground-based systems spread
across the country.

This month, the system was
added to ground control centers in
New York. By mid-summer, Miami
will be the last center of 20 to have
the system instalted.

“URET is a tool that can look
ahead for conflicts {in the air),” said
Tom Spelienberg, project manager
for development and deployment of
URET for the FAA,

This year will mark the end of
the current systern, which left the
job of predicting a conflict between
craft in the air at the hands of
ground controllers. Paper: printouts
were studied, and controllers made
their best judgment on a particular
route a pilot would request, said
Spellenberg.

The new system can pick up
potential air traffic conflicts 20
minutes into the future, In real time,
each of the 20 URET stations
nationwide compiles where the
traffic is and where it's going;
altitude, speed and weather in the
flight path. Instead of last minute
fuel-consuming correctiens to
evade potential danger, the end
resultis asmooth, conflict-free, fuel-
efficient flight across the country.

“Ithelps save fuel because pilots
are now able to ask controllers for
a more direct route that takes less
time and burns less fuel,” said FAA
spokeswoman Tammy L. Jones by
phone from the Washington D.C.

-offices.

Itsina pllot’s best interest, and
the wallet of the craft's owner, tofly
a direct route.

The MITRE Corporation, which
manages several federally funded
projects including aviation system
development, estimated that when
URET was first implemented in
2003, it was to save air carriers $190
million annually due to increased
route efficiency. As it nears
completion, FAA officials couldn’t
say just how much the new system

could save carriers.

However, air carriers are taxiing
into a win-win situation as tech-
nology develops within the cockpits
of their fleets. Whatever benefits
come of the URET system will
certainly piggyback new GFPS on-
board controls now being dev-
eloped and installed in new aircraft.

Last week Eclipse Aviation, a
manufacturer of the Eclipse-500
very lightjet (VL]), landed the first
of a fleet that will soon call Albany
International Airport home. The $1
million executive jet has customer
options such as the Automatic
Dependent Surveillance-Broadcast
(ADS-B) and other early-warning
detection systems, said Andrew
Broom, company spokesman,

The new systems incorporate
satellite Ground Positioning Sys-
tems that link every plane equipped
with an Automatic Dependent
Surveillance-Broadcast (ADB-S).
URET links 20 ground control
stations nationwide, so planes
equipped with ADS-B will essen-
tially be talking to each other.

Instead of using radar data to
keep aircraft on the straight and
narrow, the new GPS system uses
real-time information. The system
instantly takes speed, direction,
altitude, traffic and weather read-

irigs and displays the information on
high-definition screens in the
plane’s cockpit. Rather than relying
solely on radar and ground control,
the plane is instructing the pilotand
other planes as to its course and
speed. It will allow many craft to get
off the beaten— fuelconsuming —
path and take more directroutes to
their destinations safely, said Jones.
Coupled with its efficient trouble-
free path given by ground con-
trollers, the on-board GPS systems
help pilots best implement that
path.

It was this system that

underwent relentless testing in
Alaska. Without visual aids, jet ways

and controllers” “best judgments,”

the planes sorted out their best
possible point-to-point routes,

In March 2003, 2 Cessna Seneca
equipped with a prototype ADS-B
system flew out of Juneau Inter-
national Airport using only GPS
satellite guidance. The new system
featured real-time terrain modeling,
airspeed, groundspeed and altitude
that was coupled with weather and
air traffic information.

Systems like the ADB-S opened
41,000 miles of air space over 1,521
nautical miles in lower altitudes that
otherwise would have been unavail-

able to conventionally equipped
craft.

The ADSB system has yet to be
incorporated into many planes in
the air. Systems ranging in appli-
cations are beginning to turn up in
personal and commercial aircraft
like those of the Eclipse Aviation
fleet. However, some larger carriers
have moved toward the cutting
edge technology to' get the most
cost-effective and efficient use out
of their fleets,

Last month, the United Parcel
Service announced thatitwould be
equipping its fleet of Boeing 757s
and 767s with Boeing-made on-
board display systems that support
the ADS-B system.

UPS' first order of business was
to incorporate the SafeRoute ADS
B system manufactured by Aviation
Communication & Surveillance
Systems of Phoenix, Ariz.

According to the company's
Web site, one of SafeRoute’s
functions allows aircraft to display
information that guides merging
maneuvers and spacing behind
other aircraft during flight arrivals.
The new system allows pilots to
keep engines near idle during
descent, which saves hundreds of .
pounds of fuel at each landing
approach. The system also enabled
reductions in ambient noise below
3,000 feet.
