Town enacts 6 month moratorium 
By ROB IRWIN 

In the face of unprecedented 
deve1opmen~theNewScotlandtown 
board passed a new local law that 
would suspend building in the 
northeast area of town for six months 
while the area's zoning was re­
evaluated. 

The law was passed in a three to 
two vote at a town board meeting on 
Sept 13. Prior to the m~ting, at a 
public hearing for the law, town 
officials debated for 45 minutes and 
called into question the law's 
effectiveness, scope and specifics. 

The law, titled the 2006 
Development Suspension Law, 
suspends development in areas 
zoned MDR (Medium Density 
Residential) and R-2, which both 
support large-scale residential 
development 

Accordingto a draft of the law, the 
town board is studying changes to 
the zoning area in question. While 
that study is under way, that law's 
draft explains, "the town's rural 
character, historicfeatures, and many 
other valuable features, and many 
other valuable resources are 
threatened by rapid development" 

The area under scrutiny is a 
triangle in the northeast comer of the 
town, bordered on the west by 
Voorh~eandtheBetlllehemline 
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to the east Guilderland's town line 
forms the northernmost point and 
the railroad tracksform the southern 
border. 

The law's sponsor, councilman 
Richard Reilly, said the law was 
drafted in response to a residential 
petition stating that current zoning 
"c!idn't sufficiently protect their area 
to development pressure." 

The sixmonth moratorium would 
occurduringthenon-buildingseason 
and would prevent consideration by 
any New Scotland officials or boards 
of any applications for subdivision 
approval, site plan approval, special 
use permits or for planned unit 
developments. 

Some focus of debate revolved 
around the length of the moratoriwn. 

"Are we in agreement that six 
months is a sufficient amount of 
time," said councilwoman Peg Neri, 
who, along with Reilly and 
councilwoman Deborah Baron, 
voted in favor of the law. 

"If it turns out that isn't enough 
we could extend it, that's my 
understanding," said Reilly. 

Councilman Doug laGrange, 
said that he believed a moratorium 
needed to be more directly linked to 
some sort of specific 
accomplishment, such as a revision 
or development of a comprehensive 
plan. In that case, board would first 
need to decide a review of the current 
comprehensive plan was needed. 

"We'd be putting the cart before 
the horse in this situation," said 
laGrange, who said he was also not 
in favor of completing a lengthy, 18 
month process of reviewing the 
comprehEmsive plan but said of the 
local law: "If were going to do it, it 
should have some teeth and do it as 
a town wide effort" 

laGrange said he was unclear on 
the selectiveness of the law, 

applicable only to MDR and R-2 
zoning, when the potential exists for 
development in adjacentareas.itwas 
explained that these areas were 
singled out because water and sewer 
are available while other areas of 
potential development lacked similar 
resources 

Supervisor Ed Clark agreed with 
laGrange's con~ntion, citing the 
development potential of the town's 
hamlets. 

"If water is made available they'll 
be just as subject to pressure as 
anyone else," said Oark. "There's a 
lot of vacant land there and if water 
is made available it's a prime New 
Scotland property." 

Clark cited the development 
potential of Feura Bush, Clarksville, 
Unionville and New Salem 

"If Unionville got water," said 
Clark, "it's all over." 
Reilly and Neri both supported the 
law as a starting point for re­
evaluation of zoning. 

"I'm simply suggesting we 
prioritize and look at other areas in 
the future," said Reilly, who said he 
believed that a moratorium should 
be as limited in scope as poSSIble, and 
that if anything, the law "puts 
everyone on notice that in the next 
six months we're in the process of 
changing the zoning." 

Exempt from . the law's 
restrictions are the maintenance, 
repair, replacement, modification of 
existing commercial or industrial 
structures as long as the structure 
doesn't increase by more than 50 
percent Any applications or pennits 
pending before the passage of the 
law are exempt as well as any 
residential subdivision involving the 
creation of not more than 10 lots. 

Anyone found to be in violation 
of the law would be fined $100 each 
day the violation exists.

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Brushing up on dental health coverage can be a grind

Tracking your family's dental 
benefits and claims can feel like 
a full-time job. The best strategy 
is to grin and bear it, because if 
you grit your teeth, you'll wind 
up needing additional dental 
services, which will lead to 
more claims-tracking and 
possibly more aggravation. 

Many people have no dental 
health insurance. Compared to 
those people I am a very lucky 
person who whines a lot. Still, 
when you are paying insurance 
premiums, it's important to 
make sure you get proper reim­
bursement. 

To get all you are entitled to, 
you need to learn the lingo. You 
need to know the primary 
insurer, the secondary insurer, 
the dates of service, the 
subscriber, the provider, the 
employee, the patient, the 
group number, the deductible, 
the lifetime maximum, and the 
three numbers from the 
combination lock you used in 

, ninth grade. 
!fyou are informed about all 

of the above, you will have no 
problems reading the Expla­
nation of Benefits (EOB) state­
ments sent by the insurance 
companies. The EOB statement 
generally' includes fairly 
obvious information that you 
recognize to be true. For 
example, you may see your own 
name and the name of your 
dentist. Both are spelled 

correctly and so you feci 
confident that the more cryptic 
pieces of information are also 
true. 

The EOB statements often 
contain asterisks. When you see 
a lot of asterisks, it means the 

. insurer is only paying for a 
fraction of what the dentist 
charged. Some EOB statements 
use code numbers instead of 
asterisks. Either way, you need 
to look toward the bottom of the 
statement for the actual 
explanation of the Explanation 
of Benefits. That sounds sortof 
redundant, doesn't it? 

!f you are lucky, the words 
next to the asterisk will form a 
sentence that conveys a useful 
message. However, if the EOB 
is generated by a computer 
system which limits 
explanations to 25 characters 
per sentence per asterisk, it's 
likely that all you'll see is "U R 
Not Gtng N E $ Benfts." You'll 
need'to call the company to get 
the actual reason. 

Check the EOB statement for 
the toll-free telephone number 
for customer service. When you 
call the number don't be 
surprised if the recorded voice 
asks you to "please listen to the

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Lefs look at some of the issues 
relating to self-insurance. The MSt 
is to be sure that you understand 
the true cost of self-insuring. 
Many people think that they ean 
pay the cost of any potential care 
from both their income and their 
investment income, or by 
earmarking other certain 
investments to pay for care. But 
there are two serious factors to 
take into consideration. Many 
people had fixed retirement 
incomes, and could not expect any 

kind of inflation increase from their 
monthly pension. This means that 
as the cost of care continues to rise, 
more money would be required 
from other sources like savings 
and retirement plans to offset 
inflation. 

Also, looking at the required 
amount needed from other 
investments' to -create more 
income, the additional taxes that 
would have to be paid in order to 
"net" the amount needed to pay for 
care was not worth it. Usually the 
money would have to come from 
either qualifiea savings plans such 
as IRA accounts, where all of the 

. money withdrawn is taxable, or 
from mutual fund or stock savings 
plans where a long-term capital 
gain tax would be levied. 

In either case, the end result I 
was that every dollar withdrawn for 
the cost of care would equal the 
need to withdraw anywhere from 
$1.28 to $1.40 to pay the taxes. 
Realizing that self-insuring is the 
most costly and potentially 
devastating way to plan, other 
options are likely to be considered. 

Long-term care policies 
generally cost a fraction each year 
of what even one month or less in 
a nursing home costs today. 
Generally, one can expect to 
recover 10 to 20 years of premium 
payments within a few 'months of 
needing care. For example, let's 
assume someone buys a policy 
today, which pays $200 per day for 
care in a nursing home. With 5 
percent compound inflation benefit 
and an annual premium of $2,500, 
this person will pay $50,000 in 
premiums over a 20-year period. 
Assume that this same person 
needs nursing home care in 20 
years. Because, of the inflation 
protection benefit, the policy will 
be paying $530 per day in benefits 
in 20 years. After receiving policy 
benefits for only 95 days, the 
person will have recovered all of 
the premiums paid in the form of 
benefit payments. 

Some may say that's a lot of 
premiums for something you may 
never use. That's true, but you 
have it because you never know for 
sure. And I doubt that if someone 
dies so quickly so as to never make 
a claim on the long-term care 
policy, that they will leave the world 
wishing they had not bought their 
policy! 

Another telling statistic is that 
the average caregiver did not 
expect the care giving situation to 
last as long as it did. The average 
caregiving responsibility was 
eight years, with a range from 
three to 15 years. lfyou need care, 
someone is going to have to 
provide it, and someone is going 
to have to pay for it.

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Town historian traces Revolutionary roads in travel books

It was your typical Northeast 
fall day in October of 1995 
when Raymond Houghton 
traveled to Schuylerville to visit 
the Saratoga monument in 
what would become a trip that 
in many ways changed his life 
and began his career as a 
historical travel writer.

Is Curtain Call's 'The Foreigner' ,as American as apple pie?

The setting is a backwoods 
lodge in Georgia. A lovable but 
boring professional proofreader, 
there on vacation, outwits a 
scheming preacher and his 
accomplice with the Ku Klux Klan, 
to keep the lodge property in the 
family. To do so, he must pretend, 
for an act and a half, to speak no 
English at all. That is the 

convoluted premise of the late 
Larry Shue's play, ''The Foreigner," 
opening the seventh season at 
Curtain Call Theatre in Latham. 

The show combines humor and 
drama to present an interesting 
look at the human condition, still 
very accurate nearly 25 years after 
its 1983 premier. The show centers 
on Charlie Baker, who is dragged 
to the lodge to relax for a few days.

Charlie, using him as sounding 
board, the brunt of jokes, hatred, 
and even the pure affection one has 
for a child learning new things 
every day in the world around him. 

The two-act show is lengtby at 
two hours and 40 minutes. Curtain 
Call's director Marna Lawrence 
has kept the script intact. The 
show's pacing might have been 
well served by a bit of director's 
editing of. some of the more 
extraneous parts. Cutting 15 or 20 
minutes would have treated the 
audience to a tight, funny and 
moving production. As it is, the 
show can be prodigiously slow; 
particularly in the lengtbyopening 
scene. Once the play gets on its 
feet, it begins to move along. 

Perhaps the funniest section is 
a wordless game of Mirror - a 
ballet for two men, a breakfast 
table, and two empty juice glasses. 
Or perhaps ifs the story of tittle 
Red Riding Hood told in Eastern 
European gibberish. 

The cast is well chosen for this 
opening production. Dan Kelly as 
Charlie is a pure delight. He 
captures wide-eyed innocence and 
knowing intellect with the look of 
an eye or lift of an eyebrow. Ian 
laChance makes his Curtain Call 
debut in the role of the Rev. David' 
Lee, the preacher who is going to 
bring back the pure white 
Christian race to America with the 
help of the Ku Klux Klan. 
laChance takes finn control of the 
stage as we watch his unerring 
ability to twist things enough to 
almost convince the audience what 
he is doing is for the common 
good. 

Chris Cook is Ellard; the 
simpleton who, much like the 

_ Scarecrow in 'The Wizard of Oz," 
proves that whafs inside is what 
makes us smart, not what we learn 
in books. Cook's rendition is most 

believable. Rie Lee and Aubrey 
Tighe are perfectly cast in their 
respective roles as Betty, the old 
woman who owns the family lodge, 
and Catherine, the Georgia debu­
tante who fears her life may be for 
naught Both women shine in their 
roles, particularly Tighe whose 
character grows and matures the 
most throughout the play. 

Area regular Ted Zeltner and 
Jack Fallon round out the 
ensemble. Though on opening 
night both men seemed to have 
some trouble with misspoken and 
dropped lines, they were able to 
carry off their parts in fine form. 

Zeltuer in particular has some 
wonderful comedic moments and 
makes the most of the smallest part 
in the show, proving the old adage 
that there are no small parts, only 
small actors. His looks, sneers and 
bottled,up frustration spew forth. 

Michael Blau's set design 
proves once again what ingenuity 
and a good eye can do with a small 
acting space. Denise Dygert's 
costumes beautifully round out the 
feeling of the play. In all, "The 
Foreigner" gives one pause to think 
about the way we look at ourselves 
and the way we look at others. The 
audience is given the opportunity 
to laugh while at the same time 
being forced to look at the mirror 
being presented on stage to see 
what parts reflect back their 
images. As we commemorate the 
fifth anniversary of 9-11, ''The 
Foreigner" makes some very 
interesting statements on hu­
mankind.

After 38 years of serving as 
everything from town supervisor 
to Congressman, U.S. Rep. 
Michael McNulty, D-Green 
Island, takes no victory for 
granted. McNulty received 
overwhelming support from his 
constituents with a victory of 
more than 70 percent against his 
Democratic primary. rival Thom­
as Raleigh in the Tuesday, Sept. 
12 primary race for the 21st 
District seat. . 

"I am absolutely ecstatic," said 
McNulty from his Washington 
office the day after his victory. "I 
never expected in my wildest 
dreams to receive over 85 percent 
ofthe vote." 

The unofficial vote count from 
last week's primary showed 
McNulty receiving 24,106 votes 
and Raleigh receiving 4,080 
votes. 

McNulty will face Republican 
Warren Redlich of Guilderland in 
November. 

McNulty has served in the 
House of Representatives for 18 
years, and if he wins in January, 
it will be his 10th victory in a 
Congressional race. .

"A good representative in 
Congress needs to generally 
reflect the views of his con­
stituency," said McNulty. 

McNulty said lobbying for 
federal funding for many district 
needs is one of his strengths. 

"I have obtained funding for 
the Albany Airport, Rensselaer 
train station, Aibany Medical 
Center, RPI and a whole range of 

organizations," said McNulty. 
According to the Con­

gressman, Democrats appear to 
be poised to gain control over 
state government and possibly 
the House of Representatives. 

'''The Senate is a steeper climb, 
where six seats are needed, but I 
speculate Democrats will pick up 
five seats," he said. 

McNulty said a Democratic 
wave is sweeping the nation and 
the state, and he speculated about 
what a Democratic majority in the 
House of Representatives could 
mean. 

"It would mean Charlie Rangel, 
D-N.Y., would be chair of ways 
and means; Louise Slaughter, D­
N.Y., would chair the rules 
committee; and I would be sub­
committee chair," said McNulty. 

McNulty said the importance 
behind these moves would mean 
Democrats would get to set the 
agenda and determine what bills 
hit the floor. 

"It is an exciting time/' 
McNulty said. "I have been in the 
majority, and I have been in the 

minority. It's a hell of a lot more 
fun to be in the majority." 

Iraq has been the major issue 
in Washington since the war on 
terror began after the terrorist 
attacks on Sept. 11, 2001. 
McNulty said President George 
W. Bush has wasted time and 
money and has cost many 
American lives by spending the 
military's time in Iraq instead of 
hunting down terrorist Osama' 
Bin Laden, the man behind the 9/ 
11 attacks. 

"He (President Bush) hardly 
even mentions Osama bin 
Laden," said McNulty. "He took 
our resources out of Afghanistan 
and put them in Iraq." 

McNulty said he believes bin 
Laden continues to hide in the 
rugged terrain along the vast 
Afghanistan-Pakistan border. 

"If we had devoted $300 billion 
and 150,000 American troops to 
go after Bin Laden, does anybody 
think he would be alive today?" 
McNulty asked.

Pre-trial hearings were held 
in May, and the trial began in 
June and ·Iasted eight weeks 
until a conviction has handed 
down in a little over six hours 
by a jury of eight women and 
four men. Porco's attorney 
Kindlon is in the process of 
filing an appeal on the murder 
conviction. Peter Porco was the 
chief law clerk for 3RD Division 
State Appellate Court Judge 
Anthony Cardona in Albany 
when he was murdered. Joan 
Porco was working as a speech 
therapist at Schalmont School 
prior to the attack. 

Campbell said Porco has 
been a quiet prisoner so far. 

"He mostly reads and keeps 
to himself," said Campbell. "He 
gets a lot of mail from young 
females from the Delmar area."

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Local dance school stays in step for 5·decades 
By GRAHAM s. PARKER 

Eleanor Leonardi hung up her 
signature red danciog shoes long 
ago. 

On occasion, the 71-year-old 
dance instructor and founder of 
Eleanor's School of Dance may 
take them outto fill io for someone 
when needed. The shoes are 
typically met with a range of 
remarks from students, instruc­
tors and her children. 

Red shoes, and the remarks 
they may briog, aside, one thiog 
is certaio: When Leonardi walks 
across imy one of the stages of her 
regional dance studios, she is met 
with the respect of a dancer with 
more than 60 years of experience. 

Sioce its meager beginniogs in 
Albany five decades ago, the 
school has expanded to include 
studios io Clifton Park, Colonie, 
Delmar and East Greenbush. 

This year Eleanor's School of 
Dance marks its 50th year in 
busioess. 

"Long time, huh?" said 
Leonardi, before she reported to 
the maio studio on Central Avenue 
in Colonie. "I don't thiok you ever 
look to the long term when you 
first start out" 

In those days, one didn't need 
the money they would now to open 
their own successful dance studio, 
she said. It was simple back then. 

As a 20-somethi~g, Leonardi 
would make her way around to 
several Albany locations with a box 
of records, shoes (not the red 
ones) and a phonograph to teach 
dance. She opened her first studio 
io 1956 at 204 Lark St io Albany. 

Danciog came at an early age 
for Leonardi. As a student at the 
since-demolished Albany PS4 at 
the corner of Madison Avenue and 
Ontario Street, Leonardi took 
dancing as part of after-school 
activities. The classes were once a 
week at 40 cents a lesson. 

Her love for danciog kept her 
coming back each week. 
Eventually, Leonardi enrolled io a 
local private studio on North Pearl 
Street and began dancing with 
local producers. 

In high school, her danciog was 
elevated to a new level when she 
worked with Tommy Sternfeld, 
the producer of WRGB's ''The 
Teenage Barn." 

The show first aired in April 
1948 and was telecast for 17 years. 
The program's last air date was 
Jan. 29, 1965, when it was third in 
the time period, right bellind: 
"Meet the Press" and ''The 
Sullivan Show," according 
WRGB's Web site.

Leonardi taught at Sternfeld's~i 
studio and continued her lessons 
at local schools, teaching classes 
sioillar to ones she took as a child. 

"I worked all through high 
school with Tommy Sternfeld. It 
eventually led to me owning my 
own studio," she said. "I was lucky 
because I taught in the school 
systems. What happened was that 
the kids wanted more." 

Af '., her case, Leonardi's 
studeH:S weren't satisfied with the 
half-hour classes. Like she had 
done, they enrolled at private 
studios. By that time, Leonardi

became known for her instruction, 
and many began flocking to her 
Lark Street school of dance. 

The rest is history. 
Dancing is io Leonardi's blood. 

Although she hasn't perfornled .io 
some time and hasn't been a regular 
teacher in 18 years, Leonardi's 
children and grand-children have 
gone on to fill her red shoes. 

"Every once in a while, we 
make her break out the red shoes," 
said Christie Pantalone, 42, 
Leonardi's daughter. 

Pantalone has been with the 
school since she was 2 and has 
taught for 24 years. Her daughter, 
6, dances with the school. 

The list of family includes 
Leonardi's sister, MarilYn D'Amel­
ia, daughters and granddaughters. 
It's the family owned feel and 
iostruction that people like, said 
Pantalone. 

"We have such a reputation in 
the area. People look it up in the 
phone book, and it's a name people 
recognize," she said.
