What we have apparently lost is the integrity
needed to always try to do the right thing. What we
need to do now is try to restore integrity to its
rightful place in our society.

Integrity is most often instilled in children by
role models who live their lives trying to do the
right thing, despite temptation to do otherwise.
Nowadays, our kids often have to turn to fantasy to
find suitable role models. Who would have ever
thought that comic book characters could have
risen to this level?

Perhaps kids are smarter than we give them
credit for. Atleast they know to look up to the good
guys and gals. Kids tend to emulate their heroes,
and that’s one good sign for the future.

Even children themselves have become super
heroes. Think of the millions worldwide who idol-
ize Harry Potter, a whiz of a wizard if ever there
was.

With all the world’s bad apples, we need to keep
in mind the evil of greed and losing sight of right
and wrong. It's less than a month now until the
New Year, and we hope more adults make a deci-
sion to be positive role models to counter or at
least offset the deeds of the dastardly.

A child’ S memdry of the day that lives in infamy

The writer is a former Associated
Press newsman and press secretary
to the late Gov. Nelson Rockefeller
He is press secretary to state Sen.
John Marchi of New York City, and
lives in Slingerlands.

Radio, in 1941, was something
to which most 5>-year-olds were
oblivious.

If we paid attention at all, it was
pretty much to hear how “Little
Orphan Annie” was faring or how
“The Green Hornet” was dealing
out swift justice to wrongdoers,
(Note to history buffs: Before
Dec. 7, 1941, the chauffeur who
drove “The Green Hornet” to
confront the gangsters and
muggers, was aman named Kato,
a Japanese native, After Dec. 7, as
if by magic, the show’s writers
morphed Kato into a native of the
Philippines, with no connection to
the sons of Nippon.)

That’s why on Dec. 7, 1941, I
wasn't listening to the radioc. I was

- trying to make a top spin on my
mother's linoleum floor in a Cape
Cod cottage at 13 Vernon St. in
Rutland, Vt.,, when I saw my father
stand up from a living room chair
at shortly after 2 p.m., and say,
“Why, the yellow bastards!”

He had been listening to a
Brooklyn Dodgers football game.
(Brooklyn did have a professional
football team in the early 1940s.)
His loud outcry was in reaction to
an interruption in the legendary
“Red” Barber’s play-by-play of the
game, ‘

The voice of the news
announcer belonged to John Daly,
later to become more famous as a
panelist- on the long-gone
television show, “What’s My
Line?”

My dad and millions of other
Americans heard John Daly say
something like this; “We have just
received a report from the
Associated Press that Japanese
navy and air forces have attacked
American naval forces at Qahuy,
Pearl Harbor, Hawaii.”
My mother emerged from the
kitchen, drying her hands with a
towel, asking if she had heard
what she thought she had heard.
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My father confirmed it for her. She
shook her head and asked again if
she had heard it right.

My memory of their
conversation is a blank. I do know
that my father, who was due in at
work as a newspaperman, gave her
a hug and began dressing to go
into work long before his normal 7
p.m. arrival,

My  mother, thinking
immediately (I say from hindsight)
about her three brothers, picked
up the phone and called her
mother, my grandmother, Jane
Fallon Scanlon, who lived across
town.

From speaking with my
surviving aunts, I learned that they
talked about the Scanlon family’s
three brothers, my uncles James,
Francis and John. Those three
were workers on the old Rutland
Railroad, and they ranged in age
from about 19 to 27,

Like a lot of other young men
across America, they were already
making plans. Uncle Frank’s
railroad pal, Dick Shanahan, came
to the house near the railroad that
Sunday afternoon and said, “Let’s
g0 to the post office. [heard they're
opening up.”

They trudged across the bridge
over the tracks, marched to the
post office and found the Army Air
Cops recruiter already open for
business. They enlisted that day,
beginning an odyssey that lasted
until 1945,

My Uncle James was amember
of the National Guard and was
called up within a month. He
served in the middle eastern and
European theaters in World War I

My Uncle John, then a scrawny
teenager, walked with a limp and
did not look like infantry material.
But after serving two years with
the Amery Coast Artillery in
Maine, he was summoned to
infantry duty in the immediate
aftermath of the Battle of the
Bulge, a bloody horror in the
snows of Belgium.

My father was considered too
old for service and edited the paper
in Rutland until 1949,

People gathered on their lawns
after John Daly began adding to the
first bulletin about the attack at

- Oahu. Those were Depression-era

men and women. They already
knew what hardship was. And they
quickly bent to the hardship of
seeing sons and fathers and
boyfriends prepare for battle.

A lot of them, and most of the

neighborhood children, did not
know where Hawaii was, or, for
that matter, Japan.

Discussing it as an adult with
my late mother’s sisters, I learned
that the broadcast of the football
game continued. They said that,

* before the announcement of the

Japanese attack, during breaks in
the action when “Red” Barber
wasn't calling the game, they could
hear the stadium announcer
saying: “Will Col. Donovan please
call home?” “Donovan” was “Wild
Bill” Donovan, a Wall Street lawyer
and friend of Franklin D.
Roosevelt, the president, who
headed the then-new office of
services, a spy

organization and forerunner of the
Central Intelligence Agency.

Those requests were followed
by others directing colonels,
generals and admirals, many of
whom were at the football game,
to call home or report to their
offices,

My Aunt Loretta recalls that
“Red” Barber, perhaps the best
baseball sportscaster ever, was so
upset by the news of the attack that
he could not continue to call the
game, Someone else,
unremembered here, took over,

In the weeks after Pearl
Harbor, retired coaches all over
Vermont put their sweatshirts on
and honored appeals from young
men a few years out of high
school to help them. The young
fellows knew that basic training
for the military would put them
to severe physical tests and they
wanted to start shaking off the
civilian fat immediately.

The next day, Dec. 8,1 showed
up at Miss Phillips’ kindergarten
class. It was the first time I was
asked to pledge allegiance to the
United States of America. With
atheism very much out of fashion

in predominantly Catholic

Rutland in 1941, we stumbled,
with Miss Phillips’ help, through
the “Our Father,” asking him to
protect our soldiers, sallors and
Marines.

My surviving family members
told me recently that the lines of
young men reporting to enlist in
the various armed services
reached out of the post office and
extended hundreds of yards up
the street to the railroad station.

Thatembodied patriotism and
presaged their departure on
trains across American for duty.

The Rutland Herald carried
many a picture of young
Vermonters kissing their loved
ones goodbye — some of them
forever,

Many years later, [ worked for
the Associated Press and
befriended a retired AP man and
ex-Marine who lived in Bethlehem.
His name was Jim Hackett. Jim, on
Dec. 7, 1941, occupied the main
seat at the general desk of the AP
Reserve Center in New York. He
was sipping coffee and half

listening to the football game when .

he heard the Pacific wire,
connecting Honolulu to New York,
sound a four-bell alert. The four
bells signified a “flash,” really
important news.

He bent over the automatic
printer and read: “Japs attack
Pearl Harbor.”

Six-foot-two-inch Jim Hackett
rose from his desk, called his
mother in Brooklyn, and told her
he was putting his wire service
career on hold.
“Jerry,” he told me 30 years ago,
“the bastards had attacked my
country and my family. It was
time to go.

Jim Hackett waded through
the surf at Tarawa when the
Marines went ashore there in
1943. He suffered wounds in that
terrible battle, but survived to
see his fellow Marines take Iwo
Jima and give the B-29s an
emergency landing field.

Two of those B-29s carried the
A-bombs to Hiroshima and
Nagasaki.

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Local grocer offers
online shopping

If you have a computer, an
Internet connection and some
extra bucks, shopping for
groceries may no longer have to
include the headache of heavy
bags, long lines and trying to
malke time for it in your day.

Since the summer, Nichols’

Market in Voorheesville has been

offering online ordering for most
of its products. Orders can either
be picked up or, for a few more
dollars, an employee will deliver
them.

According to general manager
Jaret Nichols, people have been
asking him for years to start an
online shopping service for the
grocery store.

Jordan True, the store’s online
shopping coordinator, said after
an order is placed on the store’s
Web site www.nichols

market.com — he pulls the items .

off the shelves and fills the order.

“I shop it for them, basically,”
said True.

True said he typically fills four
to five orders a week, and the
pick-up and delivery services are
split about evenly.

“It’'s getting more popular,”
said True. “I get a lot of older
people who can’t go out that
much and moms with kids who
don’t want to go to the grocery
store with their kids. It’s very
beneficial for them.”

This is the first winter the
delivery/pickup service will be
offered, and True said he expects
a spike once the snow begins to
fall.

Nichols also said he wants to
see the service expand.

“It’s something that’s got to
grow,” he said. “We're slowly
rolling it out and perfecting it
still.” ,

Nichols said he knows of
cases where some grocery
businesses that offer online
shopping have seen more than
one-third of their sales come
from the Internet customers.

Locally, Price Chopper tried a
similar service in the past, but
Mona Golub, spokeswoman for
grocery chain, said it ended once
it began to lose money.

“The cost of taking the orders,
filling the orders and delivering
the orders, was cost-prohibitive,”
said Golub.

In the Capital District, Golub
said, the demand was not there
to keep the service available.

On a recent day, some shop-
pers at Nichols’ said the service,
although convenient, wouldn't be
of much use to them.

“I shop at more than one place
and live down the street, so I
don’t find it difficult,” said Kathy
Fiero of Voorheesville.

Guilderland resident
Marianne Hurley said, “I
wouldn’t because I have the time
to shop. I enjoy the shopping.”

One shopper, who asked not
to be named, said that the added
money would be a deterrent, but
she could see situations where

she might use the service.

“I can’t say absolutely not,” she
said.

The pickup service is offered
for free to first-time users, and
after that it costs $¢ each time.

Panel tackles Route 9 traffic woes

A workshop to discuss the
future of the Route 9W traffic
corridor will be the main topic of
conversation for Bethlehem
residents and town officials at 2 6
p.m. meeting Monday, Dec. 11, at
the Glenmont Elementary
School.

The “issues and visioning”
workshop will invite péople to
discuss ways to improve the
transportation in that area and
resolve the heavy truck traffic
and bottleneck issues that have
plagued the Selkirk bypass.

“This study is a direct out-
growth of our comprehensive
plan,” said town board member
Sarmn Messina.

A major recommendation of
the town’s comprehensive plan,
adopted in 2005, was the study of
Route 9W. Town officials said
they feel the more input received,
the better the chance for a
solution.

“Supervisor (Theresa) Egan

has said we need to make a
decision as a town to solvé this
problem, and recognize that not
everyone will be happy with the
solution,” said George Leveille,
town economic development
director.

“I would like to see a traffic and
transportation plan design for the
9W corridor that can be agreed
upon and resolve the issues
surrounding the Selkirk bypass
and the truck traffic on Maple
Avenue,” Messina said.

Major components of the study
include development of a draft
plan for the corridor and
workshops to identify the bypass
issue.

The workshop will discuss
problems that stem from the
truck traffic that flows out of the
Selkirk railyards from Creble
Road to Route 9W to Route 396,
Maple Avenue, and then on to the
Selkirk Thruway exit.

“There are bottlenecks,
lighting situations and truck
traffic issues,” said Messina.

The Route 9W concerns have

PE Lo"DCE-
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lingered for more than 10 years
without a real solution, and
Leveille said itis getting to a point
where it is affecting business
development along that roadway.

“The likelihood of commercial
and industrial development is not
good without continued improve-
ment access,” Leveille said.

One option town officials are
considering is a new Thruway
exit to ease truck traffic.

“I think we should certainly-

consider this,” Leveille said.
The Route 9W corridor study

committee consists of Keith.

Bennet, Mike Daley, Tom Dolin,
Linda Jasinski, Nancy Kuivila and
Peter Lauricella.

“We have experts who know
about traffic systems, road design
and land use,” said Messina.

A “linkage” study grant from
the Capital District Trans-
portation Committee (CDTC) is
helping to underwrite the costs of
the committee.

of how it’s being handled.

In September 2003, high
school Principal Mark Diefendorf
initiated an investigation of
Crandall. The focus of the inquiry
was an incident of misconduct
that took place that same month.
The misconduct stemmed from
an incident in which Crandall
asked a male student: “Who is
that hot (sexy) blond you're
running with?”

In March 2004, it was reported
that Crandall made another
inappropriate comment.

According to the report, while
collecting information about
students, Crandall asked afemale
ninth grade student where she
lived, and when she asked why,
Crandall responded something to
the effect of: “So I can follow you
home and come to your house
and murder you in your sleep.”

The additional charge thatled

counseling considering
issues of misconduct. “If

that’s the caliber of the person he

is and the employee he is, he’s
not welcome.”

According to the hearing’s
report, Crandall had been
counseled in the past for a variety.
of reasons.

in 1994, Crandall was coun-
seled for walking out of a
conference and in 2001 he was

counseled for “slapping students .

on the bottom.”

In February 2003 he was
issued a letter of reprimand for
allowing the boys junior varsity
basketball team to swim in the
pool before it was open.

Additionally, he had been
counseled verbally and in writing
concerning inappropriate com-
ments to students.

Langevin said it has yet to be
determined in what capacity
Crandall, who is also a soccer
coach, would return next year.

“We'll cross that bridge when
we come to it,” said Langevin.

When the recommendations
were initially released by the
hearing officer, Langevin said
that she was hoped for dismissal,
not only because of the alleg-
ations but also because Crandall
had been repeatedly counseled in
the past.

It was the hearing officer’s

belief that a 60-day unpaid

suspension would alert Crandall
to the severity of his misconduct.

Kathy Fiero, president of the
Voorheesville Teacher’s
Association, said, “We don’t have
a stance other than to respect the
process and the hearing officer’s
decision.”

Efforts to reach Crandall and
his lawyer were unsuccessful.

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Gommission’s report is tough medicine for some hospitals

The statewide Commission on
Health Care Facilities in the 21st
Century recently announced a
sweeping set of reform recom-
mendafions to restructure hospital
and nursing home systems in New

"+ York. Some would have a significant

impact on Capital District facilities,

On Tuesday, Nov. 28, the com-
mission issued a report that pro-
posed changes to one quarter of all
the hospitals in the state. Locally, that
includes a suggested merger of two
Albany County nursing homes, char-
gesto Ellis and St. Clare hospitalsin
Schenectady, and arecommendation
to close Bellevue Woman’s Hospital
in Niskayuna.

Initsreport, the commission said
Belleviue’s weak financial situation
and the benefits that consolidation
with other area hospitals would have
on the quality of care, are reasons for
the proposed closure. Capturing
Bellevue’s patient base ~— many of
whom are privately insured —would
improve the viability of other
Schenectady hospitals.

Under the law that founded the
commission as part of the 20052006
state budget, the report’s findings are
recommendation only. The governor
and .both houses of the state
Legislature would need to approve

. them to become faw.

The plan has been publicly
endorsed by Republican Gov.
George Pataki and Democrat
Governor-elect Eliot Spitzer.

- AnneSaile, presidentand CEO of
Bellevue, said she is challenging the
commission’s findings.

“I'm here to say that Bellevue is
here to stay,” said Saile.

Saite said the findings surprised
her, and the report did not include
anything about the impact that
closing the only women’s hospital in
the state could have on the region.

“It was disappointing that there
wasn’t any talk about that,” she said.

“We have such a special, unique,
award-winning hospital,” said Saile,
“For that notto be recognized is very
disappointing, notjustfor me, butthe
thousands of women who come to
Bellevue.”

In response to the report’s
recommendation that the hospital’s
maternity, neonatal, eating disorders,

and mobile outpatienteducation and
screening services be added to
another hospital, Saile said she
doesn'tfeel that other hospitals would
be ablé to absorb all of the patients
and provide them the same level of
expertise.

Bellevue is one of two remaining
nonprofit women'’s specialty hos-
pitals in the nation, Tthas 55 beds and
its average daily census was 22
patients in 2004.

According to the commission, its
chief service is low-risk obstetrics.
Because it does not offer high-risk
maternity care, medical surgical care
or emergency services, the report
said, closing the hospital won't affect
the availability of high-tech services
that are already directed to large
facilities.

The report also called the
hospital's financial situation dire and
stated “its future viability is in serious
jeopardy,” citing substantial debtload
and negative net worth and lossesin
2004 and 2005.

Saile said this depiction of the
hospital’s financial situation is
incorrect.

“Thereportisnotaccurate; it'snot
based on actual facts,” she said. “Tt
mischaracterizes the debt that
Bellevue is in.”

Saile said since the hospital
became anonprofit, its debthas been
reduced from $17 million to $12
million — in just five years.

“We're anything but in dire
straits,” she said.

‘The report listed the hospital’s
2005 net deficit as $1.3 million, and
its total deficit at the end of 2005 was
$17.6 million.

Anumber of area politicians have
stepped up in support of Bellevue,

“I am notpleased with thisreport,”
said state Assembly Leader James
Tedisco, RSchenectady. “To suggest
Bellevue Woman's Hospital should
close, and St. Clare’s and Ellis
Hospital should merge based solely
on the population of Schenectady
County, ignores the fact that these
outstanding facilities serve abroader
population, including the fast-
growing southern Saratoga County
population.”

- Schenectady County Legislature
chairwoman Susan Savage, D-
Niskayma, also spoke outagainst the
commission’s findings.

“The closure of Bellevue
would result in the loss of 225 full-

time jobs and 140 parttime positions  gp,

and the reduction at Glendale
Nursing Home would result in the
loss of approximately 100 jobs.”

“The report’s recommen-
dations threaten Schenectady’s
hospital ‘safety-net’ for low-
income patients, could force frail
senior citizens into distant
nursing homes, and would
eliminate specialized health care
for women,” said state Sen. Hugh
T. Farley, R-Schenectady.

Furthermore, Farley said, he
would “insist that the legisiature
reject this all-or-nothing ap-
proach.”

In Schenectady County —
addition to closing Bellevue Woman’s
Hospital — the commission
recommended the merger of both St.
Clare’s and Ellis Hospitals and The
Avenue and The Dutch Manor
nursing care facilities, as well as the
downsizing of the Glendale Home.

Rather than closing the Bellevue
hospital, Saile said the answer to the

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Coalition lets hunters donate venison to food bank

One large deer provides 160
servings of high-protein meat,
and the statewide .Venison
Donation Coalition is working to
get that food onto the plates of
hungry families.

Over the course of the past
seven vears, the coalition, based

in Bath, Steuben County, has
helped provide 206 tons of meat,
the equivalent of 1,651,748 meals
to hungry families.

The process begins with
hunters donating one or more of
the deer they harvest during the
hunting season, tagging and
properly field-dressing them. The
hunters can then take the deer,
at no cost to them, to participating
local meat processors who

stringent state laws.

Ground venison is highly
nutritious. Venison is low in
calories, fat and cholesterol. High
in protein, it contains no additives
or antibiotics. Once packaged,
the meat is picked up by vol-
unteers and distributed to soup
kitchens, food pantries and the
homes of needy families through
the Food Bank of Northeastern
New York, headquartered in
Latham. The food bank serves a
17-county area.

The Venison Donation
Coalition coordinates the process
from start to finish.

“We rely on hunters to make
this program work, and because
we have no budget for ad-
vertising, we need people to
spread the word,” said Kathleen

Balbierer, marketing consultant_

for the coalition.

Along with feeding hungry
families, there are other
advantages to harvesting some of
the wild deer in herds across the
state. According to the state
Department of Environmental

Conservation’s Bureau of
Wildlife, more than 800,000
whitetail deer roam New York.
The agency said the herds cause
extensive damage to crops,
landscape, and vehicles. There is
approximately $130 million of
crop and landscape damage and
$120 million of vehicle damage
caused by deer annually.

“We've been trying to bring
the herd number down,” said
Greg Fuerst, technical advisor to
the coalition and staff member at
the DEC. “Deer densities differ
in every region across the state,
but all are very high.”

Winter weather is a huge
factor in the number of
wandering herds.

“This season’s warm weather
has made deer movement tough;
they have their winter coats on
and tend noi to move around,”
said Fuerst. “But with cold snaps
coming on, that will change, and
the deer will be roaming again.”
Hunters can obtain licenses
annually for using bows, muzzle
loaders or shot guns to harvest
deer, and are limited to six to

“We control the herds by
bringing down the number of
does,” said Fuerst. “We do issue
deer management permits for
antlerless deer only.”.

Fuerst said statistics show the
average family is able to consume
no more than two deer per
season,

“I chalienge hunters to donate
their first deer, so their freezer is
empty but not the food bank
freezers,” said Fuerst.

Mike Spenello of Schoharie
County first became a deer donor
as a direct result of a freezer
problem.

“I always hunt and eat a lot of
venison, but last year, my freezer
broke down, so I donated it,” said
Spenello. “It’s just an excellent
cause. It's a way for sportsmen
to give back to the community.”

History

How Ben Franklin's
satire became today's
graphic novels

Comics have evolved from the
one-panel political satire first
drawn by Ben Franklin and
published in 1754 to what are now
known as graphic novels, a series
of 'short stories with an
" accompanying in-depth, vibrant
visual representation.

“Comic books are enduring
because they are the simplest
form of production to telling a
complete story, with pictures and
dialogue together,” said Jevon
Kasitch of Electric City Comics in
Schenectady.

There are a few landmarks in
the evolution of comic books. In
1896, Richard Fenton Qutalt
incorporated the balloon, where
he wrote what the character said
and pointed to their mouth with a
tail-like swoosh, in his comic book
“The Yellow Kid.”

The Golden Age of comics
came after the stock market crash
of 1929, In the 1930s, some of the
most popular enduring comic
bhooks were written, like Tarzan,
Dick Tracy, Flash Gordon and
Superman — which kicked off the
superhero blitz when it was first
published in 1938, according to
comichook websites.com.

Those comics, Kasitch said,
came about as an accident.
“In the early 1930s, printing press
owners only made money when
the presses were running, so
when they were not printing the
newspaper, they started printing
comic books,” he said.

The superheroes in those
comics filled an important niche.

“For the longest time, the
comic book was the only way a
person could escape and be a
superhero and help save the
world,” Kasitch said, “Now, that
desire can be fulfilled at the
movies, on television and the
Internet.”

By 1945, some 400 super-
heroes were created in comic
strips but few survived. The ones
that did, however, like Batman,
Superman and Spiderman, still

superheroes that baby boomers
grew up with in the 1960s.
Instead, they also include a

manga. Originating mostly
from writers and artists based
in Japan, the new titles shy away
from mutant heroes and slashing
physical battles. Instead, manga
appeals more to the intellect and
emotions of the reader.

*My favorite is Samurai
Champloo,” said 13-year old
Angelo Catalano of Delmar.
“There’s a girl, maybe about 13 or
14 years old, and her mother
passes away. Her father left years
ago and she has to deal with all
kinds of situations.”

The aging demographic that
traditional comic books appeal to
is forcing some of the changes in
the industry.

“Our customer base is made
up mostly of people who stop by
every week to pick up their
favorite titles and see what's new.
On average, they are a 30-year-old

panels

rake in millions at the box office. It
was also during this time that
comics made the widespread jump
from the one strip published in the
daily newspaper to the magazine
format of the comic book.

In the 1950s, the comic book
found itself under fire and a
“Comics Code” was adopted,
according to Comix, A History of
Comic Books in America, by the
Comics Magazine Association of
America. Comic books carrying
the seal incorporated provisions
like:

¢ If a crime is committed, it
shall be as a sordid and unpleasant
activity.

* In every instance, good shall
triumph over evil and the criminal
shall be punished for his misdeeds.

* No unique or unusual
methods of concealing weapons
shall be shown.

+ Nudity in any form is
prohibited, as is indecent or undue
exposure.

* Suggestive or salacious
illustration or suggestive posture
is unacceptable. Females shall be
drawn realistically without any
exaggeration of physical qualities.

The Comics Code was ignored,

-however, through the 1960s and

1970s by underground, self-
published writers and artists who
are considered the picneers of the
modern day graphic novelists. The
most popular of that genre, Heayy
Metal, hit the stands in 1977
featuring colorful drawings of big
buxom women and stories about
drunken acid trips and hard core
rock and roll. Tt later became a full
featured animated movie,

whole new variant known as .

male who has been reading
comics for years and they follow
titles like Batman or the
Avengers,” said Jevon Kasitch,
the manager of Electric City
Comics on Van Vranken Avenue
in Schenectady. “And the age
keeps going up by about a year
per vear. So-let’s say five years
ago, the average age of a
customer was 25; now we are at
about 30.”

Manga relies less on flashy art
than traditional comic books with
illustrations often done in black,
white and gray. But what they
don’t include in colorful inks,
they make up for in story lines"
that have lead characters, often
teenagers, struggling with
difficult decisions about life and

death. “The traditional books
remind people more of what they
read growing up,” said Shaun
Belsito, owner of Spa City
Comics near Skidmore College.
“The manga titles are for people
who want to see a more evolved
story line.”

An example can be seen in
“Full Metal Alchemist”, a hot
manga title this season. In it, two
young brothers seek to bring
their father back from the dead
only to nearly kill themselves in
an unusual ritual gone wrong.
After recovering from their near-
death experience, the brothers
realize that the older, Edward
Elric, has lost an arm and a leg.
The younger one, Alphonse, has
lost everything but his soul.

Recovering from their calamity,

the pair uses metal pieces to
replace the body parts they no
longer have and the story follows

.them as they travel the country-

side.

The story draws readers in by
playing off real life problems
yvoung people share. Other titles
like Gundam Wing tap into
readers interested in science
fiction.

“They have giant robots
protecting the Earth with young
people at the controls,” said
Nathan Brown, a 13-year-old from
Delmar. “The lead character is
about 17 years old, I think it’s kind
of cool that it's a young person
like me saving the world.”

The “Comics Code” was
amended in 1971 and again in 1989,
however, and both modifications
were less stringent than the 1956
original set of guidelines. They also
included provisions for adult
comics as well as those traditional
comics written for children.

Other memorable dates include
1986, when Marvel Comics was
sold.to businessman Ron Perel-
man, who tried to boost sales
through the use of gimmicks like
holograms and glow-in-the-dark
features. In 1989, the year the first
Batman movie, came out sending
comic hook sales through the roof
And in 1993 Superman died,
causing such an outcry by fans that
DC Comics brought the superhero
back a few editions later.

Today, the comic book is known
as the graphic novel — a long-form
comic packaged more like a book
than a magazine. While the format
has been around for some 25
years, over the last five years or so
— dubbed the “Golden Age of
Writers” by comic historians —
their popularity exploded.

According to Publishers Weekly,
retail graphic novel sales jumped

18 percent from 2004 to 2005, with.

According to a
recent reader’s survey by
Diamond Comics, the largest dis-
tributor of comics in the United
States, the average comic book/
graphic novel reader is 29 years
old.

That means the writing has
changed, too. '

“The demands of a 29- or 30
year-old are different from those of
a 10-year-old,” Kasitch said.

Comic books have gone global,
too. According to Diamond, the
Japanese Manga — comics that are

psychological impact of a chronic
disease, and supports a mul-
tidisciplinary approach to re-
habilitation efforts. It also
provides access to all those ser-
vices in one location.

“Since MS involves every
aspect of someone’s life, it is good
to provide treatment for every
agpect which they have a problem
with,” said Silverman.

Center Health Care operates
many medical, dental and
specialty services at 314 South
Manning Blvd., within the main
building of the Center for
Disability Services. Silverman
said the purpose of the fully
accessible medical facility is “to
enable and support each person
we serve to obtain and maintain
their optimal level of health and
well-being.”

The idea took hold when
medical professionals realized
patients with significant physical,
mental or behavioral disabilities
experienced barriers to receiving
care. Medical exams might
require specialized equipment,
such as a lift for patients who are
unable to transfer onto an
examination table. A patient
might have difficulty under-
standing a procedure or could be
fearful and in need of a pre-
appointment consultation. For the
medical and clinical staff at
Center Health Care, these issues

. are part of the daily practice.

IN BRIEF

Patients come to Center
Health Care through referrals,
from the community, and from
the Center’s own residences and
programs. Adult and pediatric
primary care is offered, along
with women's health care. Other
services include neurology,
behavioral health and specialty
medical care including ortho-
pedic, rehabilitation medi-cine,
optometry, swallowing dis-
orders, podiatry, a hand clinic
and audiology.

Outpatient therapy includes
occupational, physical, and
speech therapy, aquatic therapy,
and a therapeutic horseback-
riding program.Developmental
assessments for children are
offered and complete dental care
is available. There are on-call
emergency services for psych-
iatry, neurology and primary
care patients at all times.

There are also opportunities
outside, of traditional approach-
es, such as a yoga class specif-
ically for participants who have
disabilities. Johnson attends
those classes regularly, and said
she'is puzzled when people ask
why she bothers to exercise.
“Why not?” she responds,
“Everybody else does. We're no
different. We just have a dis-
ability.”
