Grubs a gnawing concern 
Town reconsiders 
pesticide ban as 

pests chew up fields

Grubs are running amok on 
Bethlehem fields, and the parks 
and recreation administrator is 
urging the town board to review 
the ban on pesticides, 

Nan Lanahan said she has 
received numerous letters and 

calls from residents saying the 
soccer park is infested with 
grubs, the larvae of Japanese 
beetles. Also, near the pool area, 
masses of caterpillars are cling­
ing to trees, 

Lanahan and other officials 
said they are concerned that 
when the town takes over the 
day·to-daY operation of Colonial 
Acres golf course, the grubs will 
chew up the greens and create 
divots. 

"It is imperative that we are 
able to use some kind of pesti­
cide on the golf course," Lana-

han said. 
The town went pesticide-free 

in 2000, banning the use of all 
pesticides on properly owned, 
operated or maintained by the 
town. 

Several fathers of soccer play­
ers attended the Wednesday, 
May 9, town board meeting urg­
ing the board to repeal the pes­
ticide ban.

Tech 
park 

clears 
hurdle 

Board OKs Vista's 
environmental review

Developers of the Vista 
Technology Park cleared a ma­
jor hurdle on Wednesday, May 
9, when the Bethlehem Town 
Board unanimously accepted the­
project's 300-page final environ­
mental impact statement 

'This is a major milestone 
for them," said George Leveille, 
town economic development di­
rector. 

The park will be located on 
450 acres encompassing areas 
in both New Scotland and Beth­
lehem just off Route 85, behind 
Price Chopper. BBL Construc­
tion is project coordinator work­
ing with both Albany Counly and 
the toWn to develop 150 acres 
into a technology park over the 
next 12 years. Vista is expected 
to eventually employ more than 
4,000 people, and generate multi­
rnillion dollar tax revenue for the 
towns and school districts, 

"We are right on schedule with 
this project," said Bethlehem Su­
pervisor Jack Cunningham. 

The park will include a mix 
of both high-tech business and 
retail development. The board 
is expected to approve the tech 
park's state environmental qual­
ity review process by the end of 
the month, 

Along with the creation of 
Vista Park is the construction of 
the $15.2 million Route 85 Sling­
erlands Bypass currently under 
way. The state Departooent of 
Transportation began work this 
spring to reconstruct 1.5 miles of 
Route 85 to allow for four lanes 
between Cherry Avenue Exten­
sion and Blessing Road. 'The 
highway project includes three 
roundabouts, all designed to

Shawn Shelman dine, 26,

he swim question is followed 
by the emergency contact 
question: In the event of an 
emergency, who should the 
camp contact if the parents 
cannot be reached? I would like 
to answer "not applicable" to 
that question, because I would 
prefer that no emergencies 
occur. Plus, the idea that there 
is an emergency and neither 
my husband nor I can be 
reached sounds quite ominous.

No, no. There aren't going to be 
any emergencies. Phew. I feel 
better now. 

After you finish the hard 
questions on the camp application 
you get to the section you're not 
allowed to fill out. That's the 
medical information section. Your 
child's immunization history 
must be completed and signed 
by a physician. Apparently the 
phrase "up-to-date on all shots" 
scrawled by· the parent is not 
ac:.:eptable. 

It is acceptable to send in 
tbe camp application with 
a note saying the medical 
in::ormation will be forwarded 
soon. Just make sure it's 
fo:-warded before the first day 
of camp because otherwise 
your child will not be allowed 
at camp and your emergency 
cootacts aren't going to take 
her either. 

Don't' worry; you'll be 
fbished with all the camp 
paperwork real soon. But don't 
re'ax yet. You still need to buy 
the bathing suits, sunscreen, 
towels, goggles, bug spray and 
sleeping bag. See you in the 
seasonal aisle!

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Around the County 
Lawmakers cheer Sematech expansion 
State money slated to boost 

high-tech group's 
UAlbany location'

A decision by a consortium 
of high· tech manufacturers to 
expand its existing research' 
and development program 
at the University at Albany's 
N anoCollege, is expected to 
bring with it new jobs and new 
money. 

The expansion, the 
largest in tqe history of the 
Sematech consortium, will 
significantly expand its New 
York operations. As part of 
the seven-year .agreement, 
the consortium has agreed 
to locate its headquarters in 
Albany, increase its workforce 
by 450 jobs over three years, 
and provide $25 million to 
fund research at colleges and 
universities at five centers 
around the state. 

Legislative leaders have. 
agreed to introduce and 
pass a bill providing $300 
million in funding to be made 
available over five years to help 
Sematech purchase advanced 
semiconductor process 
equipment. Additionally, 
Serna tech has made a 
financial commitment of $300 
million in cash and in-kind 
contributions. 

In 2002, Internation'al 
Sematech (Semiconductor 
Manufacturing Technology) 
brought global attention to 
the strength of New York 
state's academic research 
arid development facilities for 
semiconductor technology 
when it chose Albany -- over 
competing bids from sites in 
the United States, Europe and 
the Pacific Rim -- as the site 
for its first center outside of 
Austin, Texas. Since that time, 
Sematech North has become 

a leader in the development 
and commercialization of 
leading-edge nanolithography 
technology. 

Sematech is a consortium 
of international computer 
chip manufacturers including 
Advanced Micro Devices, 
Hewlett Packard, IBM, 
Panasonic and Sam sung. 

'This decision by Sematech 
is an affirmation of the UAlbany 
N anoCollege's status as the 
most advanced research 
complex of its kind at any 
university in the world," said 
Gov. Eliot Spitzer in a press 
release. 

Legislators say that in 
addition to being a boon to the 
state's growing tech industry, 
the move will likely have an 
impact on the local economy. 

Areas like Guilderland, 
Colonie, Voorheesville and 
Bethlehem, with strong school 
districts and shorter commutes, 
will be an attractive area for 
those who will be beneficiaries 
of the jobs created by Sematech, 
said state Assemblyman John 
McEneny, D-Albany. 

"I think it's going to help 
the housing market, and those 
areas will be competitive in 
attracting these high-salaried 
individuals," McEneny said. 

Other elected officials have 
spoken out in favor of the 
project. 

'This dynamic public/private 
research and manufacturing 
partnership will propel Tech 
Valley into the pantheon of 
world-class centers of high-tech 
research and development, as 
we envisioned a decade ago," 
said state Assembly Speaker 
Sheldon Silver, D-Manhattan. 

"This announcement is 
tremendous news for the 
Capital Region because it 
means hundreds of new jobs 
and will enhance our area's 
reputation as a global leader

in high technology economic 
development," said state Senate 
Majority Leader Joseph L. 
Bruno, R-Brunswick. "I support 
expanding Sematech as part of 
a broad economic development 
plan to create new jobs and 
strengthen our economy, 
particularly in Upstate New 
York." 

McEneny said the promised 
$300 million from the Legislature 
was "seed money," which will 
generate new tax money, the 
creation of direct and indirect 
jobs and other associated 
benefits of expanding the area's 
tech industry. He said he sees it 
as a worthwhile investment. 

Both McEneny and state 
Assemblyman Tim Gordon, 
I-Bethlehem, said there's 
another advantage to bringing 
high-tech, high-paying jobs to 
the Capital District. 

"This is a major step 
forward in reversing the 'brain 
drain' Upstate New York has 
seen - as many of our most 
talented professionals have 

been heading south for better 
opportunities," said Gordon. 

"It means that young people 

stay in New York and don't 
go down to Austin," said 
McEneny.

A 2004 study from the Public 
Policy Institute of New York State 
showed that from 1990 through 
2003, job growth in the state's 
largest six metropolitan areas 
was eight times less than the 
national average. The 2000 census 
showed that upstate New York's 
population grew more slowly than 
all but two states. That census 
also showed that Upstate lost 
370,000 people aged 20 to 34. 

Like diners fleeing a taco stand

Point of View 
recently graduated friends have 
also moved to places like the 
Carolinas. F10rida and Virginia 
And while I wouldn't exactly 
compare living in New York to an 
E. coli infection, at times, usually 
during an snowstorm in April, it 
makes me sick. 

And while this ·state is 
experiencing slow job growth, 
losing much of its homegrown 
educated youth, southern cities 
like Charlotte, Jacksonville and 
Atlanta rank among the highest 
in projected job growth rates. 

Scouring the dozens of Web 
sites devoted to ranking cities 
based on varying criteria can 
help paint a more complete 
picture of where you want to go. 
Along with providing important 
information like cost-of-living 
comparisons (the Carolinas 
consistently average 10 to 12 
percent lower than the Capital 
District), these Web sites provide 
some interesting alternative 
motives for movitig. 

According to one site, 
Charleston, S.C.,.is the sixth­
best city for dating in the country. 
According to that same Web site, 

Charleston also has the second­
highest rate of lingerie shops 
per capita nationwide, painting 
an intriguing picture of the city's 
dating scene. 

As a counterbalance to the 
women, weather and work factors, 
are my reasons for not moving 
south: differences in culture (I do 
not like country music); style (will 
lawn ornaments really be broken­
down '87 Mustang convertibles on 
cinderblocks?); and entertainment 
(NASCAR is as boring as, well, 
NASCAR).

Mendelssohn Club 
hopes experience will 

encourage lifetime of song

After a cold and snow-filled 
winter, the sights of spring are 
finally showing up around the 
Capital District. 

And thanks to the 
Mendelssohn Club and some 
local high school students, the 
sounds of spring are showing 
up as well.

Jason Dashew, an Albany 
native and director of choral 
activities .at the high school, 
said he is happy the young men 
will get a chance to perform on 
a big stage. 

"It's been a very positive 
experience for them," said 
Dashew. "At first they were a 
bit apprehensive, but they seem 
to be much more comfortable 
now." 

Dr. Victor Klimash, a 
professor at Union College who 
has been the conductor of the 
Mendelssohn Club for the past 
six years, said the partnership 
with Dashew's students was 
an opportunity to introduce 
the teenagers to a lifetime of 
singing. 

"They're a really nice group 
of young men," said Klimash. 
"We're trying to encourage 
them to continue singing after 
high school so they can enjoy 
male chorus in college and 
beyond." 

The Mendelssohn Club 
was founded in Albany in 1909 
and features men' ranging in 

age from 25 to 85. 
The group has performed 

at such venues as the Mormon 
Tabernacle and New York 
City's Carnegie Hall. 

In addition to the annual 
spring program, the .club 
performs a popular holiday 
concert in December. Klimash 
'said the group has improved 
since he joined as conductor 
in 2001. 

"I think under my direction 
there is a more professional 
sound and more attention to 
detail and the spirit of the text," 
said Klimash. 'They're willing 
to try new things." 

Klimash has spent more than 
four decades in music, including 
23 years as a faculty member 
at Louisiana State University 
before coming to Albany. 
"We want to make sure that 

~ people who come to our concerts 
are entertained and engaged by 
what we do," said Klimash. "We 
want the audience members to 
find delight in the music." 

The concert on Friday will 
feature four groups of songs, 
including the work of 20th 
century American composer 
and New York native Aaron 
Copland, who won a Pulitzer 
Prize in composition for 
his ballet and subsequent 
orchestral suite, "Appalachian 
Spring." 

Dashew's group will join 
the men on the final set, a 
collection of African-American 
spiritual songs. Klimash said 
he decided to have the students 
join the final section because 
the style of the songs is well 
suited to their voices.

Along the trail, spring 
wildflowers are plentiful: trout 
lily. wild geranium, jack-in­
the-pulpit. spring beauty, and 
violets. Ferns and mayapple 
cover large swaths of the 
forest floor. Above the hum 
of cars on Delaware Avenue, 
birds sing and chatter - the 
caw of a crow recognizable 
above all.

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Around the County 
Fat proposal leaves restaurants lean on time 
Legislator wants to phase 
out trans fat, but some say 

deadline unreasonable

Following in the footsteps 
of recent New York City 
legislation, a resolution has 
been introduced before the 
Albany County Legislature 
that would phase out 
artificial trans fat in county 
restaurants. 

Majority Leader Frank 
Commisso, D-Albany, the 
proposal's sponsor, is asking 
the Albany County Board of 
Health and the county health 
commissioner to devise a 
workable plan directing food 
service establishments to 
reduce artificial trans fat in 
oils, shortening and margarine 
used for frying and baking. 

Commisso said that phasing 
out trans fat, from a health 
standpoint, could lead to early 
prevention of heart attacks, 
stroke and diabetes. 

"That's the reason, I 
believe, we have to be health 
conscious, more than we 
are," said Commisso. "I feel 
very, very strongly about 
eliminating trans fat in 
foods." 

Rick Sampson, president of 
the New York State Restaurant 
Association, said that the 
timetables and expectations 
of legislation like this create 
unreasonable standards. 

"We're not married to 
trans fat, but give us time 
to find good alternative 
substitutes," said Sampson, 
who added that trans fat 
replacements like corn, 
canol a and soy may not be 
readily available for use in 
the restaurant business. "I 
don't know if these vendors 
can fill the need for all the 
restaurants right now." 

Sampson called the 
legislation intrusive and said 
it opens up the restaurant 
industry to increased 
government interference. 

"The other thing that really 
concerns us is: trans fat today, 
tomorrow is sodium -- what's 
next?" said Sampson. "You've 
got government that wants 
to take care of us from the 
cradle to the grave, without 
any ideas with what goes on 
with these things. They don't 
care." 

"We don't want to barge into 
the kitchens of restaurants 
and other food preparers," 
said Commisso. "We're simply 
saying that we know artificial 
trans fat clogs arteries, 
and let's do what we can to 
serve healthy meals to our 
residents." 

According to the Food 
and Drug Administration, 
trans fat is made when 
manufacturers add hydrogen 
to vegetable oil -- a process 
called hydrogenation. 
Hydrogenation increases the 
shelf life and flavor stability of 
foods containing these fats.

in vegetable shortenings, 
some margarines, crackers, 
cookies, snack foods and 
other foods made with or fried 

in partially hydrogenated oils. 
They are found in processed 
foods like cookies, crackers, 
pizza dough and in pre-made 
blends like pancake and hot 
chocolate mixes. 

If the resolution is passed 
by the legislature, Commisso. 
said it would be in the 
hands of James Crucetti, 
Commissioner of the Albany 
County Health Department, 
to develop a practical plan to 
amend the c.ounty's sanitary 
code, phasing out the trans 
fat. 

Last December, the New 
York City Board of Health 
approved regulations 
restricting artificial trans fat 
in food served by restaurants. 
Restaurants must be in 
compliance by July 2008. 

In the past few years, more 

food labels have been telling 
consumers about trans fat 
content. Commisso said that 
when people go out to eat, 
they are not as aware of what 
their food contains as when 
they cook at home. 

"(Restaurants) may have 
50,60 items on the menu. Can 
you tell me what's in those 
foods?" said Commisso. 

Sampson said this 
legislation is attempting to 
solve the problem by unfairly 
attacking the restaurant 
industry without enough 
focus on the responsibility of 

. the individual. 
"The sur'e cure for a 

headache is decapitation," 
said Sampson, "but I don't 
recommend it."

f it's May, it's time for 
the Greek Festival 
at St. Sophia's Greek 

Orthodox Church in Albany. 
But be prepared: in addition 

to souvlaki and baklava, The 
Greek Warriors will be adding 
a live taste of ancient Greek 
warfare to the festival. Expect 
at least four members of the 
historical re-enactment group 
to be showing off their hand­
made arms and armor, and a 
few battle stances, between 
Friday and Sunday, May 18 to 
20. 

The Greek Warriors grew 
out of Staten Island native 
George Mercinek's collection 
of ancient Greek art and 
architecture. After crafting his 
own helmets - complete with 
horsehair helmet crest - and 
shields, he looked 'for a way to 
put them to use. 

"I wanted to do something 
with this, and I got my brother· 
enlisted," Mercinek said. 'The 
best medium for this was 
Greek festivals." 
Peter Giakoumis joined 
up with the Mercinek 
brothers to form the band of 
warriors. They're now at 22 
members, and were one of the 
favorites at the April Greek 
Independence Day par"de in 
New York City. 

"Some of our church 
members saw them there 
and said they 
were amazing," 
said Maria 
Neal, publicity 
spokeswoman of 
the St. Sophia's 
festival. 

Both Mercinek 
and Neal agreed 
that the movie 
"300," about the 
Spartans' stand 
against the Persians 
at the Battle of 
Thermopylae in 480 
BC has made Greek 
warriors -, and all 
things Greek - more popular. 

Not that St. Sophia's festival 
needed much of a push in the 
popularity department. Now in 
its 37'" year, more than 25,000 
visitors attend the festival 
each year. 
"This is a unique festival," 
Neal said. "It's like a big 
party. Our chairman, George 
Sokaris, is always looking for 
new things."

Bethlehem in familiar role 

Eagles need 
one league victory 
in last two games

For the third time in the 
last four years, the Bethlehem 
baseball team's playoff hopes 
hinged on what it did in the final 
week of the regular season. 

The Eagles (8-8 overall) entered 
Monday's game against Ballston 
Spa with a 6-6 Suburban Council 
record. A win against either the 
Scotties Monday or Averill Park 
Tuesday would assure Bethlehem

Lady Dutch end Eagles' run 
Guilderland defeats 
Bethlehem to seal 

league title

The Guilderland girls lacrosse 
team wasn't about to let the 
opportunity to win a Suburban 
Council title slip away. 

The Lady Dutch controlled 
play from the opening draw and 
pulled away to an 11·6 victory over 
Bethlehem last Friday to clinch 

the program's first league title 
and the No.1 seed for the Section 
II, Class A playoffs. 

"We've been knocking on the 
door (the last two seasons), and 
we finally went through," said 
Guilderland coach Gary Chatnik. 
"We're growing up." 

"It feels awesome," said Nikki 
Branchini, one of four seniors 
on Guilderland's roster. "Just 
the team effort we put forth was 
incredible." ~ 

Guilderland's effort had to 
be incredible. Bethlehem (10·3 
league, 10·4 overall) - which 

has won the last eight Sectional 
championships - was coming 
off close victories over Shaker 
and Niskayuna that kept the Lady 
Eagles within a game of the Lady 
Dutch. Moreover, a win would 
have given Bethlehem a sweep of 
its regular·season series against 
Guilderland and a tiebreaker for 
the league title. 

However, it was clear from 
the opening draw that the Lady 
Dutch (13·1, 15-2) would set the 
tone in this game. Guilderland 
consistently won battles for 
draws and ground balls. and it 
maintained possession nearly 

twice as long as Bethlehem. 
"Bethlehem was just as­

aggressive as we were," said 
Chatnik. "It's a credit to our team 
that we kept battling and answered 
whenever they scored."

Wang and Mussina tweaked leg 
muscles and headed directly to 
the disabled list. Crosby broke 
his foot and kept playing because 
the Pens were in the Stanley 
Cup playoffs for the first time in 
several years. If that happened 

in October, you can bet Crosby 
would be sitting in the stands, 
while Wang and Mussina would 
be in the rotation. 

(Side note: Crosby has nothing 
on Bobby Baun. In the 1964 
Stamey Cup finals against Detroit, 
the Toronto defenseman suffered 
a broken ankle blocking a Gordie 
Howe shot, but he came back 
later in that game to score the 
game·winning goal in overtime 
and then played game 7 to help 
the Maple Leafs win the series.)

't is expensive to have children 
or adults in inpatient settings; 
and philosophically, because 
people feel they shouldn't be 
treating these kids differently," 
Nickerson said. 

Nickerson said school psy­
chologists spend most of their 
time evaluating and identifying 
students for special education 
and don't have a lot of time to 
take care of the 100 to 150 stu­
dents suffering from depres­
sion, anxiety or attention-deficit 
disorders. 

Having a child in school 
with an undiagnosed or misdi­
agnosed mental disorder can· 
be detrimental to the child and 
to the school. Left untreated, a 
student with a mental disorder 
could have a difficult time learn­
ing, may become violent, and 
may be more likely to use drugs 
and develop poor relationships, 
Nickerson said. 

According to Nickerson, 
schools are held more account­
able for safety under the No 
Child Left Behind Act, which re­
quires districts to report any vio­
lent incident to the state Depart­
ment of Education. If a district 
has too many incidents, it may 
be designated as "persistently 
dangerous," and parents would 
have the choice to send their 
child to another school. 

Also, in extreme cases, law­
suits have been brought against 
school districts for not taking 
care of a child with a mental dis­
order after that child committed 
suicide. 

Nickerson'said the onset of 
a mental disorder can happen 
at any age. Some, such as atten­
tion deficit hyperactivity disor­
der and autism can be detected 
during preschool years, while 
others, such as anxiety and de­
pression, can spring up during 
middle school. Severe disorders 
like schizophrenia don't usually 
develop until adulthood. 

With limited resources, 
school districts refer students to 
other facilities. Nickerson said 
the likelihood of a child seeing 
an outside therapist is not great. 

"People advocate for chil­
dren's mental health services 
in school because a\1 kids go to 
school," she said. 

Vice president for children's 
mental health services for 
Northeast Parent and Child So­
ciety Joseph Gallagher is one 
outside community resource. 
He agrees that students should 
be getting mental health care in 
schools. 

"The easier the access to 
care, the more effective ifs go­
ing to be," he said. 

Gallagher said schools need 
• 

enters schools as we\1 as living 
rooms, some health-care profes­
sionals are agreeing. 

"I believe medication should 
be the al;>solute last thing any 
physician tries," said Saratoga 
Springs-based social· worker 
Donna Bird, who uses holistic 
approaches to behavioral issues 
in adults and children. "Many of 
my clients struggle with anxiety, 
high stress, trauma, depression: 
eating disorders, life transitions, 
career and health challenges and 
performance issues.''' 

Bird holds a master's degree 
in clinical social work and also 

to take a larger role in caring for 
children's mental health. 

"Schools are not approach­
ing this issue in a proactive way. 
Nothing against the school dis­
tricts, they are doing a wonder­
ful job; however, in most cases 
there are a limited number of 
social workers and they have 
large caseloads," he said. 

In the field of mental health, 
experts agree that early detec­
tion is important. According 
to the state Office of Mental 
Health, early detection is more 
likely to provide a positive effect 
on a child's emotional growth, 
social relationships, inte\1ectual 
development and overall we\1be­
ing. 

The state Office of Mental 
Health is launching a program 
ca\1ed Child and Family Clinic 
Plus. The program is committed 
to catching early signs of men­
tal disorders through periodic 
screenings of a child's mental 
health. 

"Rather than inadvertently 
waiting until kids got seriously 
disabling conditions, we try to 
help those kids and their family 
much earlier," said David Wood­
lock, deputy commissioner for 
children and family services at 
the Office of Mental Health. 

As an example of how the pro­
gram works: A 14-year-old girl 
who is suffering from depression 
is also doing poorly in school. 
Her parents are constantly ye\1-
ing at her because she is failing, 
which causes conflicts within 
her family. A11 of these factors 
are piling up on her at a time 
when she is changing and try­
ing to define herself. The Child 
and Family Clinic Plus program 
would catch her depression and 
treat it before it caused conflicts 
in her family or other issues. 

According to Woodlock, emo­
tional disturbance produces 
the highest dropout rate of any 
other disability, and only 30 per­
cent of children over 14 with an 
emotional disturbance graduate 
from school with a regular di­
ploma. 

"We clearly have to do bet­
ter at this," Woodlock said. "If 
we don't begin helping kids and 
families before multiplier events 
happen, we'\1 always be swim­
ming upstream." 

About $33 million is bud­
geted for this Child and Family 
Clinic Plus, which is part of a 
larger initiative called Achiev­
ing the Promise, which has a 
$62 million budget. Woodlock 
said the program is the largest 
single-year investment in mental 
health in the state's history. 

The program gives money 
and resources to different non­
mental health agencies, such as 
foster homes, to screen children 
for mental disturbances only 
with .parental consent If some-

has national certifications in eye 
movement desensitization & re­
processing (EMD R); Ericksoni­
an hypnosis; interactive imagery, 
Wave Work II; HypnoBirthing; 
thought field therapy; and we\1-
ness coaching, She has been a 
student of meditation since 1984 
and began teaching stress reduc­
tion and meditation in 1990. She 
uses meditation, hypnotherapy, 
music therapy and relaxation 
techniques to make patients 
aware of the underlying causes of 
their behavioral ailments. 

"This awareness subsequently 
assists them iIi understanding the 

thing is found during screening, 
the program provides resources 
for treatment. 

Additiona\1y the program pro­
vides resources for counselors 
to work with families. 

"One of the critiques that we 
heard from families across the 
state is too often, even when a 
child gets care, what is talked 
about in the office doesn't make 
itself to the dinner table," Wood­
lock said. 

The program doesn't specifi­
cally give money to schools, but 
Woodlock said licensed mental 
health providers are encouraged 
to do screening in places, such 
as schools, where children al­
ready are. 

Besides going to where the 
kids are, Woodlock said he wants 
this program to put an equal val­
ue on screening for emotional 
we\1being with screening for 
things like vision and hearing in 
order to do away with the public 
stigma surrounding mental ill­
ness. 

"I really do think this is one of, 
if not the most significant reform 
effort in children's mental health 
reform going on throughout the 
country," Woodlock said. 

origin and nature of their blocks," 
she said. "These techniques help 
people integrate past negative 
experiences and reduce anxiety, 
which is the underlying cause of 
most of our behavioral ailments." 

State Education Commission­
er Richard Mills said at a recent 
celebration of National Children's 
Mental Health Awareness Day, 
"We must remove barriers to 
learning. We must put the right 
systems in place to identify and 
treat children with mental health 
issues. Even a few students with 
untreated problems can take a 
whole school off its educational 
mission. Working together, edu­
cators and mental health profes­
sionals can build the systems that 
will ensure children get the help 
they need to succeed." 

But some child psychiatrists 
say mental disorders have be­
come all-purpose labels for reclu­
sive or aggressive behavior - or 
any behavior that is deemed ab­
normal. 

'These behaviors are abso­
lutely being overdiagnosed in 
children," said Dr. Gabrie\1e Carl­
son, professor of psychiatry and 
pediatrics at Stony Brook Univer­
sity School of Medicine on Long 
Island. "And the major downside 
is that people then think they 
have a solution and are not ame­
nable to listening to alternatives, 
which may not include drugs." 

Carlson said the rising rates 
of diagnosis and medication use 
strike some patient advocates 
as a dangerous fad that exposes 
ever-younger children to power­
ful drugs. Antipsychotics like 
Seroquel or Risperdal, which 
are commonly prescribed for bi­
polar disorder, can cause weight 
gain and changes in blood sugar 
- risk factors for diabetes. 

Bird said schools are the worst 
offenders of what she calls the 

"instant gratification" model of 
dealing with issues such as at­
tention deficit and hyperactivity 
disorder, depression, aggression 
and just plain stress. 

"I think schools are very eager 
to put kids on medication," she 
said, adding that some schools 
will stipulate parents of "trou­
bled" kids agree to a regimen of 
medication in order for their kids 
to stay in school. She said this 
makes some of her younger pa­
tients - Bird said about one out 
of eight is in school - "school 
phobic." 

'There is so much pressure 
'on our kids already - in school 
and out - add the fear of being 
medicated to that and it can over­
whelm a child," she said. 

Bird said when she encoun­
ters parents of children who have 
been put on medication for the 
school year, she advises them to 
take the child off the drugs for 
the summer. 

When asked if she thought 
that was dangerous advice to 
give, she replied, "No more dan­
gerous than putting them on the 
drugs in the first place. You've 
got to bear in mind, there is very 
little research as to what those 
medications can do, long-term, to 
a child's brain." 

Bird said she recognizes that 
in some cases - chronic depres­
sion, for example - medication 
should be an option, but only as a 
short-term solution. 

She said that her programs 
of self-evaluation, meditation 
and other holistic therapies can 
still help those diagnosed with 
a chronic illness, and that these 
approaches should be exhausted 
before a long-term regimen of 
medication is accepted. 

"Patients should try natural 
resources before what I believe 
should be a last resort," she said.
