Town schedules public
hearing on $37.6 M plan

A public hearing on the tenta-
tive 2008 Bethlehem budget is
scheduled for Wednesday, Oct.
24, at 6:15 p.m. in town hall. The
$37.6 million plan increases taxes
2.5 percent while increasing ex-
penditures by $1.38 million. The
proposed budget also calls for

across-the-board  costofliving
salary increases for all 249 town
emplovees.

Salary and fringe benefits

make up the largest portion of
the town budget, representing
54 percent of the overall expendi-
tures. The 2007 Bethlehem fiscal
plan appropriated almost $19.6
million for salaries and benefits.
The proposed 2008 town budget
calls for about $20.46 million in
salary and benefits, an increase
of $869,000. .

Town Comptroller Judith
Kehoe said that although cost-
ofliving adjustment increases
amount to 3 percent across-the-
board, fringe benefits increase
that figure to 4.4 percent. Con-

" tract negotiations are currently

taking place with the employees

- of Bethlehem’s Police Depart

ment and telecommunications
department. Although 3 percent
has been budgeted, the salary
increase for the police and 9-1-1
employees could be larger.

. “Itwould have been an unprec-
edented occurrence not to give
employees cost-ofliving adjust-
ments,” said town board member
Kyle Kotary, who believes the
budget should not be balanced
on the backs of employees.

“They too are residents with
families, and their costs are go-
ing up as well,” Kotary added.

Kathleen Newkirk has béen an

employee with the town of Bethlehem

for 30 years, starting first in
the board of appeals office as
a part-time clerk and working-
her way up to deputy town
clerk in 1985 and then town
clerk in 1992, Newkirk, who is
running for re-election as the
Republican and Conservative
candidate for a fifth term in
office, said she believes the
role of town clerk is to “serve
the people.”

Keeping the minutes and records of
town board meetings is another duty of
the clerk’s office. There are currently
two deputy clerks who work in the
office and also interact with other town
departments.

“We have been able to maintain the
same staff due to computerization of the
office,” said Newkirk.

Newkirk said she enjoys her job and
would like to continue working as town
clerk.

“I like my job, I love the people, and
I provide services that are appreciated,”
Newkirk said.

Challenger wants more

user-friendly office

Foley believes accessibility is key
- to customer service

Town clerk challenger Denis Foley
said he can offer a more customer
friendly office if elected to the position in
November.

Foley, the Democratic and
Independence candidate, is
running against Republican
and Conservative incumbent
Kathy Newkirk, Foley is a 25
year veteran of Albany County
Stop DWI program, serving
as its administrator. His civic
and public sector background
includes serving as museum
curator and adjunct professor,
along with being a founding
member of the Bethlehem
Community Partnership.
With other credits, including
being a published author, Foley said it
is time for him to offer his skills to the
residents in Bethlehem as town clerk.

“I have a strong administrative
background, and I believe the office of
Bethlehem Town Clerk can be run better,”
said Foley.

Foley said the clerk’s office should
be more user-friendly, by establishing
evening and weekend hours of operation
and offering quicker access to public
records for people who put in requests.

“] have asked for information and
can only get it by filing a Freedom of
Information request,” said Foley. “The
office has to be more customer friendly;
it’s the basic idea of what a government
should be,” he added.

Foley said archived records from the
clerk’s office are currently stored in the
basement of town hall, and he feels they
should be removed from that location,
He points to documents stored in vaults
that are not categorized and workers who
sometimes can’t find the keys to open
the vauits.

“Qur historical integrity is preserved
through our documents,” Foley said. “Is
the basement justifiable for archives?” -

Another area Foley would
like to address if elected is the
clerk’s office itself, which he
feels should be more welcoming
to residents when they step
inside.

“Traditionally it has been a
very closed office, and I would
like to totally open it up,” said
Foley. )

As the county STOP-DWI
administrator, Foley called upon
senior volunteers and college
interns to assist office staff in
the day-to-day operations of the
department. If elected town clerk, Foley
said, he would offer that same guidance.

“I feel I can do a better job and respond
quicker within 48 hours,” Foley said.

Foley has been a resident of Bethlehem
the past 17 years. His wife, Sandra, is a
special education teacher and his daughter
is a Bethlehem Central High School student.
He realizes the race is an uphill fight, since
Democrats have not served in the clerk’s
office for 100 years. But Foley points to the
last election in Bethlehem, when 850 voters
did not vote for that office.

“The substantial issue in this campmgn
is of style and substance,” Foley said.

The town clerl’s salary in the new year
is proposed at $66,000.

Corsi said the
town board has been very
supportive of the needs of the
police department by maintaining
current staffing levels.

“They need to be recognized
for maintaining the strength of
the police department,” Corsi
said.

Young will replace Sgt. Jim
Haker who retired in July.
Young was an officer in the
Troy police department for
more than seven years. Prior
to his duties in Troy, he was
a member of the Hoosick
Falls police force.

The Vly Creek reservoir in
New Scotland is Bethlehem's
main source for community
water with a maximum of 3
million gallons daily that the
town can use from that supply
alone. Other sources for town
water include two wells for
groundwater, the Clapper Road
water plant in South Bethlehem,
and two water connections
from the city of Albany. Cansler
said the town has more than
enough water to meet the needs
of the residents and any new
development that occurs in the
future.

“We are pretty well off
in the town of Bethlehem if
you compare us with the rest
of the United States,” said
Cansler.

Cansler believes if any one
of the town’s current water
supplies run short, that
additional water can be obtained
from either Guilderland or
‘Albany. The bigger concern for
town officials and residents,
according to Cansler, is the aging
infrastructure of the current
water lines.

“We do have some issues we

are going to look at in the next
year,” he said.

- The ultimate financial responsibility is with the indi-
vidual, of course, but we’d rather see government helping
us curb the credit card habit rather than promoting it.

- While most people use credit cards wisely, it can be a
slippery slope. Taxes can’t be put off, and we don’t want
to be in the position of still paying last year’s taxes when

this year’s bill comes due. A home is the most significant

investient most of us make, and it quickly moves from

being a financial purchase to an emotional attachment.

But is this wise? Assessments go up; schools need to

Most of us recall a parent or grandparent who saved up
enough cash to make big purchases. Remember layaway,
when you chose school clothes in July, made payments
on them through the surnmer and picked them up before
school started? Delayed gratification is perhaps a quality
we should be bringing back in our have-it-all-right-now
world. .

So rather than add to our credit card burden by paying
taxes with pieces of plastic, think about putting something
away so that taxes don’t become more of a burden than
they already are.. : :

Neighbors and friends of the
Carey family, all of us really,
breathed a collective sigh of relief
last week after the first and most
painful part of the case involving
the tragic death of their son came
to an end.

. This case, which shou]d never
have had less than two defendants,
proceeded with only one, that being
Edwin Tirado. His co-worker and
former co-defendant Nadeem Mall
‘was offered and accepted a plea
deal in exchange for his testimony
against Tirado. Mall has begun
serving a six-month sentence as
a result of that plea bargain and
guilty plea to criminally negligent
homicide. Tirado faces up to 15
vears in prison for the two crimes
he was convicted of, the same

criminally negligent homicide
charge as well as the charge of
manslaughter.

“We the people” have come
to a silent agreement of sorts
regarding the need for plea-
bargaining to convict criminals in
certain cases. It rarely even gets
discussed anymore.

Mr. Tirado was offered a plea
bargain of four to 12 years and
rejected it. At the time he stated
through his lawyer he had every
intention of taking the stand in
his own defense, and did.

Should Mr. Mall have been
allowed to accept a six-month
plea bargain?

More important, should he
have ever been offered such an
insultingly small amount of time

in jail at all?

Why did the same District
Attorney's office that did such
a stellar, exemplary job in the
Christopher Porco case need to
offer a plea deal when they had
signed statements from both Mr.
Tirado and Mr. Mall?

These two men and their
combined, repulsive negligence

resulted in Jonathan Carey’s
death.

The notion that Mr. Mall could
be that much less culpable for
his role should be upsetting to
all citizens of Albany County,
not just us, the fellow Délmar
residents and neighbors of the
Carey family.

Those big orange globes
are on everyone’s mind. At
Indian Ladder Farms people
can pick their own pumpkins
and with the recent cold snap
they are in the fields loading
up on pumpkins of all sizes.
Mary of these pumpkins will
be carved for jack o'lanterns.
Other’s will be left whole to
deccrate porches with bales of
hay and cornstalks. At Indian
Ladder Farms we have many
pumpkin options. Along with the
traditional big, orange pumpkin
we have ghostly white pumpkins

called Lumina, These look great

carved with a candle flickering
inside., We also have a vellow
and white striped pumpkin and
large peach colored pumpkin.
We have the green and white
striped La Estrella, also known
as the Caribbean Pumpkin, the
fleshrtoned Long Island Cheese
Pumpkin and the deep-orange
Cinderella Pumpkin. On the
smaller side we have small,
round, orange Kiddie Pumpkins,
Jack Be Little pumpkins, which
are small and ribbed, and Baby
Boo, which are essentially white
Jack Be Little’s. And last but

not least we have the cooking
purmnpkin, Sugar Pie.

All pumpkins are actually
squash'and members of the

" Cucurbita family which includes

cucumbers, melons and most
gourds. Squash originated
in Central America. Ancient
seeds have been found in
Mexico dating back to 5500
BC. The word pumpkin derives

from the ancient Greek word .

“pepon” which meant “sun-
ripened melon.” Pumpkins
are incredibly nutritious.
Darkx orange pumpkins are
an excellent source of beta
carotene. In addition pumpkins
are Inaded with vitamins A, C, K
and E. They are also contain rich
minerals including magnesium,
potassium and iron,

When cooking with fresh
pumpkin avoid the large
pumpkins bred selectively for
decorative purposes, These tend
to have light colored flesh, thick
shells and little pulp. Head for
the cooking pumpkins including
varieties such as Sugar Pie and
Dickinson. Many winter squash,
such as the Cinderella Pumpkin,
and the Long Island Cheese
PumboXkin are also excellent for
baking. ‘

There are many options for
preparing a fresh pumpkin for
cooking. To bake the pumpkin
cutitin half, scoop out the seeds

potlight

-and sautés It can also be pureed

and place it cut side down in
half an inch of water or lightly
oiled baking pan. Bake it at 400
degrees Funtil soft. Pumpkin can
also be steamed, boiled or even
cooked in the microwave. To
roast pumpkin cut it in chunks,
toss the chunks in olive oil and
seasoning and roast it in the oven
at 400 degrees F until it starts
to turn brown. Put chunks of
pumpkin in soups, risotto, ragout

and used in for pumpkin pie,
bread muffins and othar baked
goods as well as for pumpkin
bisque and sauces. If you use
fresh pumpkin puree for pie be
sure to let it drain overnight so
that the pie filling is not watery.
To put something diffzrent on
the table cut small zooking
pumpkins in half and stuff them.
Good stuffing seasonings include -
cardamom, cinnamon, allspice,
nutmeg, ginger, honey, maple
syrup, brown sugar, toasted
nuts, apple, onion and parmesan
cheese. Baked stuffed pumpkin,
stuffed side up.

Being a caregiver, whether it be
for the community or for aloved one,
can be a rewarding and emotionally
trying experience. Often, if you are
taking care of another person, you
do not have time to take care of
yourself. :

Community Caregivers of
Altamont has found yet another
innovative approach to emotional
healing.

+ “Many tirries our caregivers are so
busy taking care of others that they
find it difficult to find time to deal
with what they are feeling. Writing
is a form of stress relief that deals
with emotions. Many times it is not

possible for a caregiver to talk to a
friend privately about how they are
coping,” said Cameron.

Camerontaughtherlastworkshop
over the summer and said she can
hardly wait to hold the next session
on Wednesday, Oct. 24. She said
what she learned at the last session
is just how amazing the stories are
of the caregivers who are a mix of
volunteers and people caring for
farnily and friends.

“Hearing the stories of people
who live with the evervday ups and
downs of caring for someone is a
heartwarming experience,” said
Cameron. '

Cameron said Caregivers felt it
needed away to ensure its volunteers,
who give so much, find a way to
manage their emotions. Cameron
said her love of writing brought her
the idea of using a journal. She said

the workshops provide people with
the tools and encouragementtoletgo
and write whatever they feel.

“We use simple exercisesto make
everyone feel comnfortable. You do
not even have to feel as though vou
are a good writer; you just need a
pen and a notebook to get started.
I love seeing people break through
the fear of writing-and just let go,”
said Cameron.

Nancy Alexander of Guilderland
said she benefited from attending
thelast session and would encourage
anyone in a caregiving situation fo
venture into writing. :

“It's a great chance to {ry
hands-on writing and to put into
perspective being a caregiver. The
workshops provide direction on
how to approach using a journal
to deal with feelings of hope and
hopelessness, anger; sadness and
fear,” said Alexander.

Alexander said she and the other
who attended immediately felt at

pinpointmy emotions as a caregiver,”
Alexander said. “The best part about
writing is you can let go and share it
with others when youwantto just get
it all out and then tear it up.”

She also said another aspect of
writing is listening, and that hearing
that others feel the same way as
you helps to fight the feelings of
loneliness.

“Knowing that someone feels
the same way as you do, even if it
is a stranger, provides a sense of
comfort,” said Alexander.

data-processing  department.
Town board member Sam Mes-
sina said making budget deci-
sions like that one is often a bal-
ancing act.

“We had to cut that and cut
other requests of a similar na-
ture,” said Messina, who added
that he feels the budget is a
strong one.

“It's a tight budget, but I
think it's going to work out very
well.”

Messina said he agrees that
across-the-board salary increas-
es for town employees was nec-
essary.

“People are our most impor-
tant resource at all levels,” said
Messina. “They are extremely
valuable to the delivery of ser-
vice we have,”

Two new positions in the
tentative budget include a new
senior outreach worker and

a coordinator for storm water
management.

The Bethlehem town budget
represents only 12 percent of a
property taxpayer's overall tax
obligation, according to town
officials. School and library
taxes make up 70 percent of the
obligation, with county taxes
amounting to 13 percent.

“I feel good about the bud-
get,” Kotary said. “We made
difficult choices.” “It's never
perfect.”

“I think the jury came to the
rightdecision,” said David Rossi,
assistant Albany County District
Attorney, who handled the case
for the prosecution.

The Careys, who were in the
courtroom throughout the trial,
said the jury made the right de-
cision.

“Lisa and I are relieved jus-
tice has been served,” said Mi-
chael Carey. “Does it bring heal-
ing? No. ... The pain doesn’t go
away.”

Mall pleaded guilty to a
lesser charge and is serving a
six-month sentence in Albany
County jail. Tirado’s case how-
ever went to trial earlier this
month, and on Wednesday, OCt.
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10, the jury came back with a
guilty verdict.

Brian Donahue, Tirado’s
lawyer, said he was disappointed
with the verdict and that Tirado’s
family believes he is innocent.

The Albany County District
Attorney’s Office cast a different
light on Jonathan's death.

Jurors were told how Tirado
and Mall drove around the Capi-
tal District for 90 minutes with
Carey and another child in an
0.D. Heck van, making various
personal stops, including one at
Crossgates Mall. Rossi said the
prosecution focused on the fact
that Tirado was trained to deal
with Jonathan’s behavior issues
but was reckless in how he han-
dled the boy.

“He clearly had knowledge
that what he (Tirado) was doing
was risky,” said Rossi.

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Vigil offers comfort in the wake of suicide

Group aims to support
grieving families and reach
out to those with suicidal
thoughts

It's estimated that at
least six people are directly
impacted by the suicide of
ONe person.

By that math, in the Capital
District alone, 540 people have
lost a friend or loved one to
suicide within the past year.
Statewide, more than 7,000
people ayear have lost someone
to suicide, according to Family
and Children Services of the
Capital Region, ,

On Sunday, Oct. 14,
Samaritans Suicide Prevention

Center operated by Family
and Children Services and the
state Office of Mental Health,
held a hope vigil for those
statewide who have heen
affected by suicide.

. The organization aims to
provide support to those
who have lost someone to
suicide. They are referred to
as survivors.

The intent is to provide
a place for people, who have
lost someone to suicide, to
come togetlier and gain some
sense of comfort together,
said Jill Ordofez, program
director of Samaritans Suicide
Prevention Center.

Attendance at the vigil is
typically sporadic, she. said.
People come who have lost
someone in 1985; some have

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lost someone to suicide as
little as two weeks before,
The vigil includes audio
and visual presentations and
speakers, including bereaved
parents and social workers.
Each year, it concludes with’
a presentation of the names
of those who have committed
suicide within the past year.

Some people find comfort
in hearing others’ stories,
said Ordofiez. Others do
not, and don’t attend. Her
organization attempts to deal
with those people through
an outreach program. The
grief process is different for
everyone, she said.

Some families are torn with
questions of what they could
have changed, was it them, or
how could someone do that

to themselves? How could
someone do that to them?

“When folks get so worn
down by depression, they
reach a point that it (suicide)
makes sense. People can ask
how they can do that. They
do it because it’s a whole
‘nother point of thinking,” said
Garv E. Nelson, author of “A
Relentless Hope: Surviving the
Storm of Teen Depression.”

Nelson is a pastor and

counselor in West Virginia.

He wrote the story of his son,

who suffered from depression
and began showing all the

Both Nelson and Ordofiez
agree that family and friends
of people who have committed
suicide need compassion and
understanding. A loved one’s
suicide can give rise to cycles
of depression. For survivors
to have a forum like the vigil
is important to help them
resolve their feelings and
help them understand that it
wasn’t about them but about
an illness —— depression.

While Nelson’s book
deals specifically with feen
depression and suicide,
which, according to most
recent figures, increased in
recent years by 18 percent
in people under 20 years old,
local numbers tell a different
story.

In the Capital District, of
the 90 who commit suicide
annually, only 13 are under
the age of 20, said Ordofiez.

back, Stembrenner sa1d he should
go. No caveats for making the
playoffs for a 12 consecutive
season or winning four World
Series during a five-year span. If
the Yanks don'’t come back, Torre
should just keep walking out of
the stadium and into baseball
oblivion.

Ironically, that interview may
have been the final straw for
Hank and Hal. They were already
dealing with the fact that their
father’s health was starting to
decline. Now, they had to deal
with a potential public relations
fiasco if he went through with
firing Torre — not to mention the
possible player fallout if Rivera
and Pettitte went through with
their threats to leave the Bronx
in response.

So Hank and Hal are taking

the only logical step they can
take. They're telling their father
that it would be best for everyone
involved.if he’d just stay in Tampa
and let them run the team. He'd
still have a say because he’s still
the majority owner. He just won't

- have the final say.

P

‘But-how will Steinbrenner’s
sons run the Yankees? Will they
be like their father and insist on
buying the best team they can, or
will they take general manager
Brian Cashman’s approach and
try building through their farm
system. It seems to me that the
latter approach is what saved the
Yankees this year. Imagine if Phil
Hughes, Ian Kennedy and Joba
Chamberlain had béen left in the
minors this year. The Yankees
probably wouldn’t have made the
playoffs — not with Torre likely
having to rely on Clemens, Mike
Mussina and Kyle Farnsworth.
If they give Cashman a chance
to continue rebuilding the farm
system, the Steinbrenner sons
could reap some nice benefits
down the road.

The four teams left in the
baseball playoffs are a prime
example. Arizona, Colorado and
Cleveland all built their rosters
through their farm systems, while
Boston has quietly introduced
such budding superstars as Jacoby
Ellsbury and Dustin Pedroia into
their lineup. They’re all teams that
are built to be successful over the
long haul.

They have
a good core of young pitchers
who - if they stay together — will
give them a fighting chance to
win for years to come. But at

. some point, they’re going to need

replacements for guys like Jorge
Posada, Hideki Matsui and Bobby
Abreu. And heaven help them if
A-Rod opts out of his contract and -
finds another team willing to pay
him $300 million for the next 10
vears ...

Wait a second. I've fallen into
the Steinbrenners’ trap. I've spent
nearly this entire column talking
about a team that’s no longer in

the playoffs instead of talking

about how Colorado has won 20
out of its last 21 games or how
the Indians could lift Cleveland’s
spirits by winning the World
Series. Heck, I could have even
talked about the possibility of the
Boston Red Sox becoming the
new American League dynasty.
