A portion of the land would be
sold to the Open Space Institute
for $60,000, according to Terresa
Bakner, who represented Richards
at the meeting. If added to the
preserve, that land would provide
Five Rivers access from within
the town of Bethlehem. Currently,

" the preserve can only be reached

through New Scotland.

“It’'s taken us a while to get here
... and there are no subdivisions that
we are aware of onthé history of this
property,” Bakner told the board in
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April “The land could have been
divided into dozens of lots if they
wanted to develop it. ... While the
wetlands on the site are in several~
locations, it in no way inthibits the
development.”

The development plans call
for transferring 24.63 acres from.
Richards’ property to the Open
Space Institute and eventually to
the Delmar Wildlife Conservation,
which is owned by the state.

Planning Board Chairman
Parker Mathusa asked for a 20-
foot easement on both sides of a
potential access point near one of
the proposed lots.

“I want 20 feet on both sides;
that's 40 feet” Mathusa told Bakner,
“Tdon’t mean to be heavy on this, but
I want to be sure.”

Mathusa said at the Tuesday,
Sept. 16, planning board meeting
that there was some confusion
over the donated land and he was
looking for adequate access to the
property

“1, maybe erroneously, believed
we had another access ... because
it's important to get to that park,”
Mathusa said at that meeting, calling
the property “landlocked.”

At the Oct. 7 planning board
meeting, the topic once again
came up. The stalemate has
caused frustrations for all parties -
involved, including town planners
and Richards, who now lives in
California, to the point where one
neighbor offered to buy a piece of
the land from Richards and deed it
over to the town.

Bakner said in September that it
was an “oddly shaped parcel” and
that she was unsure if they could
give the full 20400t easement with
the current plans.

“If we gave you 20 feet back to
here,” she said, pointing at a map
dunng the meeting, “I don't know
what it would give up.”

Bakner reminded the board. of
what the property would be worth
to!a developer and, on behalf of
Richards, expressed frustration over

the delays in approval.

“She’s quite frustrated with the
process here, not with the board,
but with the process,” Bakner said.
“She’s being given $60,000 for 24
acres [the access land in question],
and she could turn around tomorrow
and get$300,000. ...At some point,
you hit a tipping point. I will ask her,

Sphere did not reply to attempts
made by The Spotlight to obtain
copies of those e-mails.

Sphere also stated in
the letter that respecting the
citizens’ desired interpretation
of the comprehensive plan and

- still improving the tax base is a -

complex issue, but some have
approached the subject in an
“unprofessional”. manner.

“Both of these goals are
extremely important, serious and
complex. The ultimate resolution
of these complex issues should
not be influenced, determined
or clouded by unprofessional
conduct, mob-mentality or
intimidating tactics; rather it must
result from a professional, selfless
and fair process that makes all the

. citizens of New Scotland proud,

not just the loudest ones,” the
letter stated.

Kormos' attorney, Peter
Lauricella, said Kormos hasacted
only behalf of the town.

“She wants to gét back to work
on the CZAC process as soon as
possible,” he said.

He said he understands that
there may be some discussion .

Giving its initial presentation
to the town’s Planning Board on
Tuesday, Oct. 7, representatives
said they wanted to expand the
Selkirk warehouse to just over

43,000 square feet. The 10.49-
" acre parcel on Maple Avenue is
slated to contain 41,440 square
feet of warehouse space and 1,084
square feet of office space on site,
according to Michael Morelli,
assistant director of economic
development and planning.

“They’ve been here in town for
over 74 years,” Morelli said. “We
wantto make sure we accommodate
them and help get their expansion
movmg forward.’

" The Selkirk warehouse is the
" company’s headquarters locatzon
accordmg to Morelli. .

Security Supply is a wholesale
distributor of plumbing, heating
and air-conditioning products.

~The company got its start in
1923 when 22-year-old William
" M. Bennett moved from Delmar
to Selkirk and began a plumbing
business. In 1926, Harold L.
Williams came to Selkitk from
Laurens and joined the business,
and Earl D. Vadney joined as thelr
bookkeeper in 1929.

‘Williams and Vadney went on to
found Security Supply Corporation
in 1934 and took root during
the Depresswn with® outlets
opened in Albany in 1934 and in
Schenectady in 1938. According
to the company’s Web site, www.
secsupply.com, all of the supply
locations were closed from 1942-
45 as Bennett served in the Navy,
Vadney in the Army, and Williams
worked for General Electric in
Schenectady as a prime defense
contractor.

The company continued to
grow in the 1950s and '60s,
with Bennett eventually retiring
in 1961 and Williams in 1966.

‘on how to confront potential

unregistered voters terrified me.
We were told to be aggressive

_and going. In the case where.

a citizen indicates no desire to
vote, we were instructed to find
out why and try to convince
them otherwise. Early on, we
were warned that we’d likely get
kicked out of all of the locations
we would canvas. I envisioned a

store clerk calling the police to -

round up my friends and me. .
One dreary Cleveland
morning, we finally set out to
register voters at the entrance
to a welfare office on the West
Side of Cleveland; while riding
back and forth on Cleveland’s

- grandmother, who was the

metro system; and in a suburban '
Cleveland parking lot serving a
Target store. f
Not all people we encountered
were friendly. [ was kicked out of
the welfare office’s parking lot by
a security guard. I was escorted
to the door by a train conductor
and ordered off the train. [ was
ultimately thrown out of the
Target store. Thankfully, my
friends and I were not rounded
up, and we were not arrested.

By the end of the week my feet
hurt and my hands were cut from *
sending out thousands of mailings
from a dusty mailroom. My lips
were chapped from’ soliciting
and registering dozens of voters
in the cold. But I felt good. I had
hetped a lot of people to register
to vote, some of them previously
misinformed about the registration
process which, in Ohio, at least,
can be a bit confusing.

Also noteworthy was the
wonderful family who opened up
home and hearth for my friends
and me. The three of us had been
nervous about where we would ]
be staying. However, our amuety‘
was eased immediately upon
pulling into the driveway. We were
embraced by an allrusting group
of people who showed us where
the house key was, gave us endless
quantities of coffee, cooked for us,
and took us out for some * deliciotis
meals. “ ol

Itwas encouraging to encounter '
so0 many people who were excited |
to vote and also enthusiastic to tatk-
about the issues that concerned

.us. There was a real sense of

camaraderie between me, my
friends, the people we were
worlcmg with, and the famﬂy we
were staying with.

Would I advise others to"go
to Ohio? Yes — Oliio needs all .

‘the help it can getting people

out to vote. While not all of the
work will be thrilling (but some
of it will be), anything you do
is important. You might, for
example, find yourself sending
out 700,000 mailings to diverse
citizens of Qhio, knocking on
doors to see if people are voting,
or making phone calls. Every
effort, large or small, counts. .
In general “despite the apparent
disorganization that sometimes -
resulted from the enormity ofthe
task at hand, I felt that, at least ,
at some level, the experience
in Cleveland\had met all of my
personal expectations. !

Note that you don’t have
to travel to Ohio to actively
participate in the political process
that defines our democracy.
There’s plenty you can do right
here in the Capital District.

carbon footprmt.”

He said the best way to
cut the deficit is to generate
revenue, and alternative
energy is a way to do that.

Breslin said he also supports
net metering, citing it as a win-
win.

“It gets homeowners to
think about solar panels he
said.

He_said he suspects more
manufacturers will produce
solar panels if the government
passes legls]atlon that supports
their use.

Breslin recently was scored
on his environmental record
by EPL and received one of the
highest scores in the Senate,
according to the EPL Web
site.

The EPL advocacy group,
established in 1969, scores

state legislators on how they

vote on sound environmental
regulation.

“Every year, New Yorkers

count on EPL/Environmental -
Advocates’ Voters’ Guide to .

show how their representatives
in the state Capitol voted when
faced with the choice to protect

or pollute our irreplaceable
natural resources,” said Robert
Moore, executive director
of EPL/Environmental
Advocates. .
Breslin scored a.92 this
yéar, according to the EPL/
Environmental. Advocates
scoring report. The Average

score among Senators was.

75 for Repubhcans 85 for
Democrats, '

He said his score reflects
his attitude toward the
environment,

Voelker cited some hurdles
that will need to be overcome
before the reform can reach its
full potential..

majority of homeowners do not
use alternative energy.

He also said there is a lack of
manufacturers for alternative
energy, specifically solar
panels.

Voelker said he wanted

to see some other initiatives -

passed as well. He said funding
government agencies that
support environmentally
friendly initiatives is
important, but the state
needs to take a stand and
understand that changing the
poor environmental practices
will not be easy, :

- He said there should be
mandates that all state-funded
buildings have adequate
recycling programs, and he

said many state buildings -

and state parks do not have

adequate recyc]mg containers
available.

“You'll find them, but you
have to look for them ” he
said.

“The environment is a*
national crisis. People are
going to start to have to make
sacrifices. ... We can make
money recycling. We can make
money on energy.”

He said the process starts
with education. Kids must be
taught in school how to treat
the environment.

Breslin also said there
are several other important
pieces of legislation he would
like to see passed, including
the Bigger, Better, Bottle
Bill; increased funding for
mass transit; tax breaks for
generating clean energy; more

protection of the wetlands

and federal mandates on car
manufactures for higher imiles-
per-gallon of gasoline.

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20/20 lays out vision

Panel eyes town’s growth
through population,
infrastructure
and economic issues

The Bethlehem Town Board
heard the progress of the town's
20/20 Advisory Committee,
which is preparing a report on

“strategic direction” of the town

for the year 2020.

George Leveille, director
of economic development
and planning, .told board
members at a Wednesday,
Oct. 8, meeting at Town Hall
that the committee expects to
put out a townwide survey by
early 2009 and will present its
findings soon after.

The committee of about 30
residents has met eight times
since it was first formed in
January and has formed three
subcommittees dealing with the
survey, communications and
financial bonds.

Leveille said quarterly reports
are released on the committee’s
findings and progress. He told
the board the committee is
looking at the future growth of
the town, including population,
construction, infrastructure,
revenue and economic
oppor tunities.

. “We're going to package
this all together so you, as the
elected body of the town, can help
‘make decisions to ensure we can

achieve our community vision for

2020,” Leveille said.

Leveille said the group has
been meeting and gathering
information but now is ready to
start formulating its findings.

“We’'re really moving
from what I would consider
' dlscovery . and we're now

e

really moving mto the financial
side and quickly moving into
recommendations on where
we go from here,” Leveille
said. “By January we’ll have
draft recommendations that
will be subject to a community
survey.”

. Leveille said he expects
good partlcu)atlon in the town
survey, citing the survey
taken as part of the town’s
comprehensive plan, which
saw a 40 percent response rate
of those canvassed.

. “That is_an extraordinarily
high ... response rate,” Leveille
said of the previous survey
parhcnpatlon

Leveille said the comrmttee
findings and survey would be
presented in public during
smaller meetings to “key
committee organizations”
around the town in a “rotating

town hall type meeting” to have

an open exchange with the
community.

Supervisor Jack Cunningham
said the whole purpose of
Leveille’s public presentation
was to keep residents mformed
of the process.

“We're trying to communicate
a little better with what this
20/20 Committee is about "
Cunningham said.

According to the committee’s
mission statement, “The
establishment of the 20/20
Advisory Committee will provide
the town with a vehicle to involve
key community stakeholders and
to stimulate a communitywide
conversation about the long-
term strategic direction of the
town government.”

The 20/20 Advisory
Committee is’co-chairéd by
former town supervisors Terri

- Egan and Ken Ringler, and its
'scheduled meetings can be found

money,” said O'Neill in a letter
to Golisano.

McEneny’s endorsements

include the New York State

Federation, the CSEA and New

York State United Teachers.

“He said most of his support

comes from building trade unions
and public employment unions.

McEneny said he has some
concerns about potential budget
cuts Gov. David Paterson is
proposing. He said he is concerned
with another potential state budget
cut that could hack an additional $2
billion on top of the $500 million-
already cut this summer.

He said the legislature
unfortunately faces the tough
choices of either cutting services
or raising taxes. McEneny said
the legislature is also considering
leasing roads and bridges to the
private sector, although that plan
has not gained much support.

-Both candidates said there
is an undeniable focus on other
political battles in the state and
country, detracting from their
race,

McEneny said both candjdates
are at a disadvantage, since so
much focus is on the battle for the
majority in the state Senate.

O’Neill added that much of
the Republi¢ans money is going
to the Senate races.

“They're fighting for their
1ives,”. he said.

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-AMD commits to chip fab in Malta

Company to split
. and take in $6 billion
: frgm foreign investors

Microchip manufacturer
Advanced Micro Devices has
officially committed to building its
proposed$4 5hillion manufacturing
plant in Malta, according to an
announcement made Tuesday,
Qct. 7. Tt will be doing so with anew
structure, however.

Along with news of AMD’s
commitment came a plan to split
the company into two divisions,
one dedicated to designing
microchips and the other to-
manufacturing them. The
spinoff company is being called
the Foundry Company. The
decision was called “the biggest
announcement in our history” by
AMD’'s CEQ, Dirk Meyer.

The cost of the facility
increased from $3.2 billion

because its size was scaled up
from the original plans-during
negotiations with the Town of
Malta.

In order to build the new

. Malta plant and upgrade similar

facilities in Dresden, Germany,

* the chipmaker will be relying on

$6 billion from two Abu Dhabi
investors. Foundry will be run
by both AMD and the Abu
Dhabi Advanced Technology-
Investment Company, which will
be supplying most of the cash.

The announcement comes
amid dire financial times for
AMD, which in the past year
has seen several rounds of
layoffs and reports a $5.3 billion
debt. Many speculate the new
business plan comes with the
hopes of catching up to its
competitor, Intel.

AMD is expected to gain
some financial health back'as

‘Foundry assumes $1.2 billion

The Abu Dhabi
investor Mubadala — which
bought 8 percent of AMD last

. November and is owned by the

government of Abu Dhabi — will

increasing its stake in the pre-
split AMD to 19 percent.

The chipmaker will be -

receiving some help from New
York state as well, in the form of
a $1.2 billion incentive package.
AMD’s construction in Malta is
contingent on the transfer of those

funds. The plant is expected to-
* bring 1,465 jobs to the region and

stimulate growth and job creation
in Saratoga County.

Town of Malta Supervisdr
Paul Sausville acknowledged
the investment made at vdrious
levels, including the $67 million
Saratoga County waterline
project, which will sell 3 million
gallons of water a day to the

plant, but said that the hard work
is now paying off. : '

“It's a culmination of effort
from a lot of different people
working at the state, county and
local level,” Sausville said of the
announcement, adding that the
plant represents a step toward
prosperity in the area. “It’s going
to provide great jobs for young
people so they don't have to move
away.”

Elected officials, their
challéngers in upcoming
elections, the Saratoga Chamber

of Commerce and even realtors -
- throughout the area and state
released declarations of support -

for AMD’s decision on Tuesday.

“At a time of general bleak
economic news, this is great
news about the Capital Regicm
and its economic future,”
said Democratic Sen Charles
Schumer.

n May 30, 1889, 4

“This feels like déja vu all
over again,” Soares said. “I

When asked about how
they viewed the office of dis-
trict attorney, Soares said he

had a more philosophical “pro-'

active” approach to curbing
crime while Cusick said he
would strictly prosecute the
“Jaws on the books” instead of
“lobbying the legislature” to
change or create the law.
“He’s running for the wrong
office, just like he ran for the
wrong office in 2004,” Cusick
said of Soares, adding that he
should have ran for governor
or the legislature. “I leave

those things to greater minds -

than my own.”

Cusick said that Clyne had
an 82.9 conviction rate, while
Soares only had a 77.8 percent
conviction rate.

Another difference between
the two came when Cusick an-
nounced he would never use
plea bargaining for violent
crimes involving guns, while
Soares said it was a necessary
tool and that if the county-had
a weak case, it would be bet-
ter to take a criminal off the
streets for a short period of
time rather than none.

The adopted code amendment
for banners reads, “temporary
advertising banners shall be pro-
hibited.”

Assistant director of economic
development and planning, Mi-
chael Morelli, said that temporary
advertising banners ‘are already
illegal under the town code and
that the change is only “clarifying
the language of the code.”

Morelli said sandwich signs,
window signs and signs giving
notice of special events, such as

conventions, will still be. allowed -

under the code, as well as several
other exemptions.
Bethlehem Chamber of Com-

.merce President Marty DelLaney

said the Chamber was working
with the town to educate busi-
ness owners and residents of the
changes.

“We're trying to get the word
to businesses, alongside with’

town government to educate
people how this will affect them,”

DeLaney said, ,“That’s the role of .

the Chamber, to educate people.”

Bethlehem’s © Republican
Chairwoman Melody Burns, who
is also an active businesswoman
the town, said she was aware' of
the updated code. .

“From what 1 understand you
can have a temporary sign, but it
has to be ‘dated,’ meaning it can't
be there forever but for a specific
event,” Burns said. “I understand
it to be like open house, special
event, coming soon, opening
soon, etc.”

She said the updated law
doesn’t look prohibitive, but that
during tough economic times,
the town needs to be as accom-
modating as possible to new busi-
nesses.

“Bethlehem has not been a
hotbed for new business - look
at Delaware Avenue for example.
Big box stores don't have to wor-
ry as much as small businesses
“when it comes to signage. They
can afford to hdve the most bril-
liant, state-oftheart signage,”
Burns said. “Often small busi-
nesses struggle to find a sign
that fits the regulation and also
makes enough of a statement to
get people to want to walk inside.
We_should be doing everything
we can as a town to help the small
business do business in Bethle-
hem.”

There were four zoning chang-
es also adopted by the town, in-
cluding:

Changing North River Road,
between Halter Lane and’ An-
ders Lane, from Heavy Industrial
District to Rural Light Industrial

District; changing the southwest

corner of Bender land and Route
9W from General Commercial
District to Commercial Hamlet
District; changing the lots on the
west side of River Road north
of the intersection with Clapper
Road from Mixed Economic De-
velopment District to Rural Dis-
trict; and changing lots southwest
of the intersection of River Road
and Wemple Road from Mixed
Economic Development District
to Rural'Light Industrial District.

The town also approved some
changes in- the application pro-
cess for amateur radio towers,
which Cunningham described as
“the last line emergency commu-
nication” for the town.

Democratic Councilman Kyle
Kotary said the update is part of
the evolution of the town’s com-
prehensive plan.

“This is part of our ongoing
process of evaluating and as
sessing certain.zoning laws and
procedures that both meet the
specifics and spirit of the town’s
comprehensive plan and are rea-
sonable and feasible in terms of
enforcement,” he said.

The haunted museum at the state

museum is bigger and better than

ever, and The Liberty Ridge corn

maze once again has horrors
lurking in the stalks.

The area apparently is a natural

fit for people who like frights.

Maureen Gebert, who leads some

Tou.rsinSchenectady highlight

ofthe ghost tours in Schenectady’s

Stockade district, said people on
the tour commonly share stories
of houses and buildings in the city
that they’ve heard are haunted.

But it takes more than that
for a location to be included in
the tour.

“We research all our stories,”
she said. “We don’t just take any
story people give us.”

Gebert, for example, spoke to a
man who recently saw a ghost at
the Van Dyck restaurant, she said.
The eatery was réportedly once a

brothel, and one of the employees

hung herself there. Now, she
frequently shows up to haunt the
building, Gebert said.

Gebert is part of the
Schenectady Heritage Area, and
sheis joined in giving the tours by
an array of volunteers, including
several drama students at
Schenectady County Community
College. The guides are free
to wear costumes and to adopt
personalities for the tours - “I
tell them to be themselves and
tell the story they want to tell,”
Gebert said.

The Stockade tours are held
each Friday in October, leaving
every 30 minutes from Clinton's
Ditch, 112 S. College St. The
price is $10 and reservations are
necessary, as groups are capped
at 30 to ensure everyone can
hear. Reservations can be made
by calling Clinton’s Ditch at 346-
8376.

Gebert said that while the
experience is educational,
touching on a lot of the history
of the Stockade, younger children
enjoy it because “there’s enough

The only people who might
want to take a pass on the tour is
those who have trouble walking,
she said, noting that the tour is
about a mile long and includes
hills.

Trimingham, who decided
seven years ago to stage a
haunted museum for kids
taking part in after-school
programs at the museum.

staff also got to enjoy ’
Trimingham’s handiwork,

and the consensus was that

it should be open to the
public.

Now, many of the kids
who Trimingham first sought
to entertain help him put the
haunted museum together,
constructing theme rooms
such as ““The Meat Locker” and
“Die Laughing” from “junk just
laying around” the museum.

“I'll be like, ‘Those trunks!
They look old. Let's include
them,” Trimingham said. “I've
always had a kind of creepy
imagination.”

Using recycled museum
exhibits help make the haunted
museum cost effective,
Trimingham said. Admission is
§7 (except on Halloween, when
sponsor National Grid will pick
up the tab) and helps fund the
museun’s after-school programs.
The haunted museum will open in
exhibition hall, on the museum’s
first floor, for two weekends,
Oct. 18 and 19 and Oct. 25 and
26, from 11 am. to 5 p.m., and on
Halloween mght, Friday, Oct. 31,
from 6 to 10 p.mi.

About 6,000 people passed
through the haunted museurn and
an accompanying pumpkin patch

" geared at younger kids last year,

Trimingham’ said. The ‘crowd
frequently includes families, and

the haunted museum has been
catching on with high school and
college students, too.

“We'reagrowing phenomenon,”
Trimingham said.

Cynthia and Robert Gifford
know a thing or two about growing
a Halloween attraction. About a
decade ago, the owners of Liberty
Ridge Farms in Schagticoke were
looking for ways to make more
revenue on their farm when
they read about corn mazes in a
newspaper’s travel section. Since
the couple was already growing
corn, they decided to take a shot

at hosting a corn maze, pairing

with a company in Utah called
The Maize. The Giffords grow
their corn on a grid, and The
Maize uses a special computer
program to determine how the
Giffords should cut the corn to

-achieve their desired design.

‘The Giffords do their cutting
in June, spending about a week
in the fields with a special mower
and other tools. In August, they
have a helicopter fly over to make

properly - “We haven’'t made a
mistake yet,” Cynthia Gifford said
with a laugh.

But on weekends
in October, it transforms into a
haunted corn maze that Gifford
recommends is suitable cnly for
those 10 and older, nofing that
the maze’s fear factor has gotten
high marks from participants in
years past. '

“It’s the anticipation when
you're out in the corn,” Cynthia
said. “You never know if
somebody’s going to be jumping
out around the next corner.”

The Giffords have hired more
than 25 actors to staff the maze at
29 Bevis Road. They will serve up
scares each Friday and Saturday
night until Saturday, Nov. 1.
Admission is $15 and includes
the “Forest.of Fear” and the “Fort
Hunter Stockade,” a labyrinth of
fences.

State budget
cuts could have a
devastating effect

on university system

and professional staff at SUNY’s
29 state-operated campuses.
®he State University of New
I York is facing devastating
funding cuts that threaten
to dismantle the university as
the state tries to slash its way
out of its budget deficit. But why
cut an entity — SUNY - that pro-
duces much more revenue than
the state invests and that serves
as a major engine of economic
growth?
SUNY’s budget has been cut
by $148 million this year. The

state also ordered SUNY to
freeze $109.4 million in revenues
the university system collects
from dormitory fees, food ser-
vices, bookstores and other pay-
ments. The freeze even applied to
the revenue SUNY’s three public
hospitals collected directly from

patients and their private insur-

ance.

Cumulatively, SUNY has lost
nearly a quarter of a billion dol
lars, making it one of the hardest-
hit state agencies. As the crisis
on Wall Street continues, SUNY
faces the possibility of even deep-
er cufs.

Unless these funds are re-
stored, SUNY is in the fight of
its life. The State University has
already been cut to the bone and
is now looking at being cut into
the bone. .

New York's elected leaders
need to rethink these cuts to

SUNY and view state support to

the University as an investment -

in the future economic health of
the state rather than as a drain
on the state’s finances. Restoring
state support to the levels in the
original 2008-09 budget is a good
start. That's why United Univer-
sity Professions is calling on the
governor and SUNY administra-
tors to give the University the
funding it needs to keep SUNY’s
economic engine humming.

According to SUNY, for every
81 in state support it receives, its
campuses return between $6 and
$8 to local communities,

In a number of regions across
the state, SUNY is the economic
lifeline, For example, the Uni-
versity at Albany contributes
$3 billion annually to the local
economy. Upstate Medical Uni-

live in a stressful world in
troubled times, and that is not
supposed to be the way ¢hildren
.grow up. School classrooms can
be the safe haven where aca-
demic practices and classroom
strategies can provide children
with emotional comfort as well

as knowledge.

When teachers use strate-
gies to reduce stress and build a
positive emotional environment,
students gain emotional resil-
ience and learn more efficiently
and at higher levels of cognition.
Mindfulness is a state of being
aware of your own mind, at any
given moment. It means to pay
attention in a particular way:.on
purpose, in the present moment
and without judgment.

Brown School adopted the
Mindful Education program last
year with the help of The Hawn
Foundation. The program was
met with great enthusiasm on
behalf of both the faculty and
the students. All students, rang-
ing in ages from’3 to 14, have
embarkéd on the Mindful Edu-
cation program at Brown School
as it has been integrated into
their daily learning.

Mindfulness is a path for culti-
vating awareness. The better we
understand our own thoughts
and feelings, the more we are
aware — and in control of — our
own behavior. Rather than judg-
ing and reacting what occurs
in our experience, we learn to

observe and respond. Mindful
awareness is simple and acces-
sible to people of all ages, it is
a momentto-moment approach
to engaging fully in your experi-
ence, whatever that experience
may be. ’

Mindful, focused. awareness
can increase children’s atten-
tion, memory and enjoyment of
what they see, hear and experi-
ence so sensory input becomes
wisdom and knowledge. When
students experience school as
a supportive community where
they can share in an ‘exchange
of ideas, build knowledge of sub-
ject material motivated by inter-
est and personal relevance, and
associate pleasure and joy with
learning, their brains are in the
ideal state to learn.

When classrooms are low
stress and students are engaged
and motivated, théy are able
to achieve the highest levels
of cognition, executive think-
ing and making of connections.

This comes not from directed
lectures and teacher<centered
activities, but rather when class-
rooms have an atmosphere of
discovery, awareness and coop-
erative peer interactions. The

_supportive environment of a

strong classroom community
vields a model for joyful, suc-
cessful education.

Helping  children ° learn
through personally relevant ac-
tivities and experiences as they
form and revise their beliefs

about themselves and the world
as they travel through a cur-
riculum is no small or straight-
forward task. This is a goal, like
world peace, that is hard to be
against. To educate young peo-
ple who can thrive in and make
significant contributions to a
democratic society, we need to
ensure they develop the intellec-
tual, social, emotional, and basic
skills needed to inquire, reason,
and debate and to value these
activities as the soundest path to.
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achieving goals, resolving con-
flicts, and ensuring individual
happiness and the collective wel-
fare. Mindfulness education is
not a panacea to correct Ameri-
can education, but it is certainly
a step in the right direction.

versity generates over $2 billion
in economic activity for the Syra-
cuse region. If SUNY campuses
are forced to slash their budgets,
the repercussions would be far-
reaching — not just for these
communities — but for the state
economy as a whole.

To deal with the state’s budget
cuts, some campuses are plan-

ning to limit enroliments, en-
large class sizes, reduce course
offerings, and cut the ranks of
full-time faculty through attrition.
Students who qualify for admis-
sion or transfer from a communi-
ty college would likely be denied
access fo SUNY.

Without additional funding,
SUNY campuses will be unable
to retain the faculty needed to
teach advanced courses, the type
of courses that students need to
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graduate on time. That would hit:

working families whose children
attend SUNY. Already strapped
to pay rising energy and food

bills, families would be forced to

pay thousands of dollars more for
a SUNY degree that takes five or
more years to complete.

SUNY is a major engine that
drives the state’s economy. It's
responsible for educating the
next generation of New York's
workforce with the skills needed
to retain and attract employers.
Eighty percent of the students
who graduate from SUNY remain
in New York to live and work. If
those students are forced to study
elsewhere, New York will suffer a
brain drain that will hamper its ef-
forts to bolster the economy, and
we will lose the tax revenues gen-
erated by college graduates.
