While the Town of Bethlehem
is locked in a struggle to draw
up a responsible spending plan
for next year, the independent
Industrial Development Agency
has adopted a 2011 budget that
cuts the compensation for its sole
employee.

The Bethliehem IDA on
Wednesday, Oct. 27, adopted a
$60,021 budget for the coming
year. While the. agency does not
have many expenses, attorney to
the group Tom Connolly agreed to
accept a reduced compensation of
$21,480, aroughly $10,000 cut. The
IDA simply doesn’t have enough
left in savings to do otherwise, said
CFO Suzanne Traylor.

“We can’t have a fund balance
less than $180,000,” Traylor said.

possible motor oil for
county vehicles. The
county partnered with
Green Planet Products to
test a fully biodegradable
- motor oil, named “G-0il,”
to see if savings could

be found over traditional -

motor oil. The experiment
tested six county vehicles,
including a mixture of
high and low usage, and
found savings could be
realized from making the
biodegradable switch.
The distributor of the
product, Green Planet,

provided the county

with a 55-gallon drum of
the motor oil for testing
purposes at no charge.
Testing.of the product
began in December
2009. The Green Earth
Technologles Inc.‘oil
is currently the world’s
only bio-based motor oil
to b&'SM Certified by

5.the American Petroleum

Institute.” -

L L
Testing revealed more

“intensely used vehicles,

which normally receive an
oil change at 3,000 miles;
didn’t need oil changes
until 10,000 miles, said Joe
McQueen, spokesman for
the county. Also, vehicles
normally receiving an oil

- change at4,000 miles could

be changed at 15,000 miles
with the bio-based oil.
“We are pleased with
the results we have
seen during testing,”
said Susan Savage, D-
Niskayuna, chairwoman
of the Schenectady
County Legislature.
“Our future use of this
green oilywill continue
our efforts to provide
better, more efficient

government to taxpayers

while also protecting the
environment.”,

County vehicles
averaging six oit changes a
year would now only have
the oil changed an average
of two times a year. Also,
the vehicles averaging
nine oil changes a year

would be reduced to three-

oil changes. Switching
to the bio-oil could save
the county up to_$1,000
per year for vehicles
with a high amount of
oil changes per year. The
bio-oil costs around $1.50
more per quart compared
to traditional motor oil.

McQueen said the wear

and tear on the vehicles
doesn’t seem to be an

Customers of Wright, which would be
the majority of residents in the Town of
Bethlehem, already know the change
has been made, signaled by the arrival
of a new, 64-gallon bin for recyclables.

automated arms to handle pickup.

Rates have not increased for
customers, however, because Wright
hopes to make up his investment
through the efficiencies a single stream
‘system creates..

Crews can make their rounds more
quickly using the automated arm
instead of having to éxit the vehicle
to scoop up the smaller-bins and
sometimes go through improperiy
sorted materials by hand. Besides
that- labor efficiency, it-costs more to
send garbage to a landfill than the -
recyclables to a recycling facility.
Every pound that’s recycled rather
than tossed away is better busmess
for Wright.

- And it's also better for the Town of
Bethlehem. The town is a part of the
Capital Region Solid Waste Planning
Unit, which sets goals to divert material
out of the waste stream. Hauling bigger
-percentage of recyclables goes along
way towards meeting that goal.

“We applaud their efforts, as well
as County Waste, to offer the single
stream recycling process for their
customers, because it greatly increases
the participation in recycling,” said
Town Recycling Coordinator Dan Rain.

The main
mission for Hedgeman is to
spread the love that Rosie
exuded every day.

“When she was gone,
the love that she gave
them, we wanted to pass it
on,” she said. “It just keeps
going on. There’s this tiny
little girl, she was so sick,
but when she watked into
the clinic, her face just
lit up, and she loved her
doctors and she loved all
the other children. Her
love just keeps going on
and on and on.”
