ers, sitting in their kitchens and poring over the month’s
bills, couldn’t fool themselves into thinking that they could
save money if only they could spend more of it, albelt a
little at a time,

There are also $o many loopholes built into the cap that
you need a roadmap to find your way out of it.
Here are a:few gems, as taken from the Senate press

‘release on the issue:

. Aschool district that does not levy an amount up to the cap
in any one year would be allowed to carry over unused tax
levy capacily into future years. However, this carryover levy
capacity cannot be used to increase its tax levy by more than
an additional 1.5 percent above the cap in any single year.

That’s right, a school district can carry over it’s “unused
tax levy capacity” to the following year. So, as a taxpayer,

as soon as you're done celebrating the fact that your taxes -
only went up 0.5 percent this year, you can spend the next
12 months with that “unused” 1.5 percent hanglng over .

your head.

In the event a district’s actual tax levy exceeds its autho- .

nzed levy due to clerical or technical errors, the erroneous

excess levy must be placed in reserve to offset the levy for the. 3

next school year.

So if a clerk puts a comma in the wrong place and a .

school district mlstakenly collects too much in taxes, it
gets to keep it — for next year just like the upused tax,
levy capacity.” - . ;

There are some good things about the bill, however. It |

allows districts to combine purchasing power on goods or
services in the hopes of driving prices down. And for the
consolidation and * overprlced administrators” crowd, the

- law contains the provision for school districts to Share a

superintendent.

But we at The Spotlight feel the best thing about this
tax cap bill is that it sunsets in 2016. Maybe then we can
untether it from rent control, take aharder lock at mandate
relief and get something a little more substantial.

source (often natural gas) when
it is not sunny or windy outside.
And natural gas consumption is
expected to increase dramatically
as dirtier coalfired power plants
are replaced.

r} coal? It will be decades (f ever)

- before we can rely on renewables
asour sole power source. Wishing

. for increased renewable energy

doesn’t make it a reality. Natural

“gas burns cleaner than coal by .4
"almost 50 percent and emits far

fewer other pollutants into the
air. Would it be better to harvest

natural gas somewhere else...
another state perhaps or even
another country? That way,
New York loses twice. We miss
out on the énormous promise of
Marcellus job creation and we
pay a premium for importing a
resource from out of state (or
country) that is right under our
feet! Sounds like a great plan!

The New York DEC has been
working on hydraulic fracturing
and horizontal drilling regulations
for three years while a drilling
-moratorium has been in place.
The DEC scientists and experts
are best equipped to regulate
drilling. Relying on anecdotal
cases of well contamination
caused by methane migration
or worse, biased documentaries,
for accurate information and
then repeating it as if fact is
misleading and wrong. Methane
migration occurs naturally around
the country.

In fact, cases of methane in tap
water and lighting faucets on fire
have been reported in Berne and
Voorheesville in the Helderberg
Escarpment. This is because

the Oriskany sandstone there is
rich in organic material which -

When Beryl Macmillen
Anderson cast about in the attic of
her Guilderland home for her old
master’s thesis, her friends and
family were shocked to see her pull
out a nearly complete document.

finished it.

music education chair. Her call
spurred a search for Anderson’s
academic records, which were
located, handwritten, in the school’s
records vault.

Kaiser helped Anderson finish up
her thesis over this spring, mailing

In April, she traveled to Ithaca to

“defend it.

And on May 21, so many years
after she started, Anderson was
specially recognized from a class of
1,140 graduates for her achievement,
and was met with applause and
accolades all around.

Kaiser said Anderson’s journey
was inspirational for everyone at
the school.

“It lifted everybody’s spmts he
said. “We just had a' wonderful time
having her on campus.”

Anderson described the entire

experience as “exhilarating.” She’s -

just now settling back to visiting
her grandchildren, quilting and

Though her whirlwind journey
over the past few months has been
