Rental
stores also have professionals on
staff to explain how to use them,
videos you can watch for further
education, and you can practice
before you take it home so you do
the job right - without damage to
yourself, your house or the tool.

To get your money’s worth out
of renting a specialty tool, there
are afew things you should know
to rent right.

First, choose the best tool
for the job. Tell the rental shop
what you want to accomplish
rather than what tool you want
to rent. You may discover they
have a different tool that will do
the job better and quicker. Trust
the store to rent you the tool you
need and not more tool than you
can handle.

Trust them to provide correct

equipment, but you rent it with
the security of knowing you're
doing it the best way possible.

Plus, they’ll give instruction on
project preparation before taking
the tool home.

Here are some examples of
tool possibilities you can use and
knowledge you'll get at a rental
store:

* Paint Sprayer

Fainting is one of the simplest,

before driving to the rental
vard to pick up the sprayer.
You'll save yourself the expense
of time when you have the tool
and aren’t using it. Keep the paint
supply clean and don't let the
paint dry out to keep the nozzle
from clogging.

If the nozzle gets clogged,
don’t put your hand in front of
the spray. An airless sprayer can
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your family’s lifestyle when
evaluating other possible home
improvements. If you have more
children than bedrooms for them
or your dining room doubles as
a family room and play area, an
addition might make sense for
you.

Even if you're undertaking
the home improvement primarilty
to boost your own enjoyment
of your home, it's important to
consider resale value. Remember
that potential buyers might not
share your tastes and while
it may be easy to paint over
the bright orange walls of your
sunroom, replacing loud tiles or
fancy-shaped windows could be

a much more expensive fix come
resale time.

Be a wise borrower

Do your homework on
financing options. A poor
financing choice could mean
you'll be paying high interest on
your home improvement long
after the last workman has left
your house. Consider a cash-
out refinance which allows you
to refinance your mortgage for
more than you currently owe,
leaving cash on the table for you
to put toward your improvements.
The interest rate on a cash-
out refinance is usually lower
than what you would get from
a credit card. Just remember to
be responsible. You don't want

to take out so much cash that
you put your home at risk. Also,
remember to check with your tax
advisor because the interest is
likely to be tax deductible. Web
sites like www.LowerMyBills.
com can help you get competitive
refinancing quotes. Even if you
don’t need to pull cash out, a
refinance might still be a wise
move,

“Interest rates are still
near their lowest point in
nearly 40 years,” Wells notes.
“Homeowners who bought their
houses a few years ago may be

in a good position to refinance’

at a lower rate and free up more
cash each month to put towards
improving their investment and
their lifestyle.”

The instructions will tell you how
to unclog the nozzle.

“And don't point the sprayer
at anything you don’t want to
paint - like the neighbor’s car,”
he says.

* Nail gun

Use a nail gun to avoid
the frustration and pain of
hammering. Nail guns drive
nails much faster and set the nails
below the surface so the nails
are ready for filling. A few tips
for the first-time nail gun user:
use manufacturer-specified nails
to keep the gun from jamming.

Keep the nails clean - dén’t put
nails into the gun that were just
dropped into sawdust. Learn how
to lubricate the head if you plan to
use it for more than a day.

* Power auger

Another common do-it-yourself
project is fence building. What
can be a quick project becomes
weeks-long if you have a lot of
holes to dig. Rent a power auger
to dig all the post holes for you,
and your fence really can be a
weekend job.

Two-person power augers
are perfect for fence post holes.
These machines drill holes for
small-diameter uses and come
with interchangeable 4-, 6- or 8
inch augers.

“It’s important to know what
kind of soil you're digging
in,” Redman suggests. “If it’s
rocky, you might need a bigger
machine.”

Other tools available for rental
include a skid steer, walk-behind
trencher, drywall hoist, cement
mixer and tile saw to name a few.
Some of which you may think
“I couldn’t really operate one of
those.” But in reality, you can.
The rental store staff will make it
easy for you to learn how to use
the right tools for your project.

Home sellers yield high returns |

investing in curb appeal

hen selling a home, it
pays to perk up where
you park.

“A remodeled kitchen and
bath can help sell a home, but
curb appeal is what gets buyers
through the door,” says Betty Jane
Garrett, a licensed agent with
Paradigm Realty in Oklahoma
City. “If they don't like what they
see from the street, chances
are they won'’t waste time going
inside.”

An old, worn-out garage door,
even on the cutest house, can
change “Honey, stop the car,” into
“Keep driving,” in an instant.

Realtors in a nationwide
survey say replacing your garage
door prior to listing your home
can increase its curb appeal and
the asking price — anywhere from
1to 4 percent. That’s no surprise
considering homeowner demand
for more storage space has made
three-car garages an architectural
standard not to mention a major
design focal point.

Ifyou are thinking of upgrading
your home’s garage appeal, you
may want to consider something
more than a standard steel panel
door. According to “Professional
Builder” magazine, designer
garage doors are one of the “50
must-have features for today’s

home buyers.”

“We had a seller last fall who
replaced existing *70s style flush
panel garage doors with Clopay
carriage house style doors and
it changed the entire look of the
house,” adds Garrett. “It sold for
full asking price the first day on
the market and the owners made
a profit. The interior had been
upgraded, but it was the exterior
that the buyers fell in love with at
first sight.”

Garrett offers these additional
suggestions to help take your
home from “for sale” to “sold.”

¢ Paint the front door a bright
color. Nothing says welcome

.- -

home like a cheerful front entry.
It’s an easy, affordable way
to freshen up a paint scheme
without having to repaint the
entire exterior.

* Change outdated light
fixtures — or add lights if you
don’t have some already. Light
up your doorways, driveway and
walkways. Better to have more
lights at lower wattages than one,
very bright one. Spotlights angled
to highlight trees and bushes
create a dramatic nighttime
effect. Solar lights that_charge
during the day are easy to install
yourself,

* Mulch. It makeslandscaping
and beds look tidy, crisp and well
maintained, and helps minimize
weeding,

¢ Plant flowers. This is always
money well spent because it adds
charm and life to any exterior.
Even if you don’t have a green
thumb, invest in seme planters
and have a local nursery fill them
with annuals that thrive in your
climate and place them at major
entry points.

* Re-surface your driveway.
Instead of a black top or smooth
concrete, consider stained or
stamped concrete patterns. This
can do wonders for curb appeal.

Driveway cracks can become
very unsightly if left unjouched.

the women in their lives. Today,
women are not only involved
in the decision-making process
of what needs to be done and
whether to do-it-yourself or
hire someone, but are making
the actual purchases. Women
account for more than $70 billion
worth of purchases in the home
improvement industry, up from
approximately $55 btlhon in
1995.

According to a recent survey
by the Home Improvement
Research Institute, within the
first year of home ownership,
women will authorize almost
$9,000 on home improvement
projects. A growing number of
manufacturers and retailers have
focused more marketing efforts
on wommen and are capitalizing
on this trend. Women are also
looking for women-owned
construction companies for their
home improvement projects.

‘Men still dominate when

“venting skylights admit natural
light from above and reduce
energy costs. It's also a way to
stretch dollars with a one-time
purchase that pays long-term
benefits by reducing energy
bills.”

According to Patrick, more
natural light and ventilation can
provide benefits in many areas of
the home, but some rooms lend
themselves particularly well to
venting skylights.

“In bathrooms,” Patrick says,

John Furey
Niskayuna
foothall/haseball coach

Furey has been coaching his
oldest son Dan for the last three
baseball seasons, and the veteran
Niskayuna coach said if's been an
enjoyable experience.

“It’s the first time I got to see
him play school ball,” said Furey.
“I missed his first three seasons
{on the modified, freshman and
junior varsity teams), so it's been
nice to see him play.”

Furey said working with Dan
had its challenges especially
when it came to glvmg his son
criticism.

“A lot of times, it’s hard in a
father-son relationship to give
criticism, but he takes criticism
well,” he said.

To keep an unbiased opinion

about Dan, Furey turred to his
assistant coaches for advice.

“I always want to get feedback
from those guys to make sure I'm
making moves as a coach and not
as a father,” Furey said. “It’'s alot
better when you have assistants
who can talk to your child and
give them criticism.”

Furey added maintaining that
balance between being a coach
and being a father is the biggest
chaltenge he faced with Dan on
the balifield.

“You've got to think about the
situation and what’s best for the
team when your son is cut there,”
he said. “You've got to treat him
like anyone else.”

Dan graduates in less than
a week, but Furey has another
opportunity to coach his children.
His younger son Pefer is set
to join the varsity foatball and
baseball teams next vear as a
junior, His daughter Kelly, a fifth-
grader, also plays sports.

Furey said Peter’s decision
to play football was influenced
in part by going to Niskayuna
games when he was yoanger and
watching such players as André
Davis and Chris Nappi.

“He saw successful they were,

and he wanted to be part of that,”
Furey said.

Jim Smith
Retiring CBA football coach/
athletic director
Smith knows all about coaching
his children. His two sons, Jimmy
and Packy, played for him at CBA
in the 1990s,

“They got along with
everybody,” said Smith. “I've
heard horror stories about
other situations where coaches’
sons didn’t get along with their
teammates, but I was fortunate.”

Smith encouraged Jimmy and
Packy to play a variety of sports.
It just happened that they picked
football when they reached high
schoel.

“Growing up, I never pushed
them into football. They never
even played Pop Warner,” said
Smith. “Athletics were part of the
family, but I never said, “You have
to do this.”

“People always ask when you're
coaching your kids, ‘Is it difficult?”

“You don’t seem to think
that tourism can be in your
hometown. Schenectady County
is a little overshadowed by vir-

In the town of Niskayuna,
specifically, visitors can enjoy
Blatnick Park, where there is an
underused skate park, a driving
range and a dog park.

Bike-Hike Trail.

“For such a small town, we
can’t believe all there is to do,”
said Kathleen Gansfuss, direc-
tor of parks and recreation for
Niskayuna.

“The skate park isn’t overly

used, and has never reached the
[capacity] limit,” said Gansfuss.
“In the beginning, we weren't
sure how much interested would
be generated, so it was limited
to Niskayuna residents and was
pay-per-use or you had to buy a
seasonal pass.”

Ganfuss said that after a short
while, the town stopped charg-
ing admission and eliminated
the residency requirement, so it
is free and open to anyone.

She also said her town opti-
mizes its recreation budget by
introducing sports and activities
at an inexpensive fee. She said
Niskayuna has done this with
basketball, fencing and lacrosse,
In most cases, she said, some-
one comes along to extend the
programs.

“I have a lot of freedom and
I don’t do anything that I think
would embarrass my bosses,”
she joked. “My goal is to intro-
duce people to sports and activi-
ties in Niskayuna at a low cost
— as long as I break even, they
don’t worry.”

Historic Saratoga
Saratoga County is all about

Easy out at area parks

n today’s busy world, the
area’s state parks are an
underutilized asset

Although Capital District resi-
lents may know about the area’s
state parks, they may not regu-
arly visit them or know about
some of the programs they offer,

Any Capital District resident
>ould take a short day trip to any
wmber of state parks including
Grafton Lakes, Peebles Is-
land, Thacher Park, Thomp-
son’s Lake and Saratoga Spa
state parks, but many haven’t
visited them since they were
children. )

Chris Fallon, manager of
TIhacher Park and Thompson’s
Lake, said he thinks people are

just too busy these days, plus

many peOple have amenities like
swimming . pools and backyard
decks.

“In previous years, people
wouldn’t have their own back-
vard decks or swimming pools,
now people have that,” he said.
“Plus families have two working
parents and people live more
hectic lives with T-ball, soccer
practice and Little League. Peo-
ple don't have the free time they
used to.”

Park officials say those who
don't regularly visit some of the
area’s state parks are missing out
on some exciting and relatively
cheap attractions.

According to Fallon, Thacher
Park offers great hiking trails
with some of the best views in
the region.

“The park offers a variety of
recreational opportunities. It’s
close to the city, but also in a ru-
ral setling that is great for hiking,
and we have unbelievable views
up here,” Fallon said.

Thompson’s Lake offers
swimming, 140 campsites, boat-
ing and fishing, along with winter
activities such as cross-country
skiing and snowshoeing. It's only
18 miles southwest of Albany.

‘The Saratoga Spa State
Park has top-quality swimming
pools along w1th attractions like
g ‘golf coursé 'and the Saratoga

Tennis pléyers on the courts at Niskayuna's Iatnick Park.

Performing Arts Center.
According to the park’s man-
ager, Michael Greenslade, Sara-

-toga Spa State Park offers

some littleknown attractions,
too, such as a variety of environ-
mental education programs and
winter activities like snowshoe-
ing and cross-country skiing.

Peebles Island, located 12
miles northeast of Albany at the
confluence of the Hudson and
Mohawk rivers, offers views
of the river and rapids, miles of
wooded paths for hikers and jog-
gers, fishing, picnic -areas and
winter activities.

Another local state park lo-
cated 12 miles east of Troy is
Grafton Lakes. The park offers
a collection of five lakes, a sandy
beach, 4 boat launch, good fish-
ing, hiking trails, picnic areas
and winter activities.

All of these attractions are rel-
atively cheap, costing only a few
doliars per vehicle, For frequent
visitors to state parks, the Em-
pire Passport is available for §59,
and $50 for a second car.

The Empire Passport allows
entrance into nearly every state
park in New York.

“Alot of people take advantage
of the passport. They are hot sell-
ers for sure,” Greenslade said.

Spokeswoman for the state
Office of Parks, Recreation and
Historic Preservation Kathy Ji-
menez said the agency’s new
cammissioner, Carol Ash, has

been taking a comprehensive
look at the state park system and
has made it her priority to im-
prove the parks.

“Qur state parks are a valuable
asset, obviously,” Jimenez said.

* Over the years, investments
have been made to improve the
Capital District’s state parks, in-
cluding building a new nature
center at Thompson’s Lake and
renovations to the Victoria Pool
and SPAC at the Saratoga Spa
State Park.

The Emma Treadwell
Thacher Nature Center opened
in July 2001 and offers exhibits
and displays including a model
of the Helderberg Escarpment
and a live honeybee observation
hive.

The center also has educa-
tional programs and is open year-
round.

“The center is a beautiful facil-
ity right outside of Thompson’s
Lake, and it has attracted some
people,” Fallon said.

The state has also just com-
pleted a $2 million renovation
project at the Victoria Pool and
a $2.1 million renovation project
at SPAC,

" “The state parks -offer so
many things, from lying in the
grass under a tree to playing golf.
All of these.things enhance the
area,” Greenslade, said. ,“All of
the parks are an oasis away from

everything else "
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‘history, said Greg Dixon, vice

president of tourism for the
Saratoga County Chamber of
Commerce,

“People sometimes forget
how significant the historical
attractions along the Hudson
River and Champlain Canal, in
eastern Saratoga County along
routes 4 and 32 and the Lakes
to Locks Passage are,” he said.
“American history was shaped
in our own backyard.”

Driving tours of Saratoga’s
many Thistoric Revolutionary
War sites are available through-
out the summer at little or no
cost, said Dixon.

Some tours begin at Peebles
Island State Park, which is at the
confluence of the Hudson and
Mohawk rivers in Waterford.

“This is a fabulous recreation-
al area, with magnificent views
of the river,” said Dixon. “It of
fers spectacular river and rapids
views for walkers and joggers
who take advantage of the miles
of paths through the wooded
landscape.”

“Also in Waterford, where the
Erie Canal and Mohawk River
converge with the Hudson (and
later the Champlain Canal), visi-
tors can check out the Waterford
Historical Museum and the Wa-
terford Harbor Visitor Center,”
he said.

“In Stillwater, visit the Still-
water Blockhouse. It’s open sea-
sonally, and sits in a picturesque
park along the Hudson River.
The Blockhouse features a small
museum and commanding views
of the river. In the Villages of
Schuylerville and Victory, visi-
tors can view the Saratoga Battle
Monument (open seasonally),
the Schuyler House (open sea-
sonally), and Fort Hardy Park.”

Dixon said he feels more
people should take advantage of
the region’s most prominent his-
toric site: the Saratoga National
Historical Park.

“Many scholars and histo-
rians suggest that without the
American victory at the Battle
of Saratoga, the war may have
been lost. This victory helped
Benjamin Franklin convince the
French to become our allies in
the war, therefore it is known
as ‘The Turning Point of the
American Revolution.” It is also
interesting to note that the hero
at Saratoga was none other than
Benedict Arnold. There is a visi-
tor center, driving loop and the
scenery and wildlife is amaz-
ing,” said Dixon. “This is one
of my favorite spots in Saratoga
County.”

Abundant Albany

Heather Leary, of the Albany
County Convention and Visitors
Bureau, has a hard time think-
ing of any overlooked attractions
in the area.

“For general things to do,
there are so many things in Al-
bany County,” she said.

Leary said there is a plethora
of cultural and educational at-

- tractions in Albany, crowned

by the state museum at Empire
State Plaza.

“Of course, everyone knows
about the state museum, but I
really think more people should
take advantage of it,” she said.

Leary pointed out lesSer-
known cultural attractions like
the historic Cherry Hill house,
where, in 1827, a murder oc-
curred that resulted in the last
public hanging in the city of Al-
bany.

Leary also said more people
should visit the 209-year-old Ten
Broeck Mansion. The mansion is
the headquarters of the Albany
County Historical Association, a
nonprofit, statechartered orga-
nization that helps preserve and
explain the history and heritage
of New York’s Capital District.

For tourists with more sea-
faring sensibilities, Leary said
there are a number of cruises
and water tours available along
the Hudson River.

“[ feel the Albany Aqua Ducks
tour provides a lot of information
about our capital,” said Leary of
the amphibious tour. “Even if
you're from Albany County, you
can still learn a lot from the tour.
And they’re pretty fun, too. They
pick people up on Broadway, go
all through downtown Albany,
and then right into the Hudson
River.”

Leary said her favorite water-

“bound attraction comes from an-

other era, however. -

“The USS Slater is my favor-
ite,” she said. “It's educational,
it’s fun, and it’s free for kids.”
