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Habitat Restore recycles used home furmshmgs

Student castoﬂs to bhe one
saurce of inventory

The local chapter of Habitat
for Humanity has opened a new
facility for used furniture and
home supplies in downtown
Schenectady.

The Habitat Restore, which
county officials are touting
as a “win, win” idea, opened
Wednesday, Aug. 15.

“There are a lot of positives
going on here,” Chamber of
Commerce Director Charles
Steiner said. “First there is the
idea that this stuff is recycled
instead of thrown away and
also the idea that one man’s
junk is another man’s treasure
and, well, it’s another form of
comimunity.”

According to Jeffery Clark,
the executive director of Habitat
for Humanity in Schenectady

County, the Habitat Restore
on_Foster Avenue is the first in
Schenectady County, but there
are more than 500 such stores
across the country.

The ideafor a Habitat Restore
in Schenectady County came
from the facilities manager at
Union College who wanted to
keep unwanted furniture and
other items from students out
of the landfill at the end of each
school year.

Students who move off of

- campus or out of apartments

often leave behind things they
can’t take with them during
the moving process. Clark
said, Union College students
could take their unwanted
couches, dressers and desks
to the Habitat Restore and save
the college between $2,000 and
$3,000 per year in landfill fees.

The Restore is a smorgasbord
of home items, from couches,
chairs, rocking chairs and
ottomans to building supplies
like windows, doors and even

Grant’s

Civil War hero
finished his memoir
at Wilton cottage

With headlines splashing the
latest detajls of his declining health
on the front pages of newspapers
throughout the country, Ulysses
S. Grant’s struggle to finish his
memoirs before cancer took its
final toll quickly became the dra-
matic story of its day in 1885.

Barely able to speak

heat them up so they bend to

Age he lived in, the famous gen-
eral dedicated his final days to the
work that would assure his wife a
prosperous lifestyle long after his
passing.

respects.

This inspiring story of love, de-
votion and overcoming the odds
didn’t take place in a distant re-
gion. Instead, Grant’s race against
time, took place right in the Capi-
tal District. Grant lived his final
weeks in a small cottage located
on the grounds of Mt. McGregor
state prison, in a house that's

owned by the state but staffed and .

operated by the nonprofit Friends

from humble origins to lead the
troops during our nation's worst
military conflict, and helped bring
the country back together and end
slavery. ... And Grant didn't just
fight the war, he kept our coun-

try together. We could have gone

through a period of guerilia war-
fare, but his conduct after the war
helped bring things to a close.

Trombley said her favorite

quote from him, which is inscribed
on his tomb in Manhattan, is “Let
us have peace.”
. “That is something he said in
his first inaugural address, and |
think it captures the whole spirit
of this genuine American hero,”
said Trombley.

For Trombley, the connection
to Grant's cottage started when
state officials talked of possibly
closing the home in the late 1980s

and we would encourage

anyone who is interested
to join us. It would really help us
to tell this important story,” said
Leah Trombley.

set on fire and was destroyed.
Stuck, thousands of miles
from home without a boat, Block,
with the help of natives, built the
Onrust, which, with its sleek
frame and capacity for speed, is
known as the first yacht built in

_what is now the United States.

Translated, the Onrust means
restless.

During his travels through
the East River, which he coined
Hell Gate, Long Island Sound,
the Connecticut River, Rhode Is- -
land and Delaware, Block drew
maps of great detail unparalleled
for his time, and, as a reward,
had an island, Block Island,
named after him.

Block returned to the Nether-
lands on another ship, The For-
tune, and was an instant celebri-
ty for opening up trade with the
natives on what he called New
Netherlands. ’

Nobody is sure what hap-
pened to the Onrust, Rittner
said, and while the version of
the Onrust being built on Mabee
Farm is about 10 percent larger
than Block’s original, de Weerdt
said he was able to figure out the
exact dimensions of the Onrust
by investigating records in his
native Netherlands. The Onrust
being built at the Mabee Farm
will be 50 feet long, 14 feet wide,
17 feet high and have a 45foot
mast.

igh gasoline prices may have

you trying to conserve at

the pump, but, for those of
you with college-bound high
schoolers, the current climate in
college admisstons will not help
your effort to economize.

What's the relationship?

Several factors make this the
most competitive era in college .
admissions, which will ultimately
translate into increased gasoline
consumption as you visit a growing
number of prospectivé schools.

We currently boast more high
school students than at any time

in history, almost 1 million more .

than just 15 years ago. Students
applying to college now and in
the next several years are part
of what some have dubbed, “the
baby boomlet,” the children born
to baby boomiers. Additionally,
because of gains in college
attendance rates and the ease of
applying to multiple schools via
the common application and the
Internet, increased numbers of
students are finding it easier to
apply to more schools in an effort
to ensure favorable and desirable
options come spring of their
senior year.

The increased volume of
applications has led to some
daunting numbers. Columbia
and Stanford accepted about 10
percent of their applicants last
year. Harvard turned down over
1,600 applicants with a perfect
800 math SAT score. Yale rejected
several applicants with a perfect
2400 score on the entire SAT
test, and Princeton turned away
thousands of students with 4.0
grade point averages.

Within these staggering
statistics, however,\lies a great

. opportunity. There are more than

3,000 colleges and universities in
this country, some of which have
less cache or name recognition
than others, but within which
lie some real, often overlooked,
gems.,

Students purguing less

common interests, such as a
peace and conflict resolution
major or Division III water polo,
will have a very self-selected set of
colleges. Most students, however,
will have dozens of options, many
of which don’t appear at the top of
the magazine rankings but which
boast rich assets like undergrads
who publish research with faculty
members, fabulous opportunities
in the arts, spirited sports fans, ora
close-knit, nurturing environment
that allows students to explore

and grow outside of the traditional
classroom walls.

Finding the right school is
about “fit,” and “fit” is much more
about character and personality
than it is about statistics,

There are all kinds of ways
to uncover the personality of a
school.

Best of all,
visit the school and engage the
students you meet. Ask them what
they like and dislike, about their
best and worst experiences.

This is the best way to get to
know a place before you spend
four years worth of effort and
tuition there. Invest time looking
at a variety of schools. While it
may mean more money at the
pump to visit these places, it is a
good way to ensure you make the
best possible investment.

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Safety officials urge students to focus on fire safety

hree organizations are

reminding college students

and theéir parents to be aware
of fire risks associated with
student housing. The Naticnal
Fire Protection Association
{NFPA), Consumer Product
Safety Commission (CPSC),
and the United State Fire
Administration (USFA), shared
information from a report
released recently by NFPA and
urged students and their parents
to brush up on fire prevention
and safety.

Thousands of fires occur
each year in on-campus and
off-campus housing. As college
students move into housing in
the coming days and weeks,

_NFPA urges students and their
parents to be mindful of fire
prevention and safety.

. While many parents have
educated their children about
home fire safety, it is equally
important for parents to remind
them how to keep themselves
safe from fire while living at
school. Whether students are
living on-campus or in offcampus
housing, it is important for these
young adults to take an active role
in fire prevention and safety.

The NFPAreport also showed
that most deaths that occurred in
dormitories were from fires that
started in the bedroom. Food or
covking materials were likely to
be the items to be first ignited in

fires. And fires were found to be.

more commeon between 5 p.m.
and 11 p.m. and on weekends.

Cooking was the leading
cause of fires and involved in 72
percent of fires in dormitories,
fraternities and sororities. But
smoking-related fires were
responsible for the most deaths
and injuries in these occupancies
with 40 percent of fire deaths
attributed to smoking materials.
Fires involving candles were
found to be the second leading
cause of fire deaths, responsible
for 20 percent of the fire deaths
in these occupancies.

¢ Your building should have

to return to your room.

s If you have a disability,
make sure you are included in
the escape planning for your
classroom area and housing.
& Learn the location of all
building exits. You may have to
find your way out in the dark.

» Make sure your building has

smoke alarms. Do not disable
them or remove batteries.

s The best protection is a
building with a fire sprinkler
system.

* Don’t hang anything from
fire sprinkler pipes or nozzles.

¢ Keep a flashlight handy.

Escape fips

» Ifyou have to escape through
smoke, getlow and go under the
smoke to your exit.

¢ Before opening a door, feel
the door. If it's hot, use your
second way out.

» Use the stairs; never use an

elevator during a fire.

¢ If you're trapped, call the
fire department and tell them
where you are. Seal your door
with rags and signal from your
window. Open windows slightly
at the top and bottom, but close
them if smoke rushes in from any
direction.

» Ifyou have a disability, alert
others of the type of assistance
you need to leave the building.

Swoking

¢ If you must smoke, only
smoke outside the building and
only where it’s permitted.

¢ Use deep, wide, sturdy
ashtrays. Ashtrays should be set
on something that is sturdy and
hard to ignite.

¢ It's risky to smoke when
you've been drinking or when
you're drowsy,

¢ Dor’t smoke in bed. .

¢ Soak cigarettes before you
empty ashtrays.

» After a party, check furniture
and cushions for smoldering
butts. -

¢ Ifyou use electric appliances,
don’t overload circuits.

® (Gas and charcoal barbecue
grills must only be used
outdoors.

» Place the grill a safe distance
from lawn games, play areas and
foot traffic.

* Keep children and pets away
from the grill area: declare a
three-foot “kid-free zone” around
the grill.

¢ Put out several long-handled
grilling tools to give the chef
plenty of clearance from heat and
flames when flipping burgers.

* Periodically remove grease
or fat buildup in trays below grill
so it cannot be ignited by a hot
grill.

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Distance learning changing

the world, Katelyn Callahan,
an eighth grader from Thurmont,
Md., wakes up to get ready for
school.

students. Scott lights up when she
discusses the young people her
family has met through hosting.
“They are all such wonderful

kids,” she says. “Smart, athletic,

fun to be around.”

Scott remembers that when
each student arrived, it was
“pretty obvious” that they were
from a foreign country because
they didn’t understand American
customs. Once they became
involved in school activities and
made friends, however, they
immersed themselves in the
American lifestyle and gained new
points of view.

“Each of our kids came to
the U.S. with their own unique
perspective on our society and
culture, and they weren't always
positive views,” Scott says. “By
the time they left us at the end of
the school year, their views had
totally changed. Now for the rest
of their lives, they will be walking
ambassadors for America.”

‘While the Scotts have given so
much to students from abroad,
Scott says that they have gotten
s0 much back from them as well.
“Now our family extends around
the world and we have so many
new places to visit,” she adds.

Emily Santillo, president of EFF
Foundation for Foreign Study,
stresses the true exchange that
takes place when families host,

“The best way to experience
another culture is by opening your
heart and home to a young person
from another country,” Santillo
says. “Your family and community
gain the opportunity to learn about
another culture while you have a
chance to share your American
values and traditions.”

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How to fund your college education

few dispute the importance

¢ Private student loans
Another option is the private

student loan. Flexible by nature, -

this type of loan can cover ali, ora
significant amount of your tuition

and other expenses. Private
loans can be used to cover any
cost associated with attending
school, such as tuition, books,
computers, travel and living
expenses. Typically deferred
until after graduation, they also
can be used in coordination with
other sources of funding. For
example, a financial aid package
may only cover tuition and board,
so a private student loan may
be helpful in paying for other
education-related expenses.

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New school year,
new challenges

At the start of a new school
year, students fret about things
like who their lab partner will
be, will they make honor roll
and if they will have a date for
the homecoming dance. While
parents can’t control every
variable of their children’s lives,
they can help them excel at
responsible decision-making and
dealing with peer pressure.

This is especially important
when it comes to the subject of
underage drinking. According
to the 2007 GIK Roper Youth
Report, 71 percent of 8 to 17-
year-olds say their parents are the
No.1 influence on their decision
whether or not to drink alcohol.

“Creating an atmosphere of
open communication where no
subject is off limits and wherée
parents actively listen to their

“Warm2Kids” program and an
advisory panel member of the
“Family Talk About Drinking”
program. “I encourage parents to
start talking with children about
underage drinking early, idedlly
between ages 9 and 11, and then
continue the dialog throughout
the teen years.”

Carton offers parents these
tips to help them be a positive
influence on thelr children and
teens:

* Be a good role model -
- The example parents set as a
responsible adult is one of the
most important ways they can
communicate with their children
about drinking. Parents who
drink should demonstrate that

Second, know what the hot
job sectors are. “Our nation is
experiencing huge demographic
changes, which are creating
major shifts in the types of jobs
available today,” says Dr. Janette
Ducut, director of education at
Everest College-City of Industry.
“Students should prepare
themselves for a changing job
market.”

With a wave of baby-boomers
scheduled to retire in the next
decade, and a large youth
population, there is a growing
need for work in a variety of
service-related fields, from
teaching to tourism, and job
training to elder care. According
to the U.S. Department of Labor
Statistics, half of salary and
employment growth will come
from just two induslry categories:

education and health services

and professional and business
services.

“We know that the fastest
growing employment sectors
throughout the next decade will
be service sector, technology and
health care,” notes Andrews. “In
fact, we specifically target cur
programs to help our graduates
prepare for careers in those
sectors.”

Third, be flexible. Today’s job
market requires that employees
keep their skills up-to-date, and
as a result, more adults are going
back to school.

“Now we find that it is -
perfectly acceptable; employers
understand that a one- or two-year
program can give new employees
exactly the credentials they
need. For example, our students
can prepare for an entry-level
healthcare career in less than a
year. I's really quite liberating for
many of our students.” -

for Americans.”

To help educate Americans
about the benefits of dietary
fiber, the NFC recently unveiled
a full suite of new educational
resources on its Web site, www.
nationalfibercouncil.org, including
afree consumer brochure titled, “A
Fresh Look at Fiber.”

Commissioned by the NFC,
the nation’s leading group of
fiber experts, the survey was
conducted by the Opinion Research
Corporation. The survey includes
a random sampling of 1,000
respondents who were polled via
phone using Random Digital Dial
(RDD). A cross section of the
survey results are listed below:

Seventy-two percent of those
surveyed read food labels, but
less than half (48 percent) look at
the amount of fiber per serving.
Not surprisingly, the majority
of Americans (61 percent) are
most interested in the amount of
saturated fat per serving.

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Jewelry store owner pays hack victims in scam

As part of his March
guilty plea in Albany- County
Court, Peter Spinelli, who
defrauded scores of clients at
his Colonie jewelry store, has
paid $391,117.56 in restitution
to his victims.

Spinelli, 50 of Krumkill Road,
Guilderland was ordered to sell
his home to pay back as many
as 70 victims of his jewelry
scam.

~ Members of the Financial
Crimes Bureau will be
contacting victims to coordinate
the allotment of funds,
according to Albany County
District Attorney David Soares’
office.

Spinelli, was sentenced
March 28 before Albany County
Judge Thomas A. Breslin after

pleading guilty to two counts of
grand larceny.

Spinelli was owner of Spinelli
Jewelers at 1315 Central Ave.,
which became the focus of an
extensive investigation last
year after reports surfaced
that real diamonds were being
replaced with Moissanite, a
naturally occurring mineral
that has many of the same
characteristics as diamonds,

By the close of the
investigation, police had
identified as many as 70 victims,
who had more than $391,000 in
wedding, engagement rings
and family heirloom diamonds
taken.

According to prosecutors,

in one case, Spinelli put a
fake stome in a 73-year-old

family diamond given to him
for resetting.

At his sentencing, he agreed
to sell his home to help pay
full restitution to the victims.
He had already paid $40,000
toward that amount.

Spinelli was arrested May
30, 2006, as a result of the
investigation. In March, he
was sentenced to two counts of
grand larceny and is currently
serving three to nine years in
prison. In addition to the jewelry
scam, Spinelli also failed to file
his personal income tax returns
with the state between Jan. 1,
1999 and Dec. 31, 2001.

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Wlldland fire crew heads west to help

Local man part
of 20-person crew
sent to battle blaze
in Montana

As wildland fires continue to
roar a destructive path across
parts of Montana, local forest
rangers and trained incident
management volunteers have
shipped out to help battle the

* blazes.

A 20-person state wildland
firefighting crew departed from
Saratoga Springs on Friday,
Aug. 10, bound for the Jocko
Lakes area. -

Among them is Kyle M.
Trojan, 18, of Scotia. The
Montana trip is his first
assignment as a Department
of Environmental Conservation
(DEC) emergency volunteer,

“He’s trained for this kind
of situation for years, and this
is what he wants to do,” said
Kyle’'s mom, Carolyn Trojan.
“He was excited to go, and we
were happy for him.”

Trojan just graduated from a
home-schooling program within
the Scotia Glenville district.
He has finished firefighters 1
and 2 trainings, is a certified
wildland firefighter and
recently became an emergency
medical technician.

“He was put on a stand-by
list for an emergency response
last fall,” said Carolyn Trojan,
“[ think since he became an
EMT, it moved him way up
the list.”

Go west, young man

Trojan and his squad were
dispatched to the Jocko Lakes
area of Montana, where fires
were started on Aug. 3 by
severe thunderstorms and
lightning.

With thousands of acres
of dry woodlands as timber,
the flames raged as winds
picked up to fan the fires at
35 miles per hour. High heat
and low humidity have been
plaguing containment efforts,
and squads are hoping for the
hot weather to break.

Fire personnel on site are
building containment lines
to halt the speed of the burn,
keeping awatchful eye on power
lines, and communicating with
residents and schools that have
been evacuated. Fire whirls
have been reported, which
allow the flames to cross creeks
and other small waterways
in the area. Helicopter drop
buckets are being used to
douse the flames overhead.

The fires are listed as being
just 25 percent contained, with
more than 1,000 fire personnel
on site. The estimated
containment date, according
to DEC reports, is Sept. 15.

“The severity of this fire is
high,” said DEC spokesperson
Lori O'Connell. “It’s not highly
unusual to have New York state
volunteers called out, but this
is a serious incident.”

A family tradition
One of the reasons Carolyn
Trojan isn’t overly apprehensive
about her son’s departure
is that she’s seen firsthand

how well fire management
volunteers are trained. Her
father, George Fields, was a
Burnt Hills volunteer fireman
and captain of the fire police
for more than 45 years. Her
husband Jeff, Kyle's dad, was
a volunteer in the Charlton
fire department for several
years before moving to Scotia,
where he is now the West
Glenville Fire Department
assistant chief. Her oldest son
Dale, 20, works as an industrial
painter but is also a volunteer
firefighter.

“All three of my men are
firefighters, and my daughter
Rachel, who's 13, can’t wait to be
16 to volunteer,” said Carolyn,
who is also active in the fire
department as the secretary
and district treasurer.

Kyle grew up riding along
with his father and hanging out
at the firehouse.

“This was always his plan as
he grew up,” said Carolyn.

and his physncal strength
and endurance is a source of
comfort for his family.

“He can do this,” said
Carolyn. “They suited him up
in Saratoga, and the level of
gear they give them is held to
a very high standard.”

Kyle is fighting the flames
on the ground, doing hotspot
protection rather than fire
jumping from the air. Working
more than 10 hours a day, the
volunteers are sleeping safely
in hotels but have little time to
keep in touch with family.

“We did get one call from him
at 1-in the morning the first full
day he was in Montana,” said
Carolyn. “He was exhausted

but very committed to being

there.”

When he’s not continuing
his emergency training, Kyle
works in construction and at
Bowman Orchards in Rexford.
But his mom expects this won’t
be the last time her middle son
heads out to help keep people
he doesn’t even know out of
harm’s way.

.“He's applied at the
Lockheed Martin site in West
Milton to become an incident
prevention specialist,” said
Carolyn. “Or he'd like to be a
paid firefighter as a career. |
didn’t realize how many options
there are for him out there
as far as being a paramedic
or emergency responder.
Whatever he chooses, he'll
give it his best.”

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Inspections begin at Central Avenue motels

Town checking safety after
charges of paor conditions
for social services clients

Colonie building inspectors
completed a series of room-to-
room walk-throughs last week at
a string of Central Avenue motels,
aprocess that began before county
legislators passed a law urging
them to do so Monday, Aug. 13.

Colonie building and fire
inspectors, police and county
health department officials toured
the Skylane and Best Value Inn
motels on Central Avenue. The two
were among a list of four Central
Avenue corridor motels County
Legislator Christine Benedict, R-
Colonie, called on to be cleaned up
for deplorable living conditions.

County social services have
used the motels to house families
on welfare and postrelease sex
- offenders.

Inspectors said many of the
conditions cited in town documents
in May acquired by Benedict
no longer exist. They had been
addressed over the summer.

Still, the inspections are far
from ovet, said Colonie officials.

“We are going to generate a
list of violations we picked up
that, in my opinion, were fairly
minor. We will probably give them
two weeks (to address them),”
said Michael Rosch, building
department director. “They were
fairly minor, still they’re not the
Marriott.” ‘

Most of the citations were along
the lines of missing batteries in
smoke detectors and windows
painted shut. They were not like
many Benedict had earlier pointed
out, such as raw sewage, exposed
wiring and rotting ceilings and

roofs. Still, several rooms remained

to be seen at the Skylane, and
inspectors were returning to the
Best Value Inn to see the other half
of the 40 rooms they were unable
to access.

The living conditjons at the
motels became the focus of a
county legislative front to revamp
the county’s stance on housing
welfare recipients and convicted
sex offenders placed at the motels,
After an attempt to relocate
families and people living in the
motels fafled last Monday in the
legislature, lawmakers opted to
inform Colonie to crack down
on motel owners and clean the
sites up.

Although the legislation
Benedict proposed last week
lost much of its muscle, it’s still
playing a part in cleaning up the
facilities, especially as word got
out that inspectors will be visiting,
unannounced, other motels not

on her list,

“Since all of this has been
exposed, a lot of the motels you
are seeing the workers outside
doing work. If Colonie is on a
mission to bring these motels up to
code, then I'm sure that they will,”
Benedict said.

Nownot onlywﬂl some of those
Central Avenue motels serve
Albany County’s sex offenders
placed by Albany County Social-
Services, but Schenectady’s
as well. Benedict described it
a pinning one county against

Town Supervisor Mary Brizzell
said she shares Benedict's
concerns, but is quick to point the
finger at the county for placing the
responsihility for the condition of
the hotels solely on Colonie.

Schenectady county legislators
passed new legislation that
prohibits level 2 and 3 sex
offenders from living with 2,000
feet from anywhere children
frequent. Level one, sex offenders
are exempt from the residency
restriction.

Albany County requires that
the sex offenders live outside of
1,000 feet from such areas.
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. the motels, she said.

While the town compiles its
checklists of the two motels, and
more to come, Brizzell suggested
that county social services might
want to jump in.

She said Colonie and the county
need to be careful with future sex
offender legislation and include
social services in better gauging
the condition of these motels and
the future practice of placing both
weifare families and sex offenders

at them, she said.

She said she doesn’t like the
county suggestion that Colonie
isn’t deing what it should do.

For years, motels such as the
Skylane have contracted with
Albany County to house post-
release sex offenders.

During the recent inspections,
Rosch said he noted a prominently
displayed sign on the wall reading:
“No Children Allowed.”

Early on in her fight to clean up
the hotels, Benedict discovered
that at one point in time, sex
offenders and welfare families
were placed under the same roof.
Social services officials have
stated that that has not happened
in years,

Regardless, Benedict fears
a surge of sex offenders could
inundate these motels as
Schenectady chases convicted
individuals out of town and down
Central Avenue. Also, these motels,
which make a decent dollar off the
county contracts, will be quick to
collect on the windfall, she said.
