Hi, Mr.Travel Guy: Isn’t
autumn a wonderful time of
year? We are so lucky to have a
full artist’s palette of bursting fall
colors between the Adirondacks
and the Catskill Mountains,
Where are some of your favorite
places to go leaf peeking?

Answer: Oh, please, not
another Leaf Lover...

Listen, like most of you, I
have a job. I come to work, I do
what they tell me, they pay me
... that's it. i

But today I'm finally taking a
stand - I'm a rebel. I'm not doing
it. ’'m not writing about leaves. I
don’tlike leaves, never have, This
time of year all you read about is
the magnificence of the colors”
that surrounds us. The crimsons,
the golds, the burnt oranges ...
the flaming leaves of the Capital -
District. People talk about leaves
in such sweetterms it makes my
teeth hurt.

What most of you young leaf
lovers don’t know is it didn’t used
to be like this.

Maybe I'm still scarred from
childhood, a far away time before
leatblowers and when you could
still burn leaves in your yard. 1
can remember the seasonal smell,
Younger brothers — that would
be me - had to rake the leaves. I
don’t know why, it was just a rule,
The other rule was you didn’t
have to rake the leaves if they
were wet, so [ prayed for rain a
lot. But then, that sunny, bright
day would always show up, and
there [ was raking the day away
with vengeance in my heart. [t was
before puberty so I had to think
about something exciting.

Twould pile themin ahugeleaf
mountain next to the driveway
near the kitchen door. And, to
displace my aggression one day,
I hid deep in the pile and started
velling for my mother. She came
running out from the screened
kitchen door and started looking
for me ... perfect. Then [ jumped
out of the pile and scared her,
which I thought was hilarious.

She didn’t.

A year later I prepared to
carry out the same stunt, so I
crawled into the big leaf pile and
covered myself. Then I started
wondering if my mother would
fall for the same trick. Maybe she
will, maybe she won’t ... and I feil
asleep wondering. -

My older brother came home
inquiring about my whereabouts,
Mother, with a knowing look on
her face, told him to check the
leaf pile. He found me sleeping
and set the leaf pile on fire before
velling, “Fire, Fire!” which he
thought was hilarious.

I didn’t.

So one of my early experiences
with leaves was less than pleasant
and all about work. Raking
leaves and starting fires were
like men’s work. Thinking leaves
were pretty was more for the
ladies. The ladies in my life — my
mom, aunts and grandmother —
thought fall leaves were beautiful,
so I thought it was a girl thing.
The ladies liked to go for rides
to see the leaves. At first my
grandfather drove them, then my
uncles and eventually I was old
enough so I got the duty. But it
was more like a job. I was just a
driver, they were the guests. The
driver wasn't supposed to enjoy
the trip, just drive and be quiet.

From the driver’s seat, I

“listened "as they talked about

leaves like they were talking
about cooking. They wanted
to enjoy them as if they were
cooked just right, at their peak,
not too rare, and not burned and
crispy.

Before today’s leaf information
overload, itwasn't easy to find out
exactly when the leaves were at
their peak, but my grandmother
had a sure-fire technique: She
would call the police department
in Manchester, Vt., ask for the
captain, and ask him if the leaves
were at peak color and worthy
of her visit. She did it with such
authority, the chief must have

figured it was his job to know
things like that. Eventually, police
chiefs in Cooperstown, Lake
Piacid, Skaneateles, Bennington
could all expect an annual call
from my grandmother.

I can’t help but think that
this whole leaf-peeking idea was
dreamed up over a bottle of wine
by some public relations guy and
a New England resort owner.
“How can we get guests to keep
coming? The summer is over and
all we have are dead leaves on the
trees.” I'm sure they are sitting
somewhere laughing today,
toasting their clever ingenuity
and thinking this leaf-looking
phenomenon is just hilarious.

If you are going to go leaf
peeking, at least do it with
something fun in your hand like
a bottle of wine or a greadt date.
It’s important to be a good judge
of wine and of people, but not
always in that order.

Delmar park is a dream come true for dogs

Canines romp and play
at facility that caters
to them

Imagine a great expanse of
open green lawn, speckled with
bright yellow tennis balls. It's a
dog’s dream come true, and it
can be found at the Delmar Dog
Park on Route 32 across from
Line Drivé Park.

Greg Burnham, a frequent
visitor to the park, said it is “the
best dog park around as far as
appearance, and there is more
open space compared to other
area dog parks.” _

Pet owners have been
bringing their eager canines to
the park for a good run and play

since it opened Nov. 18, 2000.

According to veterinarian Carrie
O'Loughlin of the Delmar Animal
Hospital, visiting the park can be
a “great benefit for socializing
and exercising your dog.”

Nan Lanahan, administrator
of Parks and Recreation, said the
park started with a push by dog
owners, who formed a committee
and raised money,

Lanahan said that some
residents initially had concerns
about noise and other issues
after the park opened, but those
concerns have dissipated, and
her office has had few, if any,
complaints.

To visit the dog park, a permit

and dog tag are required from the
town of Bethlehem. Lanahan said
the $30 annual fee covers “routine
maintenance,” which includes
the costs of printing the tags,
maintaining the park, replacing
pooper scoopers, insurance and
having the waste disposal system
pumped as needed. The town
clerK’s office reports there are 269
dogs registered to use the park.
Dog tags are occasionally checked
by animal control officers.

The many amenities at the
park include a small building to
escape inclement weather, water
bowls, water spigot, tennis balls,
small wading pools for cooling
off, pooper scoopers/waste
disposal system, and benches/
tables for the animals’ two-legged
escorts. The lower half of the
park remains lit until 7 p.m. in
the fall and winter.

The names written on the
inside wall of the shelter are the
names of the dogs whose owners
had a part in building the shelter,
according to Burnham, who,
along with his dog Miss Bailey,
is a daily visitor to the park.

“Peak hours are from 5 until
about 6:30 p.m.,” said Burnham.
For people hesitant to check
out the facility because of
concerns about their dogs’ shy
personalities, (’Loughlin offered
some words of advice,

“Start your dog out slow on a
leash while in the park instead of
letting him loose,” she said. That
gives the pet owner and dog the
chance to check things out and
take it at their own pace.

Since dogs are required to
be licensed and up-to-date on
vaccines, there is no great concern
about dogs catching anything

aside from maybe a respiratory
illness such as a cold.

O’Loughlin said that Delmar
Animal Hospital “treats one or
two injuries a year” as a result
of one dog being aggressive
toward another. The key is to
know your own dog’s behavior.
Aggressive dogs that can’t be
controlled by their owners will

be asked to leave the park.

The Friends of Stanford Home won its lawsuit this
week, and the site of the Ingersoll Home for the Aged
in Niskayuna won’t become a mall.

Throughout the Capital District, open space has be-
come a top priority for residents and local officials. In
August, Clifton Park
announced its pur-
chase of 54 acres on
Route 146 near Nott
Road, which will be
combined with adjoin-
ing property tobecome
the 151-acre Rexford Commons by 2009.

In the town of Bethlehem, a state grant and funds
from the Open Space Conservancy of New York made
it possible for the town to take over the operation of
Colonial Acres Golf Course, a small golf course in the
middle of a residential neighborhood that had been at
risk of disappearing.

It’s always heartening to see patches of green pre-
served in our high-tech world. Elected officials in the
Capital District take seriously their jobs of keeping
taxes reasonable. The most efficient way to do this
is to draw business to town, but improperly placed
businesses can often reduce the prettiest parts of our
towns: their open space. In recentyears, comprehensive
plans have been the order of the day as towns try to
grow in a manner that will keep the towns attractive
and livable while attracting a stronger, nonresidential
tax base. Those plans often include open space plans;
if they don’t, they should.

Citizen activism has also helped the Capital

District retain the open space that people from
larger cities envy. Key to comprehensive plan
crafting are the focus groups, public hearings and
committees that were created to address specific
aspects of the plans.

Too often, it’s easy to criticize government deci-
sions withouttaking action, so the Friends of Stanford
| Home gets a high mark for using the right channels
" to achieve an end result that had a lot of support.
Like the group “Save the Geese” that fought for hu-
mane treatment of the geese in Scotia’s Collins Park,
the Friends of Stanford Home worked tirelessly to
achieve its goal.

Our hats are off to them, and to all who Wo'rk' to keep
open space a priority in the development of the Capltal
District.

| Diahetes: Don’t go it alone

Most of us know that eating
well and being physically active
are part of a healthy lifestyle, and
we struggle to put this knowledge
into action. However, if you're
one of the more than 20 million
Americans with diabetes, these

£ activities are just a part of the self-
§ care routine necessary to feel well
f and avoid serious complications

of diabetes. Many people with
diabetes feel overwhelmed as they

 try to eat healthy foods, exercise,

[ monitor their blood sugar, take

| medications and get both regular
and specialty medical care.

By building a team of partners,
people will find that diabetes self
care doesn’t have to mean going

| it alone.

I teach people w1th diabetes
about their disease and options
for treatment, and they teach me
about their lifestyle and barriers
that getin the way of their diabetes
self-care and control. Together,
we create a plan to overcome
these barriers. Often, the best
solutions involve getting support
from healthcare professionals,
family and friends.

A diabetes care team includes
anyonewho offershelp, information
and support. Your family doctor,
diabetes educator, endocrinologist
(doctor who specialize in diabetes),
ophthalmologist (eye doctor),
podiatrist foot doctor), pharmacist,
ftiends and family members can all
support you in different ways.

These partners can help you
improve your diabetes self-care
in several key areas, which
the American Association of
Diabetes Educators, AADE,
identifies as the seven self-
care behaviors: healthy eating,
being active, monitoring,
taking medication, problem
solving, reducing risks and
healthy coping.

While these are many balls to
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Point of View

juggle, it's important to remember
that diabetes self-care does not
mean going it alone. In fact, AADE
has created a program called
Side by Side; A Partner Approach
to Diabetes Self Care, to show

people how to use care partners

for support while incorporating
each of these behaviors into a
daily routine. Here are some Side
by Side tips for incorporating care
partners into all seven areas of
your self-care.

A

Healthy eating
Understanding how foods
affect your blood glucose can help
you make smart eating choices to
better control diabetes.

¢ Invite a friend to attend a
healthy cooking class with you.

» Make a list of your favorite
healthy foeds and share it with
your family member who does
the grocery shopping.

- o Keep a diary of your food
choices for a few days, and share
this with a dietitian or diabetes
educator for insight.

+ Enlist co-workers in a drive
to make your workplace less
“sweets-and-treats-friendly.”

Being active

Everyone’s physical abilities
are different, so find what’s best
for you. Exercise doesn’t have to
mean running a marathon. Other
ways to lead a physically active
life include:

¢ Take your dog (or spouse!)
for a walk every day.

e Call a friend to go dancing -

or take a bike ride.
¢+ Geta pedometer and monitor
your daily steps to reach a goal.
¢ Find a gym buddy to motivate
you to stay active,

Monitoring

Checking blood glucose levels
can help you learn how foods,
activity and medicines affect your
blood glucose. It can help you
keep focused on your diabetes
and what you need to do, as well
as help you understand how
well your diabetes care plan is
working. The whole point of
monitoring is to help you make
better self-care decisions, not
to take a bulging logbook of
numbers to your doctor.

» Ask your doctor or diabetes
educator for your target blood
giucose results and what you should
do when they are not in target.

* Let family members know
how they can help. Should they
ask you how your reading is? If
your reading is high, do you want
them to suggest the two of you'go
for a walk or to the gym?

» If your fingertips are sore,
ask about using your palm for
testing.

Taking medication

It's not unusual to be on several
different medicines for diabetes,
and that can make taking them
correctly more complicated.

¢ Ask your doctor why each
medication was prescribed for you.

¢ [f you have difficulty fitting

potlight

your medication routine into
your daily routine, talk with a
diabetes educator about other
options.

* If you use herbals
or supplements, ask your
pharmacist how they might affect
your diabetes.

¢ Ask a family member to
help you remember to take your
medicines, especially if you are
going away for a few days, or are
eating away from home and need
to take medicine with your meal,

Problem solving

You can’t plan for every situation
you face, but problem-solving
skills can help you handle the
unexpected. Some of the most
important problem-solving skills
involve learning how to recognize
and react to high and low blood
glucose levels. You could:

¢ Talk with your family about
not eating your “sugar stash” that
you keep in the car or the kitchen
cupboard for treating low blood
sugar.

s Ask your doctor or diabetes
educator for specific directions
about at what blood glucose level
you should call them and what
actions you can take to lower
your blood glucose when it is
unexpectediy high.

» Tell all medical providers
that you have diabetes and ask
how any new treatment for other
conditions might affect your
diabetes.

Reducing risks

To reduce your risk of
complications:

¢ Stop smoking.

¢ Have regular medical
checkups.

* See an ophthalmologist (eye
doctor) at least once a year.

¢ Keep your feet dry and
clean, and check them for injuries
every day.

Healthy coping

Diabetes can affect you both
physically and emotionally. Living
with it every day can make you
feel angry, discouraged, stressed
or even depressed. If you feel like
diabetes is conquering you or you
don’t see any benefit to taking
care of yourself, you probably
need more support.

e Let others, including your
doctor, know you are going
through a rough time.

» Talk with others who have

-diabetes about your feelings.

® Look for a support group or
make your own,

* Write in a journal or read a
daily meditation book.

* Take action...get outside,
help others....do something.

To get more self-care ideas,
connect with others who have
diabetes, or find a diabetes
educator, goto mydiabetespartner.
org. This resource offers tips to
help family members and friends
of someone with diabetes, and
it provides a list of upcoming
Side by Side events. Whether
you have been diagnosed with
diabetes or'you are a partner in
care, it's always easier to manage
diabetes side by side.

Nationally, concerned parents,
activists, farmers and food service
directors have joined together to
fight childhood cbesity and support
local economies by pressuring
schools across the country to
provide kids healthy food from

3 local farms. An integral part of the
§ localfoods movement sweeping the

country, farm to school programs
are a package deal aiming to feed
kids locally grown food, preserve
farmland and educate children
about nutrition and agriculture.

The menu for the first week at
my son’s school was: hamburger
or hot dog; meatball sub; a
promising sounding chicken fajita
and barbecued chicken on a bun.
Each meal was accompanied by
a fresh fruit or veggie and rice,
mashed potatoes or the somewhat
questionable “potato puff”. Not
bad, although none of it sounds
particularly low-cal. Do any of
these foods come from local farms?
Probably not. The financial and
logistical restraints on public school
food service programs are mind-
boggling.

“School lunches generally cost
between $1.50 and $2.00 per
meal. Discounted and free meals
are available to children from
households living at the poverty line.

This is mostly made up for by state
and federal subsidies. In addition
the federal government provides a
certain amount of what are called
“commuodity foods,” food set aside
from agricultural surpluses. Schools
can access fresh produce through
a program run by the Department
of Defense (DoD} in cooperation
with the USDA called the DoD
Fresh Fruitand Vegetable Program.
School food service buyers are able
to allocate a predetermined amount
of their commodity dollars to the
DOD program and purchase from a
wide selection of fresh produce.

Most school lunch programs
are self supporting, meaning that
the money they take in through
lunch sales is the amount of money
they have to spend. That $2 or less
each kid hands over at the end of
the lunch line has to cover not only
the cost of the food but the food
service department labor as well
as all the expenses associated with
running the kitchen and cafeteria.
Roughly half of the purchase price
of a school lunch goes to pay for
labor. That leaves only $1.00 to pay
for the required 2 ounces of protein,
one serving of grain or bread, 2.
servings of fruit or vegetable plus
milk. It is clearly unrealistic to
expect food service personnel to
put together nutritional meals for
children including fresh, locally
grown produce with the money
currently available.

What is the solution? More
money allocated to school lunch

pot

ht

programs would allow food
service buyers to spend more
on fruits and vegetables which
could be purchased from local
farmers. More resources also
need to be devoted to the training
and compensation of food service
personnel to ensure that school’s
have the ability to prepare quality
food for students. The DoD Fresh
Fruits and Vegetables program

.could make it a priority to match

schools with local farms to
minimize transportation costs.

The Cornell University Farm
to School Program has developed
a Farm to School tool kit that
recommends communities take
advantage of the federally
mandated Wellness Policy
that each school is required to
implement. Language prioritizing
the purchase of local foods for
the school lunch program can be
integrated into school wellness
policies. In addition school boards
can vote to adopt a policy of
purchasing locally produced
foods for the school’s food service
whenever possible.

Any answers to be found will
result from the collective efforts
of parents, food service directors,
school administrators and local
farmers. It will take time for
things to fall into place but the
end goal of feeding chiidren fresh,
locally grown food and educating
them about where their food
comes from couldn’t be more far
reaching and worthwhile.

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High school unvels new look

As multi-million-doliar
makeover wraps up,
high school to hold
an open house

A new front entrance, addi-
tional classrooms, added space
with more natural light and high-
er ceilings are a few of the many
changes at the renovated Bethle-
hem high school.

“T am extremely grateful to the
voters for the support they have
shown repeatedly -throughout
the years and with this bond,”
said high school Principal Chuck
Abba, referring to the public ref-
erendum in 2003 that set the $93
million districtwide construction
projects in motion.

The community will get to see
all the changes at the high school
on during homecoming when
staff present an open house for
the community Saturday, Oct. 13,
from 10 a.m. to noon.

“The community has been
very supportive of the school in
my time here, and it is a critical
part of the success we have,” said
Abba, now in his third year as
principal.

Students at the high school no
longer have to walk in the cold
or rainy weather when moving
among the wings. The large foy-
ers add a personal feeling.

“One of the goals of the high
school project was to create a
campus where kids do not have
to go outside to change classes,”
said Gregg Nolte, district director
of operations and maintenance.
“It causes a major security issue.”

Nolte said the square footage
at the high school was increased
from 262,000 square feet to
353,000 square feet.

“It was the most difficult sum-
mer the district ever experienced,
with eight of 11 buildings under
construction,” Nolte said. “It was

a huge undertaking and very dif
ficult for staff.”

One area noticeably different
from last year is the expanded
cafeteria with large windows that
create a bright atmosphere.

“The cafeteria now seats about
400 kids,” said Abba.” “The win-
dows alone change the mood; it's

so much better,”

Science classrooms were add-
ed to one wing, and a new fitness
center with free weights, nautilus
machines and stationary bikes,
was built last February.

“Physical education classes
use it, and athletic teams use it for

strength training,” said Abba.

If corrosion is present, clean it
with a mixture of baking soda and
water, and put on a set of battery
washers to keep corrosion from
coming back.

Underinfiated tires reduce

fuel economy
Fall is here, which means folks
are switching gears in their driving
routines. Instead of hitting the road
for a vacation, it’s back to school
and back to the %to-5 grind.

No matter the season, though,
driving is still an expensive
proposition. While gas prices
have stabilized, drivers are still
concerned about the high costs of
seasonal driving. With the holidays
around the corner, can families
still afford to pile the kids into the
car and ride to Grandma’s house
several states away?

Savvy drivers are constantly
seeking ways to increase fuel
economy and to squeeze out more
miles per tank.

According to Fred Koplin of
Yokohama Tire Corporation,

just 6 to 7 psi (pounds per square
inch) can reduce fuel economy

by 2 percent or more ... and

* tread wear life by as much as 10

percent.

“When a tire is undennflated,
the car’'s weight rests more on the
tire’s shoulders than its center,
causing poor fuel economy,
uneven wear and a less-than-
firm ride, which can significantly
reduce driver control.”

Koplin says most people
aren’t aware that today’s tires
are scientific marvels, holding
up under extreme heat and
freezing conditions, cruising
over pavement, rocks, dirt, water,
snow, mud, gravel and all sorts
of road hazards. Tires boast
advanced tread designs, sidewalls,
belts and compounds, and they
work so well, they've practically
become an afterthought in most
households.

The Auto Club reports that
as many as 86 percent of drivers
don’t check their tire inflation
properly. However, this percentage
is likely to start dropping as gas
prices under-inflate consumer
pocketbooks and former tire
novices learn how to maintain
preper pressure levels.

says. And while there are about
3,500 sizes and types of tires on
the market, he suggests some
simple procedures to aid proper
tire wear.

¢ Once amonth, when the tires *

are cold, or at least three to four
hours after the vehicle has been
driven, check tire pressure with
a reliable tire gauge. (Normal
driving causes tires to heat, raising
air pressure. Releasing air when
tires are hot may dangerously
under-inflate the tires.) And be
sure that the valve stems have a
plastic or metal cap to keep out
dirt and seal against leakage.

» Tires should be rotated at
least every 5,000 to 8,000 miles
and the alignment should be
checked once a year. Misaligned
tires can cause the car to drag,
which lowers mileage and causes
unnecessary tire wear.

* An over-inflated tire putsless
tread on the road and increases
wear on the center of the tread.
A tire is designed to run with the
vehicle’s weight spread evenly
across the tire’s width.

“Even though tire technology
has advanced as much in the past
decade as almost any other facet of
automotive engineering, only the
discerning consumers understand
the high-tech realities of tires,”
Koplin says. “However, with
escalating fuel prices, the time
is fast approaching when drivers
are going to focus on simple
things like proper tire pressure
to maximize tire performance,
increase fuel economy and boost
tread wear.”

Wear in the middle of the tire
indicates over inflation for a
significant amount of time,
as wear on both outer edges
indicates under inflation.

¢ Rotation: Regular rotation
extends the life of the tires,
saving both time and money
in the long run. For rotation,
each tire and wheel is removed
from the vehicle and replaced
in a different position. This
ensures that all of the tires
wear evenly and last longer.

¢ Alignment: Alignment
generally refers to the
adjustment of a vehicle’s
front and rear suspension
parts. Proper alignment not
only ensures that the vehicle
handles correctly but it will
also help increase the life
and performance of the tires.
Check alignment after hitting
an object, when wear patterns
develop on the shoulders of the
tires or if there is a difference
in vehicle handling.

It's been called the ulti-
mate gift, even though peo-
ple who donate their bodies
to science will never know
how their remains paved the
way to the understanding of
the human body and the edu-
cation of those who make use
of it.

able for a particular class.
The class of 2010 has 138
students, each of whom gets
the opportunity to physically
explore the human bedy, said
Martino.

The program begar. in 1979
with as many as 30 dcnations
being made eac h vear. That

number now averages 250 in
a year.

Martino and Albany Medi-
cal Coliege students thanked
donors and their families on
Friday, Sept. 7, at an inter-
ment ceremony at Albany Ru-
ral and St. Agnes cemeteries.
The remains of 247 donors
were buried at the cemeter-
ies.

Albany Medical is one of a
handful of medical colleges
that holds such ceremonies
for its anatomical donors. It
helps to generate a buzz about
the program, said Martino.

A decade ago, computer-
aided animation was the new
face of human dissection.
More medical schools began
incorporating the programs
into their curriculum, and it
appeared as if the way of hu-
man dissection might be lost,
if not limited in its use.  _.

Although the new technol-
ogy wiasn’t implemented in
response to a shortage of ca-
davers per se, said Martino,
it was an attempt to replicate
the procedure. But it didn’t.
Doctors just couldn’t see
sending out 138 new doctors
who had never taken a knife
to human flesh.

“You learn it all on paper,
but when you dissect, you see
the connectors,” said Aaron
Provisor, 25, a second-year
medical students at Albany
Medical College who hopes
to practice oncology.

“Every medical school has

some form of physical dissec-
tion. Other schools may do
anatomy in one large chunk,”
he said. Proviso spoke at the
ceremony at Albany Rural
cemetery.

That’s to say that the anat—
omy program is designed
around a large group of stu-
dents who spend a portion of
a semester dissecting bodies
to learn the basics of anato-
my, he said.

That’s not the case at Alba-
ny Med. Because of the num-
ber of available cadavers, the
college is able to use physical
dissection in the study of par-
ticular diseases or functions
of the body, he said.

Provisor worked with one
other person during dissec-
tions. They were performed
three times a week, depend-
ing on a particular medical
topic. One week it may be
cardiovascular, the other
gastroenteritis, Complete
understanding of the inner
workings of the systems or
conditions would be lost with-
out the use of dissection, said
Provisor.,

Albany Medical College
has done what it could to
make people aware that ana-
tomical gifts are an alter-
native to. traditional burial.
They have frequented senior
groups, churches and living
centers, and they are warmly
welcomed, said Martino.

He took control of the pro-
gram in 1985 and has since

been on a mission to dispel ~
rumors about the practice and
get the word out to people or
families and friends that may
be curious about donating.

Most of the donors pre-
register with Albany Medical
College, although some gifts
are donated by next-ofkin,
explained Julie Cheng, the .
program coordinator.

“People can call or request
the forms online,” Cheng
said. “They return them to
us and receive a letter of ac-
knowledgment and a donor
card to carry.” ‘

Martino said he explains
the same thing to people.
If donors use Hans Funeral
Home, the funeral is free for
people within 120 miles of the
college. The remains will be
cremated and returned to the
family. If they choose, they
can participate in the annual
ceremony. '

The financial difference
isn’t small. The costs for buri-
al can build quickly and hit as
much as $20,000 and $1,500
for cremation, he said.

“Some look at it (donation)
as a way to ease the burden
on the heirs or family with
burial,” said Martino. “But
the majority of people do it to
give something to society.”

bodies to medical research,
believing by doing so, they
may be helping prolong the
lives of families they will nev-
er know.

The Muse family held me-
morial services for their par-
ents, which gave th=m the
opportunity to support one
another, pray ar.d move away
from the connection o their
parents’ bodies.

In the middle
of Albany Rural Cemetery,
surrounded by the ethereal
setting of rolling hills, pots
of flowers and tombstones
bearing etched names fading
into the grey stone, the air
was tinged with the solem-
nity and solitude of mourn-
ing. Some of the family mem-
bers of the nearly 250 people
whose bodies were donated
w1ped away tears, some were
lost in thought, but many
nodded their heads in agree-
ment with Behan’s words.

“I did not know all the peo-
ple we are paying tribute to-
day, but these are husbands,
wives, children, brothers and
sisters, all unique children of
“When it
came to the end of their time

on earth, they made a deci-
sion that touched, saved or
extended the lives of people
they’ll never have the chance
to meet, Life is transient.
There is comfort. This is a
profound gift they gave, the
gift of hope.”

Families sat in rows of
chairs encircling the commu-
nal coffin housing the cre-
mated remains of the bodies.
The casket, rich mahogany

The pickin’s aren’t slim when it comes to fall fun and produce in the Capital District

n Charlie Brown's classic
cartoon, Linus camped
out in the most sincere
pumpkin patch he
, d find to wait for the Great
Pumpkin.

Most of us won't be spending
a night surrounded by orange
orbs, but many families will be
visiting local farms to pick out the
perfect pumpkin to carve into a
jack-0™lantern to decorate front -
porches. As the air turns chilly
and cornstalks brown and crinkle,
it’s also time to grab the kids and
a bushel basket to pick apples to
add to lunchboxes or bake into
-~ pies using Grandma’s recipe,
Catch a free lift into an orchard on
a hay wagon, and the day turns
into an outdoor adventure.

In Saratoga County,
there’s a long list of weekend
destinations offering seasonal
favorites. Sunnyside Farms
in Saratoga Springs is a virtual
autumnal playground, with an
enormous pumpkin field filled
with tombstones bearing jokes
(“How do you make a witch
itch? Take away the ‘'w’™) and
an old-fashioned,
child-sized .
train zipping
around its
perimeter.
There’s also a

One of the newest crazes in
outdoor fall activities is getting
hopelessly lost in a maze carved
out of cornfields.

“I've owned this farm for 41
years, and five years ago we
started designing aad cutting
patterns into the field,” said
Anna Macica.

Eagles rekindle playoff hopes

Victory over Saratoga
gives Bethiehem
one tiebreaker

‘The Bethlehem football team
still has a chance to make the
Section I, class AA playoffs.

With Thursday’s 16-13 Empire
Division victory over Saratoga
Springs, the Eagles {1-3) moved
a game closer to the fourth-place
Blue Streaks (2-2) and gave them
a tiebreaker should an end-of-
season deadlock occur.

“For us to get a win like that
against Saratoga it's a confidence

boost,” said Bethlehem coach
Ron Smith. “We've gotten better
every week, but we still have to

. win every week.”

The turning point of the game
- and perhaps Bethlehem’'s
season — came on the fourth play
from scrimmage. Facing fourth
down and three near midfield,
Saratoga elected to go for the
first down rather than punt. That
turned out to be a mistake, as the
Eagles stuffed the Blue Streaks’
attempt and took over inside
Saratoga territory.

“I think our kids took it as a
slap in the face,” said Srmth of
Saratoga’s dec1310n

Once the Eagles had the ball,
it didn’t take long for them to

drive into the end zone. Sean
Murphy capped the series with a
1-yard touchdown run, and Sam
Smith added the extra point to put
Bethlehem ahead 7-0.

“(The defensive stop) gave us
some energy to feed off of,” said
coach Smith.

Saratoga got on the scoreboard
early in the second quarter when
Tony DelLoatch plowed his way
into the end zone from four yards
out, but Bethlehem blocked
Jimmy Minogue’s extra point
attempt to hold on to a 7-6 lead.
Casiem Maxwell then broke free
for a 58-yard touchdown run to re-
establish the Eagles seven-point
advantage. It was the longest
run of the night for Maxwell, a
sophomore tailback.

“We're really excited about
him because he’s a sophomore,
and he’s getting better every
week,” said Smith.

Bethlehem extended its lead to
16-6 two seconds before halftime
when Sam Smith drilled a 25yard
field goal. That proved to be the
winning points, as Saratoga shut
out the Eagles in the second half,
but could only manage a Minogue
47-yard touchdown run in the
fourth quarter.

“We didn’t score any
touchdowns (in the second half),
but we had two drives that took up
seven-and-a-half minutes each,”
said coach Smith.

Murphy rushed for a season-
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Irish need to rethmk independent status

What I'm about to say some
would consider sacrilegious.

By some, ] mean Notre Dame
football fans,

It’s time for the Fighting
Irish to give up the fight as an
independent and join the Big
East.

Seriously, it’s not helping them.
In fact, it’s hurting them to be
independent.

“How can this be?” a Notre
Dame fan might ask. “Being
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Rob Jogas

independent means we can
schedule games against all the
top teams in the nation if we
want t0.”

The problem is, you might not
want to. Not if it means possibly
starting 0-8, which is exactly what
the Fighting Irish are facing this
season.

Look at who Notre Dame
opened the season with - Georgia
Tech, Penn State, Michigan and
Michigan State. A good ACC
team and three strong Big 10
programs {Michigan’s losses to

Appalachian State and Oregon
notwithstanding). That’s the kind
of four-week stretch where if you
finish 2-2, you're doing pretty
good.,

The final scores? 33-3, 31-10,

. 380 and 31-14. All blowouts, all

losses.

What's worse? All happened
on national TV because networks
still believe Notre Dame has a
national following. After those
losses, I'm not certain anyone
would want to own up to being a
Notre Dame fan. Except for Regis
Philbin.

This isn’t embarrassing for the
Fighting Irish. This is ridiculous.
Until Saturday’s home loss to
Michigan State, they hadn't scored
an offensive touchdown. That's
three games without an offensive
touchdown. Even Syracuse scored
an offensive touchdown in its first

three games. (Then, the Orange
scored five against Louisville in a
week four victory, Go figure.)

The problem isn’t that Notre
Dame doesn’t have talent. I'm
sure Jimmy Clausen wiil live
up to his billing as a top-notch
quarterback someday - just not
as atrue freshman playing behind
one of the worst offensive lines
in the nation. And somewhere
among the 10 halfbacks and
fullbacks on the roster, there
has to be one who can carry the
load.

The problem isn’t on the
sidelines, either. Say what you will
about Charlie Weis, but he was
able to take the talent left behind
by former coach Ty Willingham
and turn it into a winning group
the past two years. He might not
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
