Bethlehem, Guilderland 

schools have higher 
turnouts than most

The. tumultuous economny 
brought increased scrutiny of 
school budgets and board of 
education elections this year, 
but voter turnout was still low 
Tuesday, May 19. 

The majority of local proposed 
budgets passed. The two 
districts in the Capital District 
whose budgets were defeated, 
Schenectady and Troy, also saw 
low voter turnouts. . 

Both Bethlehem and 
Guilderland school districts 
had higher turnouts than their · 
counterparts in the 12-district 
Suburban Council, drawing the 
second- and third--highest vote 
totals in Albany County. 

The Albany City School District 
saw the most voters, with 4,044 
ballots cast for its school budget 

The Bethlehem Central School 
District had 3,625 voters pull the 
lever, and Guilderland Central had 
3,601 votes. The Albany district 
serves 8,209 students, while 
Bethlehem has an enrollment 
of around 5,100 and Guilderland 
has 5,300. 

Albany has a population 
of about 100,000 and the two 
suburban towns hover around 
35,000, according to census 
data. 

So although Albany serves 
3,000 more students and has 
a much larger eligible voting 
population, residents there cast 
only roughly 500 more votes than 
in Bethlehem and Guilderland. 

In the Suburban Council, 
Shenendehowa Central School 
District drew the most votes with · 
4,689, followed by Bethlehem 
and Guilderland. Shen serves 
a large district with nearly twice 
the number of students of either 
Bethelehem or Guilderland. Shen 
has an enrollmentof9,755, which 
is one of the highest in the area. 

In Saratoga County, the 7,000-
student Saratoga Central School 
District netted 3,120 votes to 
pass its budget; the 4,450-student 
Ballston Spa Central School 

·District got 2,560 votes; and the 
3,500-student Burnt Hill/Ballston 
Lake School Central School 
District saw 2,682 voters. 

In Schenectady County, the 
4,300-student Niskayuna Central 
School District passed a budget 
with 2,634 votes, and the 3,200-
student Mohonasen Central 
School District got 1,552 voters 
to come out 

There are nearly 60,000 
students served in the Suburban 
Council, and there were 33,925 
votes cast on the Tuesday, May 
19, statewide school vote. Most 
of the proposed tax rate increases 
were below five percent. 

Dr Raymond Colucciello, 
superintendent for the 
Voorheesville School district, 
said the turnout was a low at his 
school district compared to other 
years; but he said more people 

generally come out when there 
is discontent 

"We worked really hard to 
get out the word on the budget 
and informing the public," said 
Bethlehem Central spokesman 
Matt Leon. "This was our lowest 
spending increase in 26 years." 

In Bethlehem, one of the 
highest voter turnout occured in 
2006 when the district's budget 
was voted down before being 
accepted in a revote. The vote 
came in at5,156, with 55.8 percent 
voting no. That was the highest 
district turnout in 50 years until 
the next month's revote, when 
5,888 residents voted. 

The only time Bethlehem 
voted down its budget twice in a 
row was in 1969. 

However, Leon said that 
budgets voted down don't 
necessarily garner the biggest 
turnouts. He pointed to a nurober 
of years, such as 2004 and 2000, 
when a large number of voters 
came out to support the budget, 
with more than 60 percent in 

favor. 
One Bethlehem resident, 

Slingerlands businessman Philip 
Carter, has been openly critical of 
the low voter turnouts in recent 
years and sent a flurry of e­
mails to the Bethlehem Board of 
Education. 

"Before you all break your 
arms patting yourself on the back, 
let us note that the turnout was 
down to 17 percent of the eligible 
voters from 20 percent last y_ear," 
Carter wrote to the board of 
education in e-mails obtained by 
The Spotlight "The budget was, 
in effect, put in place by only 11 
percent of the eligible voters." 

Board president James Lytle 
said the district is all too aware of 
low turnout for school votes. 
. "As I've indicated in the past, if 

you have any suggestions on how 
to increase turnout, let us know," 
Ly\:Ie said."We've tried everything 
we can think of ... to remind 
people tliat it's their turn."

Victory gardens get makeover I 
In the Capital District, less than 20 percent of the 

electorate participated in the passing or failing of the 
budgets proposed by one of the largest taxing enti­
ties in their lives.

board elections and budget votes on Tuesday than were 
cast in the "American Idol" finale the next night.

Tractor Supply rea·dy 
to roll into Glenmont 
Business looking to open in 

former Kmart building

The Tractor Supply Company 
is looking to fill the void left 
in Glenmont by the closing of 
Kmart in the Town Squire Plaza 
off Route 9W. 

The company met with the 
town's Development Planning 
Committee on the morning of 
Thursday, May 21, at Bethlehem 
Town Hall to talk about moving 
into the 329 Glenmont Road 
address. According to the listing, 
the Tractor Supply Company is 
looking to have a 15,800-square­
foot outdoor display area and 
a 4,000-square-foot "sidewalk 
display area." 

That is in addition to the 11,900 
square feet of remaining space 
inside of the plaza. 

The site is a part of the 
Selkirk Fire "District and is 
zoned coiiunercial hamlet water 
and sewer district, according 
to the town: The site is within 
the Bethlehem Central School 
District 

The town's Industrial 
Development Agency Chairman 
and Assistant Town Engiiieer 
and Land Surveyor Terrence Ritz 
said the company wants to put in 
a 20,600-square-foot store in the 
former Kmart spot with a large 
outdoor "showroom." 

'They are going to apply to the 
town for the proper permits very 
soon and are hoping to be on the 
next planning board agenda," 
Ritz said. 

The next planning board 
meeting is scheduled forTuesday, 
June 2, at.Bethlehem Town Hall 
in Delmar. 

Ritz said the company plans to 
tear off 100 feet from the end of 
the plaza structure to make way 
for the outdoor area. He said 
the company is looking to sell 
more lawnmower type machines 
and equipment rather than the 
traditional large farm tractor. 

The parking lot at the plaza 
provides more spaces than is 
required for a business the size of 
what Tractor Supply is proposing 
under the town's zoning code, 
according to Ritz.

too. 

'They're going to install a new 
sidewalk from [Route] 9W to 
Glenmont Road," said Ritz. 

TheTractorSupplyCompany · 
is a nationwide corporation 
started in Chicago in 1938. 
It opened its first retail store 
a year later in Minot, N.D. 
According to its Web site, the 
company "owns and operates 
more than 800 stores in 40 
states supplying daily farm and 
ranch maintenance supplies to a 
targeted customer base." 

Also heard from at the meeting 
was a business called Pilot Travel 
Center, LLC, which is looking 
to set up shop on River Road in 
5elkirk off the Exit 22 Thruway 
ramp. 

The company is looking to 
build a 3,500-square-footfastfood 
restaurant and a 7,800-square-. 
foot convenience store, gasoline 
am! diesel fueling island with 
adjoining parking lots. The site is 
located in the Selkirk fire district 
and is zoned Mixed Economic 
Development, so it would require 
a zoning change to Rural Light 
Industrial. 

Ritz said the company will cater 
to larger trucks and travelers as 
opposed to local customers. 

'They're trying to get more of

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Hard work spells success Two trailblazers 
FMS student represents 
district at national bee

E-X-C-1-T-E-D. Thafs the word 
Luxi Peng used to describe her 
feelings about her upcoming 
trip to Washington, D.C., to 
participate in the Scripps National 
Spelling Bee from Monday, May 
25, to Friday, May 29. 

Luxi, a seventh-grader at 
Farnsworth Middle School, 
took top prize at the Greater 
Capital Region Spelling Bee held 
Monday, March 16, at Proctors. 
She is the first Guilderland 
student to win that honor. 

Luxi said it is harder to study 
for the national spelling bee 
because there is no particular set 
of words that will be featured in 
the competition, .like'there was 
for the regional tournament 

''There are 467,000 words in 
the dictionary, and it could be any 
one of them," she said. 

At Proctors, there was a list 
of "only" 1,200 words that were 
in play, she said. 

She said for the national 
competition, ifs not a matter of 
memorization, but of learning 
the rules. · 

''I'm trying to get a feel for 
endings and prefixes," she said. 

She said learning homophones 
is also important 

"She is very busy with her 
school work," said her mother, 
Luo Qingxiu. 

Luo said Luxi tries her best to 
fit studying for the spelling bee 
into her busy schedule, and Luxi 
often has a number of regular 
school assignments that keep 
her occupied. 

Luo said she has had to catch 
up a little with her homework, 
since she has been preparing for 

the spelling bee, but she has been 
able to manage. She said her 
daughter does at least a little bit 
of studying for the spelling bee 
every day, and she does ·extra 
work with her parents on the 
weekends. 

Luo said she and Luxi's father 
quiz their daughter on a number 
of different words, including ones 
from previous rounds, to help her 
practice. 

Luo said her daughter has 
wanted to make it to the national 
spelling bee sirice she was in the 
fourth grade. Luxi said since she 
has been in the sixth grade. she 
has been studying spelling every 
day, sometimes for as much as 
two hours, in addition to her 
regular schoolwork. 

"She's very talented, but 
she's also a hard worker," Luo 

·said. "She's very excited about 
this. She's talented, has a good 
memory and understanding." 

Luxi is also on the math team, 
her mother said, and she is the 
eighth-ranked math student in 
the Capital District Her team is 
in first place. 

She has little extra time to 
devote to math, her mother said, 
considering her regular studies 
and spelling practice, so she 

· relies on her natural ability. 
Luo said sometimes Luxi 

puts in so much hard work, her 
parents have to encourage her to 
merely complete assignments, 
rather than perfect them. 

"I think thafs her nature," Luo 
added. 

Farnsworth Middle School 
Teacher Deb Escobar, who 
has worked with Luxi as a 
spelling coach, said she; has an 
"outstanding work ethic." 

"She sets challenging but 
achievable goals. She chunks 
work down into manageable 
portions so that she· can make 

a great deal of progress and , 
doesn't get overwhelmed. We 
have been meeting for a couple 
of hours about once a week," 
Escobar said. 

Escobar said she made 
flashcards with published lists 
of words. She said she includes 
spelling, phonetic p· .D.unciation, 
definition and Jang{.age of origin, 
so Luxi gets a healthy dose 
of vocabulary in addition to 
spelling. She said words from 
the second round of the spelling 
bee have been published, and 
Luxi is studying those as well. 
"It was quite an extensive Jist," 
Escobar said. 

She also said Luxi is studying 
from a book called "Spelling 
Rules," which details rules from 
other languages and provides 
examples. 

"Luxi is truly phenomenal in 
what she is able to accomplish. 
We're proud of her efforts, 
which have remained constant 
throughout the year," she said. 

The Scripps National 
Spelling Bee airs on ESPN 
on Wednesday and Thursday, 
May 27 and 28. · 

Luo said the entire family will 
be taking the trip to Washington 
and will be staying at the 
Grand Hyatt hotel, where· the 
competition will be held.

. The town board adopted the 
modification to its solid waste 
management at its meeting on 
Wednesday, May 13. Supervisor 
Jack Cunningham said the action 
was more of a formality under 
the municipal agreement and 
that the town was already· in 
compliance. 

"It will have no effect on the 
residents of this town," he said. 
"Last fall we signed our inter­
municipal agreement with the 
organization that used to be 
ANSWERS." 

Bethlehem does not have 
municipal trash pickup and has 
private haulers charge individual 
residents willing to pay for 
their services. In order for the 
private haulers to dump trash 
in the Albany landfill from town 
residents, Bethlehem needs to 
be in good standing with Capital 
Region Solid Waste Management 
Planning Unit

full compliance with the Capital 
Region Solid Waste Management 
Planning Unit Bethlehem is also a 
part of a solid waste management 
steering committee because the 
future of the Rapp Road Landfill 
is uncertain at this time as it is 
nearing capacity. 

The City of Albany is proposing 
a controversial measure to expand 
the landfill, which borders a rare 
pine barrens known as the Pine 
Bush Preserve. The landfill was 
first expanded in 1991 and has 
since grown twice, with the last 
expansion in February 1999. 

The current planned lateral 
expansion would cover close to 15 
acres, with 2 of those acres falling 
in the "existing landfill operations 
area," and 13 of those acres in 
undeveloped, city-owned land 
to the northeast of the landfill, 

· according to the Oct. 8, 2008, 
Department of Environmental 
Conservation environmental 
impact notice. 

The expansion also includes 
plans for the restoration of 
neighboring wetlands, with 
the creation of 22.14 acres 
of new wetlands, as well as 
improvements in quality and 

·function, according to the 
Department of Environmental 
Conservation, to an additional 
27.45 acres of existing wetlands. 
. Rick Georgeson, a spokesman 
for the DEC, said there are still 
alternatives on the table that do 
not involve expanding into the 
wetlands. 

The expansion, Georgeson 
said, could include going into 
federally protected wetlands, but 
not into designated Pine Bush 
Preserve !arid. 

Albany Mayor Gerald 
Jennings' executive assistant 
Bob Van Amburgh told The 
Spotlight in April that the mayor 

"inherited" the issue, and a DEC 
consent order to find suitable 
place for area waste was already 
filed before the mayor took office. 
Van Amburgh said Jennings is 
looking for the best alternatives 
and technology to handle waste 
management, and the expansion 
would buy the administration 
much-needed time to do so. 

"[The mayor] has always ,been 
very, very, concerned about the 
need to expand the landfill,'' said 
Van Am burgh. "He doesn't want 
to be in the trash business.~ 

Jennings said at a Dec. 3 
hearing that the landfill generally 
takes in close to $11 million 
each year, and that revenue 
will go . toward other waste 
management solutions. The 
)andfill also generates natural gas 
for electricity. 

Cunningham said the steering 
committee is in talks about 
alternatives to the Rapp Road 
Landfill and what to do if it 
reaches capacity and has to be 
capped before an expansion is in 
place or a new site is found. 

"We discuss the current issues 
of what's going on in regards to 
the landfill," said Cunningham. 
"We're talking about how to 
proceed from here." 

The City of Albany did buy a 
sizable parcel ofland in the Town 
of Coeymans in hope of building a 
new landfill, but wetland troubles 
there, too, have impeded its 
development The Army Corps 
of Engineers have identified 
large sections of wetlands on the 
Coeymans site. 

Cunningham said he hasn't 
heard anything about the 
landfill moving forward in the 
neighboring town and "doesn't 
see it happening:" ·

Incumbent Richard Weisz, 
president of the board of edu­
cation, who was re-elected to 
the board Tuesday, said he sus­
pects the next three years will 
bring obstacles, but he and the 
district are up to the task. _ 

"I'm looking forward to the 
challenges in the next three 
years," Weisz said. "We have a 
lot of energy in the district, a lot 

· to work on. Let's play ball." 
He said he is "gratified" that 

full-day kindergarten was part 
of the final budget. It was some­
thing he foughtto have included, 
arguing it was likely to be man­
dated soon and the opportunity 
to use federal stimulus money is 
limited to the next two years. 

He acknowledged that it was 
a contentious issue, but said the 
approval of the budget shows a 
majority of the community is on 
board with the district's spend­
ing plan.

One voter said he voted for 
Sharma based on his support of 
transferred high school teacher 
Matt Nelligan, last summer. 

"I had Nelligan, and I'm not a 
big fan of Richard Weisz's deci­
sion," said Jordan Beiber, a stu­
dent at the State'University of 
New York at Plattsburgh. 

Sharma said he will continue

· V'ville residents 
approve budget 

The Voorheesville Central 
School District approved its 
budget, 566-to-290. 

Voorheesville's budget is 
$21,662,438, and represented no 
increase in spending from 2008 
to 2009. The estimated tax levy 
increase is 1.67 percent. 

Raymond Colucciello, super­
intendent for the Voorheesville 
Central School DistriCt, said he 
was glad the voters supported 
the budget. 

"I am very, very, pleased 
that . the community gave the 
support to the budget that they 
did," said Colucciello. 

He said it is a difficult econo­
my, and hard financial times are 
ahead, but a positive vote ·for 
the budget shows that the dis­
trict provided the community 
and the students with what they 
need. · 

'They appreciate the value 
of the schools and the values of 
what their kids are getting," Co­
lucciello said. 

Voorheesville elected incum­
bents Cheryl Dozier, with 653 
votes, and James Coffin with 
497. Newcomer Justin Brusgul 
finished with 339.

Lenhardt commanded 34.1 per­
cent of the votes cast for board of 
election with 1,965 votes and Wyeye- . 
singhe narrowly beat out the third- . 
place vote getter with 1,361 votes, or

The two other candidates, Peter 
Shawhan and Rudy AriaS, came in 
with 831 votes and 370 votes, re­
spectively. 

The new budget constitutes a 
$2.8 million or 3.29 percent spend­
ing increase over this year's and 
offers a 2 percent tax levy increase. 
There will also he a 1. 76 percent 
tax rate increase. That means an 
owner of a $200,000 home in Beth­
lehem would see an increase of $64 
in his or her school taxes before 
any SfAR benefit reductions were 
applied. 'Il)e owner of a similar 
$200,000 in New Scotland would 
see an increase of $66 this year. 

Just after 9 p.m. on Tuesday, 
May 19, a handful of school and li­
brary officials and board members 
and their families gathered at the 
Bethlehem High School audito­
rium to hear the results being read 
off from the lever machines. 

The day after the vote, Wednes­
day, May 20, the Bethlehem Board 
of Education formally adopted con­
tractual changes with the Bethle­
hem Central Teachers Association 
union. The union renegotiated its 
contract with the district to defer 
cost-of-living pay increases, among 
other concessions, and also extend­
ed its contract until2012. 

The move is expected to save the 
district $600,000 next year because 
it will not have to pay the salaries 
raises for four months. 

Superintendent Michael Tebba­
no said the long months of commu­
nity meetings, board of education 
presentations and budget forums 
Paid off in the end. He joked that 
now the budgetha8passed,ifstime 
to start working on the next one. 

Tebbano told Th£ Spotlight af­
ter the polls closed that everyone 
should be ·proud of what was ac­
complished. 

'We're very excited. It waS a . 
hard, long process of trying to 
make the budget affordable for the 
community and working in such 

. a way as to maintain our quality 
programs," Tebbano said. 'Tm ex­
tremely proud of this community 
for coming out and giving us a two­
to-one mandate on this." 

He said the large board of edu­
cation race shows there is real com­
munity interest in the district. 

''It was a great board race, there 
were five candidates for two board 
seats," he said and went on to con-

'Tm very happy 
and very pleased the community 
put their confidence in me and 
very pleased with the number of 
folks who canie out to support me 
in a nl!ffiher of different ways, and 
I want to thank them," she said. ''I

She said as a new member she 
doesn't want to take over but in­
stead will learn from the board and 
be there to listen to community con­
cerns and be open to dialogue.

When Barry 
Bridger was 
a pnsoner 
of war in the 

infamous "Hanoi Hilton," it 
was common to find rats, 
snakes and tarantulas in 
his cell. 

He and other Americans 
suffered heat rash from 
the searing sun. When the 
temperatures dipped, they 
were denied blankets. 

Bridger said that 
kind of abuse paled in 
comparison to the torture 
the soldiers endured from 
their captors, who were 
"breaking bones, ripping 
flesh." 
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slowed down." 

He never considered 
leaving the Air Force, he 
said. The way he looked 
at it, the Vietnam War 
wasn't about him. 

"It was about liberty," 
he said, adding that the 
Vietnamese "would love 
to be free." 

He said he's 
immensely grateful for 
the freedom we enjoy in 
this country and for the 
example of those who 
fought for that freedom. 
Their resilience was 
never far from his mind 
when he was in prison. 

"It's a desperate type 
of environment that can 
crush your mind and 
spirit," he said. "We 
survived because of those 
who had gone before us. 
The men and women who 
built this country endured 
a tremendous amount of 
tribulation." 

Bridger's spirit, though, 
never was broken. In the 
face of such horror, he was 
struck by the way soldiers 
looked out for one another. 
They would do anytliing to 
help a man in need: even if 
it meant facing more time 
in the torture chamber. His 
time in Hanoi left Bridger 
deeply impressed by the 
strength of the human 
spirit, of what compassion 
and faith can do to sustain

When Bridger bailed on his 
plane, he fell through several 
layers of clouds. When he 
landed, he couldn't see. 

I thought, "Great I was shot 
· down and now I'm blind," he 

said. 
It turned out that his helmet 

had simply fallen over his head. 
When he pushed it off, he saw 
chaos. 

'They immediately started 
shooting at me as I came out of 
the clouds," he said. 

None of the bullets hit 
him. But the angry mob of 
Vietnamese who surrounded 
him did, beating him with shoes. 

small groups 
and talked. 

Before that, though, the· 
soldiers were subject to 
unspeakable abuse. Bridger 
said it would take the better 
part of a day to recount what 
exactly he and other prisoners 
- one of his cellmates was future 
presidential candidate John 
McCain- endured. 

But the torture is not his 
lasting memory of Vietnam. 
Instead, he thinks back on how 
the soldiers pulled together. 
They would try to exterid their · 
time in. the torture chamber to 
spare the next man. They found 
ways to communicate despite 

the Vietnamese's best efforts to 
cut off communication, and they 
refused to give up hope even 
as their captors told them their 
country had turned on them and 
forgotten them. They leaned on 
their faith. 

"I was amazed at how closely 
we shared values," Bridger said. 

When he was released from 
prison, he was 33. Upon his 
return to the United States, "he 
quickly resumed his Air Force 
career, working hard to niake 
up for the years of training and 
work he had missed. 

"I put my head down and 
took off," he said. "I never

Each year, approximately 
400,000 people are treated in 
hospital emergency departments 
due to misuse of garden lawn 
tools. 

After a long, cold winter, many 
people are anxious to tackle their 
to-do list of backyard chores 
and activities. Of course, like 
any physical activity, gardening 
can lead to injury if you are not 
properly prepared. 

Stretching prior to any 
physical outdoor activity is a very 
important component that assists 
in reducing the risk of injury .. 
Stretching helps to increase 
your range of movement and 
reduce tension on muscles and 
tendons. 

It is important to know the 
right tools for the job when 
working outdoors. There are 
many different varieties of tools 

· for the yard and garden and by 
using the correct one, physical 
exertion. may be limited. Also, 
inany tools are available in 
ergonomic designs which allow 
for good p6sture and reduce 
repetitive stress injuries. · 

Many jobs in the yard include 
repetitive tasks. Ways· to avoid 
injuries caused by these repetitive 
movements include: 

• Break often to allow muscles 
and tendons to relax. 

• Alternate arms whenever 
possible to allow for reduc.tion of 
repetitive movements.

• ·Grip handles nghtly to avoid 
stress and exertion. 

• Work below .shoulder length 
as blood does not flow as easily 
when arms are raised. 

• Be sure to keep your back 
erect when raking and when 
crouched to ensure proper 
posture. 

• Be sure to use kneepads 
. and foam pads when kneeling to 
reduce stress on knee caps: 

In addition, many lawn· and 
garden injuries occur when a 
person attempts to take on a large 
job or lift too heavy of a load. 
When faced with these tasks: 

• Be sure to bend at the knees 
and hips, never bend at your back. 

• Know when help is needed 
and do not be afraid to ask a 
neighbor or friend for a hand. . 

•. Use a dolly or wheelbarrow 
as often as possible. 

• Whenliftingandtransporting, 
be sure to avoid slippery, wet and 
uneven surfaces. 

If you have already suffered 
an injury, there are treatment 
options available to help you enjoy 
your backyard this summer. 
· Occupational therapy is one 
treatment that helps to create 
functional. independence for 
injured persons. For persons 

· suffering from common backyard 
injuries· such as arthritis, 
tendonitis, carpal tunnel gyndrome 
or other repetitive strain injuries, 
a certified hand therapist who 
specializes iri upper extremity 
issues can treat the problem. 
An occupational health therapist 
will evaluate the condition 
and create a treatment plan 
which may include customized 
splinting, sensory re-education 
and ergonomic instruction. This 
treatment plan will help the 
patient build endurance, dexterity 

· and strength in the problematic 
areas. 

Surgery is an option for more 
severe cases of repetitive strain 
injuries including arthritis, 
tendonitis and carpal tunnel. 
Surgery may be necessary to 

·reconstruct or replace joints in 
order to improve the functionality 
of the patient and reduce pain. 

If you believe you may be 
suffering from a repetitive 
strain· injury or would like 
further information regarding 
the prevention of repetitive 
strain injuries, talk with your 
physician.

"When corning out of winter 
hibernation, be sure to ease into· 
a more active summer routine to 
avoid possible injury. By following 
a few helpful tips, you can achieve 
a healthier summer," Swanson 
says. 

1. Practice good hygiene. 
Wash hands often, use hand 
sanitizers and use sanitary wipes 
to disinfect surfaces like shopping 
carts, doorknobs, light switches 
and handrails. 

2. Drink plenty of water to 
stay hydrated during the warm 

· summer months. Adults should 
drink. at least eight' glasses of 
water each day. Avoid excessive 
amounts of caffeine and alcohol 
which tend to dehydrate the 
body. 

3. Get plenty of rest each 
night. Eight hours of sleep is the 
standard recommendation, but 
the actual amount needed varies 
depending on the individual 

person. 
4. Make healthy food choices. 

Fresh fruits and vegetables 
are in season and loaded with 
nutri_ents and antioxidants that 
active summer bodies need. 

5. Take a daily multi-vitamin 
to ensure the body is getting the 

necessary nutrients. . 
6. Remember to apply 

sunscreen before sun exposure 
and to avoid the midday sun when 
f;he rays are the strongest. 

7. Exercise at least three 
times a week. Physical exercise 
may include workouts at a gym, 
walking, jogging, biking and 
other forms of cardiovascular 
stimulation. 

"A healthy lifestyle doesn't 
·happen overnight; making one 
small healthy change each week 
can result in a substantially 
healthier person over time," 
Swanson says. 

Overall, summertime is great 
for outdoor activities and family 
fun that will promote an active, 
healthy lifestyle. Please remember 
these recommendations promote. 
good health and a healthy lifestyle 
and may not always prevent 
illness, but will. help prevent the 
frequency and severity of an 
illness if it occurs.

More than half 
of all boating accidents · 
involve alcohol or drugs. 
And with more than 17 
million boats crowding 
our shorelines and inland · 
lakes and. rivers; ·our 
nation's waterways are 
second only to highways 
as the scene of accidental 
deaths in our country:· 

Because of the 
dramatic increase· in 
boating-relaied accidents 
involving alcohol and 
drugs, more states and 
the federal government 
are getting tougher on 
pleasure boaters and 
fishermen who operate 
boats under the influence. 
However, it can be an 
uphill battle, primarily because 
of open container laws that 
allow boaters to publicly display 
alcoholic beverages while in a 
boat, creating the perception that 
drin]dng while boating is 0 K 

All states and the federal 
government have boating while· 
intoxicated laws, which are very 
similar to driving while intoxicated 
laws. That means it's illegal 
to operate a watercraft, from 
paddleboats, canoes, rowboats 

' and personal watercraft to big bass 
boats and the largest commercial 
ships, under the influence of 
alcohol or drugs. The U.S. Coast 
Guard and local law enforcement 
agencies cooperate to enforce 
stringent state and federal laws. 
Penalties can include large fines, 
suspension or revocation of boat 

operator privileges and even jail 
. time- just like driving a car under 
the influence and getting a DWI. 

Law enforcement officials can 
pull a boat operator over on 
suspicion that the operator is 
under the influence. And, it is 
becoming increasingly common 
for local law enforcement officials 
to set up checkpoints on the water. 
Here are some tips to stay safe·on 
the water this summer.
